Hlavni
myslenky téchto platforem by se daly shrnout do dvou zékladnich nazoru:

1. BR je pouhou zndmkou vyznamu urcitého Gzemi. JelikoZ nema zadné legislativni nastroje, je nutné, aby
Gzemi kazdé BR v CR bylo zcela prekryto zvIasté chranénym Gzemim, nejlépe Chranénou krajinnou oblasti
(CHKO). Kazda CHKO je totiz vybavena pravomocemi statni spravy ochrany pfirody a krajiny a je schop-
na prosazovat zajmy ochrany pfirody a krajiny podle pfislusného zakona. Existence samostatné BR neni
v podminkach CR mozna.

2. Véechny BR v celosvétové sfti jsou zFizovény pro zachovém’ biologické a kulturnl‘ ,,rezervy“ jako dédictvf
aktivity a ochrana pnrodyJe pouze jednou z priorit. Program Clovek a biosféra nabizi moznost udrzitelného
vyuzivani pfirodnich zdroju podle hesla: ,Pfirodu a izemi kde Zijeme, mame vypujéené od nasich déti.
Chovejme se tak, abychom jim je mohli pfedat ve stejném, nebo lepsim stavu“.

Po mnoha diskusich byla pro spravu nové BR Dolni Morava a pro napliiovani uslechtilych myslenek Programu
MaB, zfizena obecné prospésna spolecnost (OPS) stejného jména. Stalo se tak z vile péti zakladatel(l (Lesy
Ceské republiky, s.p., MND, a.s., Ministerstva ZP CR, Ceského svazu ochrancti prirody a Okresni hospodafské
komory Breclav). Roli v novém feSeni spravy Gzemi na zékladé participacniho managementu, hrél i nesouhlas
obci's planem na vyhlaseni nové CHKO na tGzemi BR Dolni Morava.

Co vSechno se v oblasti BR Dolni Morava za 15 let odehrélo, je podrobné popsano ve vyroénich zpravach za
jednotlivé roky, tedy i za rok 2017. Jsou to zpravy o mnoha aktivitach, realizaci zajimavych projektt, pratelské
spolupraci v regionu i mimo néj, podilu na vychové mladé generace pfi feSeni akutnich problém0 v pfirodé,
v obcich, ve spole€nosti. Stali jsme se vyhledavanymi partnery doma i v zahranici. Dokéazali jsme, Ze biosfé-
rické rezervace maji smysl jak pfi ochrané pfirody a krajiny, tak i pfi hledani limitd udrZitelného vyuzivani
jejich pfirodnich zdrojii. Program Clovék a biosféra v naSem pojeti nepotiebuje mit moc statniho Grednika
s kulatym razitkem.

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava vznikla v Cervenci roku 2003 rozsitenim byvalé Biosférické rezervace Palava
(vyhlagena v roce 1986) o Lednicko-valticky areal (LVA) a luzni lesy na soutoku Moravy a Dyje.

Krajinnou dominantou BR jsou vapencova bradla Pélavy, se stranémi pokrytymi suchomilnymi travniky, listnatymi
lesy, ale také vinicemi a poli. Severni, jizni a vychodni ¢asti BR jsou intenzivné hospodarsky vyuZzivany. Centraini
Cast BR tvori komponovana krajina vytvorena clovékem v 19. stoleti, v souasnosti zapsana na Seznamu svétového
dédictvi UNESCO.

Mezi né patii napfiklad Gzemi evropské soustavy Natura 2000, zviasté chranéna Gzemi v Cele s Chranénou
krajinnou oblasti Palava, Lednicko - valticky areal - Paméatka svétového dédictvi UNESCO, mokiady evidované Ram-
sarskou tmluvou, dva pfirodni parky (Niva Dyje a Mikul€icky luh) a dalsi.
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Dear friends,

In 2018 the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve is celebrating fifteen years since its establishment! In July 2003
the Man and the Biosphere (MaB) International Coordinating Council in Paris approved the proposal to extend
the Pélava Biosphere Reserve (designated in 1986) to encompass the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape,
World Heritage Site, and the floodplain forests along the lower reaches of the Morava and Dyje Rivers.

Those who have followed us from the very beginning will remember that the birth of the smallest and youngest
biosphere reserve in the Czech Republic was far from easy. It was accompanied by a struggle of two mainstream
philosophies regarding the importance and role of biosphere reserves in the country. The main ideas of these
respective platforms can be summed up as follows:

1. BRis a mere brand reflecting the value of a certain area. Since it lacks legislative tools it is necessary that
the territory of each BR in the country is fully overlapped by a specially protected area, ideally by a Protected
Landscape Area (PLA). Each PLA wields the administrative powers of state environmental conservation and
is capable of enforcing nature and landscape conservation interests in accordance with the relevant laws.
The existence of an independent BR is not possible in the given circumstances.

2. All BRs in the World Network of Biosphere Reserves are established as biological and cultural “reserves”
conserving the world heritage for the entire mankind and are actively coordinated by stakeholders who live
and are active in the given area where nature conservation represents only one of the priorities. The Man
and the Biosphere Programme offers the possibility of sustainable use of natural resources in accordance
with the motto: “The nature and landscape we inhabit are simply on loan from our children. Let us act in a
manner which allows us to hand it over to them in the same or even better state.”

Following extensive discussions an eponymous Public Benefit Corporation (PBC) was established to manage
the new Lower Morava BR and to promote the noble ideals of the MaB Programme. There were five founding
members (Forests of the Czech Republic, State Enterprise, MND, a.s., Ministry of the Environment of the Czech
Republic, Czech Union of Nature Conservationists and Breclav District Chamber of Commerce) facilitating
the process. The adoption of principles of participatory management was also motivated by protests of local
municipalities against the designation of a new PLA on the territory of Lower Morava BR.

Everything that has taken place in Lower Morava BR over those fifteen years has been documented in detail in
individual Annual Reports, including this one. One can read about our numerous activities, interesting projects
which were implemented, friendly partnerships within the region and outside it, about the role we play in raising
awareness of the young generation about pressing conservation, municipal and social issues. We have become
sought-after partners, both locally and internationally. We have proven that biosphere reserves can be active
agents in nature and landscape conservation as well as in the process of finding the limits of sustainable
use of natural resources. Our understanding of the Man and the Biosphere Programme does not require the
authoritative power wielded by civil servants and their seals of approval.

Thanks to the understanding of our founding members and partners as well as their annual financial and moral
support we are ready to further promote ideas outlined by the Man and the Biosphere Programme and to play an
active role in the harmonious development of the South Moravian cultural landscape and society.

Man and the Biosphere (MAB)
Programme and Biosphere Reserves

The UNESCO Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme was founded in the 1970s with the aim to improve
relationships between people and their environments through the application of theoretical and practical
information obtained by natural and social sciences. In specially selected areas called biosphere reserves
(in the traditional sense of the word) it creates and tests innovative approaches to sustainable economic
development while safeguarding natural and cultural ecosystems.

Biosphere reserves (BRs) are areas with an international status, nominated by national governments and
designated by UNESCO under the MAB Programme. BRs contain terrestrial, coastal and/or marine ecosystems.
Biosphere reserves are “learning laboratories for sustainable development”, which means that each promotes
solutions combining conservation of biodiversity and its sustainable development.

Biosphere reserves differ from “traditional” reserves by not focusing solely on nature conservation but by
respecting and fostering such human landscape activities which promote its positive sustainable development.

The territory of each BR is divided into three zones:
The core zone is designed purely for nature conservation, monitoring and non-destructive research. The buffer
2zone surrounds or connects the core zones and is utilized for activities in accord with sustainable ecological

procedures. The remaining area of a BR consists of the transition zone or the zone of cooperation, where all
stakeholders work jointly towards sustainable management of resources of the entire area.

In BRs these zones do not represent a graded system of nature conservation but a functional division whose
objective is to enable the given BR to fulfil its three basic functions.

It is imperative that every BR should pi partici| which enables equal participation
of all stakeholders, including local governments and mhabltants, state administration, representatives of local
businesses and conservation groups as well as natural and social scientists in landscape coordination. Lower
Morava BR is the only BR in the Czech Republic to directly and equally involve various stakeholders in the
management and decision-making processes on the platform of a Public Benefit Corporation.

In 2017 the MAB Programme under its World Network of Biosphere Reserves, encompassed a total of 669 BRs
in 120 countries, six of them on the territory of the Czech Republic (Sumava, KrkonoSe, Kfivoklatsko, Trebon
Basin, Bilé Karpaty and the Lower Morava BR).

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was designated in July 2003 as an extension of the former Palava
Biosphere Reserve (designated in 1986) to encompass the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape (LVCL) and the
floodplain forests at the confluence of the Morava and Dyje Rivers.

Its dominant feature are the limestone cliffs of the Palava Hills covered with grasslands, broadleaved forests, as
well as fields and vineyards. The northern, southern and eastern parts of the biosphere reserve are subject to
intensive agricultural use. The central part of the BR consists of a landscape artificially created by people in the
19th century, which is listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. The south-eastern part of the reserve houses the
largest complex of floodplain forests and alluvial meadows (some 8,000 ha) in the Czech Republic. The Lower
Morava BR encompasses numerous sites of both national and international importance, among them Natura
2000 sites, the Palava Protected Landscape Area, Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, Ramsar Sites and two
nature parks (the Dyje Floodplain and the MikulCice Floodplain Nature Parks).

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation, was established in 2004 with the participation
of stakeholders and was entrusted with the provision of activities administered by the Lower Morava Biosphere
Reserve. In the context of the Czech Republic it is the only biosphere reserve coordinated by a non-governmental
organization within whose governing bodies are representatives of local businesses, state administration
bodies, municipalities, professional associations, non-governmental organizations and universities active in the
BR territory. This type of BR coordination was internationally recognized and in 2014 was declared a model site
for the World Network of Biosphere Reserves. Still, its management model remains unique within the country,
as the remaining Czech BRs are still administered by some state nature conservation body, be it a Protected
Landscape Area or a National Park.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, PBC, provides the following public benefit services:

organizational, institutional, factual and personnel provision of activities administered by the Lower Morava
Biosphere Reserve (hereinafter BR) as part of the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere Reserves,

participation in activities relevant to the Lower Morava BR, including the coordination of these activities with
state administration bodies, municipal authorities, stakeholders, educational and scientific institutions,
businesses, general public and other bodies,

participation in mediating and procuring advisory, financial and coordinating services which relate to the
Lower Morava BR and its development, in accordance with the UNESCO regulations on the World Network
of Biosphere Reserves,

safeguarding the commissioning, development and regular update of an open information database on
the Lower Morava BR and on the scientific, economic and development activities relating to the area or
existence of the BR,

participation in publishing both periodic and non-periodic materials and proceedings, including informative
and methodological publications printed, electronic, audio-visual and multimedia, as well as their
presentation, distribution and sale,

participation in educational activities in a spirit of promoting the principles of sustainable lifestyle, in
particular those of nature and landscape conservation and the rational management of natural resources,

providing information services for the general public,

participation in organizing scientific conferences, forums, training courses and exhibitions relating to the
Lower Morava BR,

establishment and management of model facilities,

fostering international cooperation in matters relating to the Lower Morava BR and the World Network of
Biosphere Reserves,

promoting and enforcing activities aimed at economic and demographic development of the Lower Morava
BR and the entire region,

providing mediatory services in cases of disputes and conflicts arising from the existence and activities of
the Lower Morava BR.

The Corporation provides public benefit services under equal conditions with the objective to support all
stakeholders and activities aimed at the development of the BR territory in accordance with conditions and
regulations stipulated by the Man and the Biosphere Programme.

All activities conducted in 2017 were in accordance with the 2016-2025 Action Plan and in concord with the
conditions of the Man and the Biosphere Programme.
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The governing bodies include the Board of Directors, Advisory Board and the Executive Director. The structure of
governing bodies reflects the efforts towards the broadest participation of all stakeholders within the Biosphere
Reserve.

The Executive Director acts as a statutory representative of the Corporation.

Composition of Lower Morava BR, PBC, governing bodies in 2017:

Board of Directors:

The Board of Directors is a nine-member managing body of the Biosphere Reserve which encompasses
representatives of the founding members along with three representatives of municipalities from regions whose
territory the BR covers, a representative of the District Chamber of Agriculture and a representative of Mendel
University in Brno, which simultaneously acts as the principal scientific advisory body of the BR.

Study visit of a rgi Y2 at Lower M BR was part of a tour of Georgian representatives
of state administration and local governments around Central European BRs. The tour was organized by the
German Michael Succow Foundation for the Protection of Nature and the Regional Environmental Centre for
the Caucasus and included visits to Lower Morava BR and the Rhén BR in Germany. Its main aim was to collect
information about the practicalities of BR management, motivated by the prepared designation of the first
BR on the territory of Georgia. In their final evaluation the participants concluded that the Lower Morava BR
management model reflects the Georgian conditions better and as such is more feasible than the German
model, which receives maximum support from the state administration, including financial and personnel
backing. In November 2017 an international conference focusing on BR management was held in Georgia and
was attended by a Lower Morava BR representative.

National meeting of the Czech Union of Nature Conservationists members and supporters included (among
other activities) a series of lectures during which we delivered a presentation focusing on the issues of the MAB
Programme, biosphere reserves and Lower Morava BR. The presentation was concluded by a short discussion
with the participants.

Field trip to Lower Morava BR for participants of a Council of Europe meeting was organized under the 19th
Council of Europe Meeting of the Workshops for the implementation of the European Landscape Convention
which was hosted by the Ministry of the Environment of the Czech Republic in partnership with Mendel University
in Brno on 5 - 7th September 2017. This prestigious international event was attended by representatives of
Council of Europe member countries and professionals in sustainable landscape management. This year's
topic was implementation of the European Landscape Convention at local level. The addressed issues included
implementation of democratic principles in landscape management at a local level, particularly the question
of how this approach helps enhance the landscape values and in turn improves the quality of life of the local
people.

Field trip focusing on landscape project for Mendel University students of the Landscape Ecology programme
was requested by their teachers. The students visited the Territorial System of Ecological Stability (TSES) project
sites near Pohorelice, Mount of Olives in Mikulov and the site of Dyje river channelling and slope stabilization
near Bulhary. They were also introduced to issues of BR status and MAB Programme philosophy, as well as our
selected activities and partners.

Presentation and field trip for final-year students of the Czech Forestry Academy Trutnov has become a
traditional professional-educational event organized by our BR. The presentation focused on Lower Morava BR
philosophy, cultural landscape management and landscape projects implemented in our BR.

Meetings with local governments and other stakeholders within BR and outside it

Work meeting with LVCL wine certification scheme representatives in Valtice specified the conditions of
cooperation and support, including endorsement of the Lower Morava BR vineyard certification scheme under
which certified varietal wines (varieties “Sylvan” and “Ryzlink rynsky”) are produced. Among the outcomes of the
meeting is the agreement to jointly produce a publicity material.

C ing about i ional coop ion with Ghana took place with the aim to discuss a possible
international project. Mrs. Sheila Nana Akua Ashong, chair of the Ghana National MAB Committee (GNC) and
deputy head of the AFRIMAB Secretariat, approached Lower Morava BR with a proposal for an international
project focusing on work in biosphere reserves and their activization. Following our recommendation, Mendel
University was selected as the principal partner thanks to its Vice-Rector Samuel Darkwah who comes from
Ghana and maintains active contacts with the west African country. Upon consultation with the Ghanaian
partners a project proposal was drawn up with Mendel University as its bearer and Lower Morava BR its partner
on the Czech side. The project should focus on information exchange, training and proposal of sustainable
management in Ghanaian BRs. At present details of the project are being completed and sources of possible
funding are sought.

Work meeting with the of the State Secretary of the Ministry of Culture, Ing. Zdenék Novak, was held in
Lednice with the objective to coordinate the Ministry‘s and our PBC's activities related to events commemorating
the 20th anniversary of LVCL inscription on the World Heritage List. The agenda also included discussion about
an exhibition commemorating the anniversary, application for funding from the World Heritage Site conservation
grant, organization of a conference in LVCL, support of LVCL Site Manager and addressed pressing issues
inherent in the actual management of LVCL.

p of ici ials on Lower M BR for the CzechTourism agency was done as part of
preparation of a new publication focusing on UNESCO cultural heritage (tangible, intangible, biosphere reserves
and geoparks).

Meeting with the Mayor of the town of Mikulov to discuss cooperation with Forests of the Czech Republic and
water management company VAK Breclav on projects called “Protection of water sources in the Muslovsky potok
catchment” and “TSES in the Mikulov and Klentice cadastral areas”.

Work meeting related to the project “A of the fi ional ial of forests in the area of
proposed d of the Podk ¢ lesy Forest Park” mtroduced the research project and provided
a detailed account of its content (methodology, different outputs, control mechanisms, cooperation with the
contractor), including a proposal of the optimum setup of its poly-functional application. The project funded
by the Grant Agency of the Forests of the Czech Republic is implemented by a team of experts under the
supervision of researchers from Charles University
and Mr. Vybiral, PBC Managing Director, was
invited to participate as an expert reviewer.

Meeting with Mgr. Petr Fedor, Head of the
Department of Culture and Monument
Conservation of the South Moravian Region
in Brno addressed the issue of the role of the
regional authority and our PBC in the sustainable
development of LVCL, as a priority development
area in the Region’s development plans.

Podkomorské lesy Forest Park
on the banks of Brno Lake has been newly added to the them thanks to the initiative of Forests of the Czech
Republic, State Enterprise.

Several gs with the Director of the National Heritage Institute Kromériz were held to
exchange information necessary for the preparation of a prospective project “Restoration of Zamecky Fishpond
in Lednice”, drawing up new project documentation, processing of an application for funding and the actual
implementation.

International activities

Work ing with repi of foreign BRs organized by the Bulgarian Ministry of the Environment and
Water in Asenovgrad situated in the Cervenata stena BR. The agenda focused on modernization of Bulgarian
BRs. Presentations focused on sharing experience with the operation of modern biosphere reserves and
participative landscape management. Lower Morava BR represented the only Czech BR invited. A presentation
of our activities and partners was delivered.

f g on MAB impl in the South Caucasus organized in the Georgian
town Borjomi by the partner orgamzatlons Michael Succow Foundation, Regional Environmental Centre for the
Caucasus, Deutsche Gesellschaft fir internationale Zusammenarbeit and Kreditanstalt fiir Wiederaufbau. Three
Caucasian countries - Armenia, Azerbaijan and Georgia - face similar challenges related to natural resource
management. MAB Programme offers a framework for an integrated management of natural resources and
biodiversity but since none of the three countries has implemented it, this international workshop called “The
UNESCO Man and Biosphere Concept - an inter-sectoral natural resource management approach, or Could it
work in the South Caucasus?” was designed to facilitate a better understanding of the MAB Programme among
the stakeholders, disseminate the knowledge of decision-making processes, planning and MAB implementation
and support specific implementation steps in the South Caucasus.

Conference “Biosphere Reserve: Timeline and Lifeline” held in the Latvian town Valmiera to commemorate
the 20th anniversary of North Vidzeme BR designation. The event was hosted by Vidzeme University of Applied
Sciences and the Nature Conservation Agency of Latvia and its main aim was to exchange experience with
modern BRs management and look for answers to the challenges faced in North Vidzeme, the only Latvian BR,
which has been experiencing grave difficulties in recent years due to lack of involvement of state institutions
responsible. The only presentation of the Czech Republic called “Lower Morava BR management - challenges
and experience” was delivered during the block of presentations.

Expected course of our activities in 2018

In 2018 the Lower Morava BR, P.B.C. will focus on continuation of the project “World Heritage Sites in the life
of municipalities, towns and regions”. Our PBC will continue to perform the LVCL Site Manager duties and strive
to create a sustainable system for performing this function. We will coordinate the activities and extension of
the Czech Republic Model Forest Association, and work towards its further incorporation into the International
Model Forest Network. It will focus on restoration of selected fishponds and in cooperation with their owners and
project designers will prepare projects eligible to funding from the Operational Programme Environment of the
Czech Republic. It will continue to prepare and support the publication of scientific and educational publications.
In suitable sites it will continue to prepare projects enhancing biodiversity in an agricultural landscape. It will
focus on fostering relationships with municipalities, businesses and state administration bodies in the process
of looking for jointly acceptable forms of nature protection at Soutok. In collaboration with Mendel University it
will participate in projects focusing on education and awareness raising.

,‘ Already in 2016, the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape commemorated
! the 20th anniversary of its inscription on the UNESCO World Heritage List.
This event was highlighted and promoted throughout 2017.
The Site Manager‘s (SM LVCL) activities are defined by the obligation to en-
sure protection, management and sustainable development of the site upon pre-
serving the outstanding value of the LVCL landscape. Based on a mandate awarded
- by the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL, our PBC has performed all Site Manager
duties since 2007, including coordination of activities within LVCL, and has worked as a
platform for interdisciplinary exchange of expert information. This is safeguarded through
the application of participatory management in our PBC and our direct participation in the
Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL. Because cultural landscape management is a complex
issue, which is highly specific particularly on the territory of LVCL, ensuring interdisciplinary
coordination, communication and continuous awareness of all the stakeholders in the area
represents a particularly demanding task.
Sadly, systematic and sustainable funding of LVCL Site Manager operations was not secured in
2017 again. We also failed to secure a change in the conditions of subsidy schemes provision
which would reflect the specific conditions of a World Heritage Site.

Lower Morava BR initiated the establishment of Model Forest Czech
Republic (hereinafter “MF CR”) as a neutral platform whose objective is to exchange and diffuse information and knowledge, to
foster educational, scientific and research activities with the participation and support of local inhabitants, land owners, busine-
sses, public institutions and other stakeholders who directly or indirectly use the natural resources and landscape in the given
area. In 2017 Model Forest Czech Republic experienced important developments and changes. Following long and meticulous pre-
parations Model Forest CR, as the first Czech site, was officially awarded full membership in the International Model Forest Network
(hereinafter “Network”) on 7th July 2017. Prior to awarding the membership, IMFN Secretariat evaluators visited the Czech Republic on
22 - 24th May 2017 to review the Model Forest CR. Their positive evaluation led to recommendation for a full membership in the Network.
On 25 - 26th May 2017 an international conference on “Model Forest Czech Republic” was held to present and highlight the importance of
forests and model forest management facilities in the cultural landscape as examples of sustainable use of natural resources which aid the
development of society and regions. Over 50 participants, both professionals and representatives of the general public, took part in the con-
ference. A memorial stone was unveiled during the event to commemorate the establishment of Model Forest Czech Republic. The conference
agenda included a field trip presenting sustainable forest management in the Masaryk Forest Kitiny Forest Park.
The project was also supported by the Ministry of Agriculture of the Czech Republic, Military Forests and Farms, State Enterprise, and Mendel
University.

Development Goals. Among other things they identified new types of partnerships necessary for an ecological transition,

the processes of setting them up, maintaining and promoting them.

The next EuroMAB congress will take place in Ireland in 2019.

The project was launched in 2015 and its initial stages

focused on analyses of the existing occurrence of threatened woody plants on the territory of the Czech Republic. In the

sources is an essential principle applicable throughout the world. Foresters have mastered this very art and have clearly demonstrated for
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== several centuries the importance of well-managed forests for the
quality of landscape and the existence of the entire society, even in
the 21st century.
Good forest management and a fulfilled role of foresters require a suffici-
ent amount of objective information both about forest environments and
many other external factors. Climate, its development and fluctuations in
long-term and medium-term horizons generally represent some of the key im-
pacts on forest ecosystems. The book, which was published by the Lesnicka
prace Publishing House in 2017 under the supervision of Lower Morava BR
employees, contains important facts discovered by doc. Ing. Zdenék Bauer,
CSc. during his scientific career which lasted more than 60 years. He per-
sonally studied and collected phenological characteristics of South Moravian
floodplain forests and processed them into clear graphs which clearly indicate
the development trends in regional climate in the past fifty years. His data are
complemented by information on the development of forests in Central Europe
and graphs with climatic and hydrological data from floodplain forests in the
Breclav region presented in sub-regional and historical context, all collected and
processed by doc. Ing. Rudolf Bagar, CSc. A self-contained chapter on floodplain forest
restoration at the Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise attests to the fact that foresters closely
cooperating with other experts saved floodplain ecosystems at a time when shortage of water
threatened their very existence.
This publication will find its rightfully earned place in university and institutional libraries but more
importantly will serve as a handbook for foresters, students, researchers and state administration
bodies, as well as for those interested in the timeless relationship between climate development
and the environment.

International project “World Heritage Sites in the life of municipalities, towns and regions”

Under the supervision of researchers from the Faculty of Education of Masaryk University in Brno and
Catholic University in RuZomberok as the principal foreign partner, a project whose aim is to create a
model solution for participatory planning is underway. The project is capitalizing on the natural and
cultural potential of two valuable sites: MikulCicko region, Lower Morava BR and LVCL on the Czech side
and Vlkolinec by RuZomberok, World Heritage Site on the Slovak side of the border.

On 17th July 2017 a workshop was organized at Catholic University in RuZomberok to refine project
outputs and financial backing of individual events in 2017 a 2018.

On 21 - 23rd September 2017 a workshop entitled “Proposals for the restoration and sustainable
use of Vlkolinec, World Heritage Site” was held in RuZomberok and Vlkolinec, focusing on the issue
of restoring the traditional mountain landscape management methods in the gardens and immediate
surroundings of Vikolinec, including preservation of the traditional fruit tree varieties‘ genetic pool and
protection of the gardens from bears. The next workshop is scheduled for 2018 in MikulCice.

The project is co-funded under the Interreg 5A - SK-CR initiative.

Preparatory meetings for the designation of small-scale specially protected areas (SSSPA) in the flo-
odplain forests at Soutok

Throughout the year meetings of the workgroup for small-scale specially protected areas (SSSPA) atten-
ded by representatives of nature conservation bodies, Forests of the Czech Republic and Lower Morava
BR were held in the floodplain forests in question. Discussions focused on general conditions of SSS-
PA conservation which might be incompatible with the traditional and well-tried forest management
methods. The issue of whole-area and strip soil preparation prior to reforestation in relation to the pro-
tection of the herb layer was discussed in the context of the necessity to procure efficient regeneration
and follow-up tending of young, mostly oak forest stands.

Forests of the Czech Republic in collaboration with Lower Morava BR drew up their own proposal for
SSSPA designation. The proposed area of the “national” nature conservation categories corresponds
to the hitherto commonly used scope of SSSPAs and is supported by a statement that the common
interest in preserving the existing state or its improvement may be achieved through contractual pro-
tection. However, following a long respite on the part of the Ministry of the Environment, this proposal
was not accepted.

The issue of designating a Specially Protected Area in the area of Soutok with the objective to safeguard
the protection of the Soutok Special Area of Conservation found its way to the agenda of the March
meeting of the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL. Representatives of Lower Morava BR recalled
the original idea of Natura 2000, whereby the conservation of selected sites and species was to be
safeguarded through positive motivation of land owners and managers of the sites in question while
prioritizing contractual protection. They also criticized the policies and communication strategies of
the Ministry of the Environment which has been enforcing its interests while failing to respect the
equivalence of laws in the Czech Republic, has not been communicating sufficiently, has been ignoring
legitimate arguments of practical forest management and presenting misleading accounts of Natura
2000 negotiations in the European Commission.

On 23rd November 2017 the Landscape, Water and Biodiversity Committee of the Government Council
for Sustainable Development held its 19th session. Its agenda included information about safeguar-
ding protection of Special Area of Conservation Soutok. Considering fact that the proposed designation
of a SSSPA may have a negative impact on the fulfilment of Lower Morava BR functions, as stipulated by
the UNESCO MAB Programme, BR representatives prepared a presentation called “UNESCO MAB Pro-
gramme and its specific approach to biodiversity conservation” which was a follow-up of a presentation
delivered by Professor Petr Madéra of Mendel University in Brno on “The impact of forest management
on the biodiversity of floodplain forest flora in Soutok”. It presented the results of long-term research
documenting that floodplain forest biodiversity is proportional to sustainable management. The en-
suing discussion revealed that the conservation regime of the unique area of Soutok requires a specific
approach which in turn requires further negotiations.

Preparations of the project on “Zamecky Fishpond Restoration”

2017 saw the revival of the restoration project for Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice. Joint negotiations
with all stakeholders were initiated, new project documentation was drawn up and the process of appli-
cation for funding from the Operational Programme Environment was launched. This complex project
must balance the different interests of nature conservation bodies, national heritage institutions and
local governments. The project has been initiated several times in the past but always ran up against
administrative hurdles.
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
