Program UNESCO Clovék a biosféra (Man and the Biosphere - MAB) vznikl v 70. letech 20. stoleti.
Jeho cilem bylo a je hledat moznosti zlepSeni vztahu Clovéka k Zivotnimu prostfedi, s vyuZitim teore-
tickych a praktickych informaci ziskanych na Gzemi zvIa$té vybranych oblasti, nazvanych biosférické
rezervace. Zde jsou pak vytvareny a testovany inovativni pfistupy k udrzitelnému ekonomickému rozvoji
za soucasného zajisténi ochrany hodnot pfirodnich i kulturnich ekosystému. V praxi se jedna o hleda-
ni optimalnich zpusobi ochrany Zivotniho prostredi a kulturnich hodnot prostfednictvim uvazlivych
kazdodennich lidskych aktivit.

Biosféricka rezervace (BR) je lzemi s mezinarodnim statutem, zahrnujici suchozemské, morské, po-
bfezni nebo kombinované ekosystémy, které na zakladé narodni nominace vyhlasuje UNESCO v ramci
programu MAB. 0d ,klasickych“ rezervaci se ty biosférické lisi zejména tim, Ze nejsou zaméreny pri-
oritné na ochranu pfirody, ale respektuji a podporuiji ty lidské ¢innosti v krajiné, které vedou k jejimu
pozitivnimu trvale udrZitelnému rozvoji.

Program UNESCO Clovék a biosféra schvalil v dervenci roku 2003 rozsiteni byvalé Biosférické rezervace
Palava (vyhlaSena v roce 1986) o Lednicko-valticky areal (LVA) a luzni lesy na soutoku fek Moravy a Dyje.
Nové vymezené Gzemi dostalo nazev Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava.

Krajinnou dominantou BR jsou vapencové vrcholy Pélavy, se svahy pokrytymi suchomilnymi travniky,
listnatymi lesy a vinicemi. VétSina Gizemi BR ma dlouhou historii intenzivniho hospodarského vyuzivani.
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Dear friends,

We are living in amazing times of European peace, or Pax Europaea, enjoying unprecedented economic
wealth, and in many respects, we are ranked among the richest and even happiest countries on
Earth. Visitors from all over the world appreciate the safety they feel everywhere, comprehensive
healthcare available to all citizens, a number of well-maintained cultural monuments, interesting
cultural landscapes and other attributes of a modern, advanced and educated society which we take
for granted.

Having said that, we are also known to be the most sceptical, notoriously disgruntled and the most
envious nation in the European Union. Clearly, such statements are distorted by different perspectives,
personal experience and the given respondent sample and thus derived assessments can never be
fully objective.

The territory of Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve may also be subject to all kind of criteria assessing
its life space (or the environment) of a cultural landscape both from the positive and negative aspects.
However, the crucial variable conditioning the final result should be how many of those who live, do
business or stay here as tourists or spa guests are happy or unhappy about different things.

Take viticulture, for example. One cannot help but wonder how quickly we “caught up” and in many
respects even “overtook” the world in many aspects of the field. Our wines have gained an excellent
reputation for their high quality and originality, our well-educated winemakers offer a seemingly endless
range of great wines produced by state-of-the-art technology, vineyards are tended by methods which
do not harm nature. Any common-sense person will take pride in the admirable and ultimately delicious
outcome of such hard work and great efforts.

Yet, negative individuals will choose to see that methods of yesterday were better and nostalgically
remember the times when vineyards were grown on wooden poles without wires and columns made of
concrete, when each vineyard contained mature apricot, walnut or peach trees, when you got a healthy
tan hoeing the vineyard soil and when the only chemicals used were blue vitriol and sulphur wicks...

One cannot but laugh at such nostalgia, as any such comparison completely disregards the factor of our
society’s evolution and the increasing demands for quality, economic and environmental sustainability,
better interdisciplinary awareness and technological expertise.

However, when the issue of our floodplain forests gets under scrutiny, a much larger and louder
group comes to play. A group of those who have very specific ideas about turning the wheel of time
backwards and who hammer these ideas into the public awareness through all media imaginable. Their
understanding of proper nature conservation and “historically justified“ methods of forest management
is built, among many other things, on the concept of opening up floodplain forests, replacing “forest
cattle” with bison, aurochs and wild horses, letting go of “large-scale” clear felling methods of forest
regeneration and returning to the traditional use of hoe and coppicing. They claim that this is the only
way how to safeguard effective protection of biodiversity! As if this was the only and ultimate purpose
which our society grants to forests. They completely disregard the fact that the significance of forests for
the Central European society has been much wider. We are obliged to manage and conserve all forest
functions, whether economic, environmental, social or cultural, as integral parts of the wider cultural
landscape, preferably through enlisting the help of professionals - foresters.

It is saddening to see the work and efforts of many generations of foresters - which comes in the
form of production, polyfunctional floodplain forests - as well as their ability to be good managers and
protectors of all their functions, including biodiversity, being despised and questioned. On top of all we
can hear bold and false statements which claim that “Soutok (or the Confluence) is not protected, that
nature conservation is basically applied on a mere 2 % of the total area”! The fact that the entire area
is protected under the Forest Act, as part of Natura 2000 network and Ramsar Wetlands or the Water
Act on the protection of groundwater tends to be somehow omitted.

The philosophy of the Man and the Biosphere Programme, as well as the long-term efforts of Lower
Morava BR, are based on respect for the heritage created by our ancestors and support of all
stakeholders whose interest it is to eliminate problems within the cultural landscape and to foster the
sustainable use of natural resources to benefit the society and mankind. It would be sad if coercive
pressures got the upper hand in our territory with the aim to enforce the “only right” stakeholder
interests in the efforts to conserve such a unique ecosystem as the floodplain forests at Soutok. We
shall actively promote interdisciplinary exchange of expert arguments and jointly look for optimum ways
of protection, management and conservation of Soutok's floodplain forests, wetlands and meadows
in their entirety.

Man and the Biosphere (MAB)
Programme and Biosphere Reserves

The UNESCO Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme was founded in the 1970s. Its aim has been
to improve relationships between people and their environments through the application of theoretical
and practical information obtained from specially selected areas called biosphere reserves. It is here
where innovative approaches to sustainable economic development are created and tested while
safeguarding the conservation of natural and cultural ecosystems. In practice this involves looking
for optimum methods of conserving I and culi I values
activities.

Biosphere reserves (BRs) are areas with an international status, which encompass terrestrial, marine,
coastal and/or combined ecosystems. Following nomination by national governments they are
designated by UNESCO under the MAB Programme. Unlike “traditional” reserves, biosphere reserves
do not focus solely on nature conservation but respect and foster such human landscape activities
which promote its positive sustainable development.

All world BRs are obliged to fulfil three equally important functions:

1. Conservation of I and cultural diversity
2. Support of inabl ic develoy
3. Support of h, itoring and tal edi

The territory of each BR is divided into three zones:

The core zone is designed purely for nature conservation, monitoring and non-destructive research.
The buffer zone surrounds or connects the core zones and is utilized for activities in accord with
sustainable ecological procedures. The remaining area of a BR consists of the transition zone or the
zone of cooperation, where all stakeholders work jointly towards sustainable management of resources
of the entire area.

In BRs these zones do not represent a graded system of nature conservation but a functional division
whose objective is to enable the given BR to fulfil its three basic functions.

It is imperative that every BR should promote partici y which enables equal
participation of all stakeholders, including local governments and inhabitants, state administration,
representatives of local businesses and conservation groups as well as natural and social scientists in
landscape coordination. Lower Morava BR is the only BR in the Czech Republic to directly and equally

involve various stakeholders in the management and decision-making processes on the platform of

a Public Benefit Corporation.

In 2018 the MAB Programme under its World Network of Biosphere Reserves encompassed a total
of 686 BRs in 122 countries, six of them on the territory of the Czech Republic (Sumava, Krkonose,
Krivoklatsko, Tfebori Basin, Bilé Karpaty and the Lower Morava BR).

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was designated in July 2003 as an extension of the former Palava
Biosphere Reserve (designated in 1986) to encompass the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape (LVCL)
and the floodplain forests at the confluence of the Morava and Dyje Rivers.

Its dominant feature are the limestone cliffs of the Palava Hills covered with grasslands, broadleaved
forests and vineyards. Most of the biosphere reserve’s territory has been subject to long-term intensive
agricultural use. The central part of the BR consists of a composed landscape artificially created by
people from the early 18" to the late 19" century and has been listed as a UNESCO World Heritage
Site. The south-eastern part of the reserve houses the largest complex of floodplain forests and alluvial
meadows (some 8,000 ha) in the Czech Republic. The Lower Morava BR encompasses numerous sites
of both national and international importance, among them Natura 2000 sites, the Palava Protected
Landscape Area, Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, World Heritage Site, Ramsar Sites and two nature
parks (Dyje Floodplain and the MikulCice Floodplain Nature Parks).

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation, was established in 2004 with the
participation of stakeholders and was entrusted with the provision of activities administered by the
Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve. In the context of the Czech Republic it is the only biosphere reserve
coordinated by a non-governmental organization within whose governing bodies are representatives
of local businesses, state administration bodies, municipalities, professional associations, non-
governmental organizations and universities active in the BR territory. This type of BR coordination was
internationally recognized and in 2014 was declared a model site for the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves. Still, its management model remains unique within the country. The remaining Czech BRs
are still administered by some state nature conservation body, be it a Protected Landscape Area or
a National Park.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, PBC, provides the following public benefit services:

* organizational, institutional, factual and personnel provision of activities administered by the Lower
Morava Biosphere Reserve (hereinafter BR) as part of the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere
Reserves,

The activities which representatives of our PBC initiated or participated in throughout 2018 included
the following:

Lectures, presentations and field excursions

Field excursion to Lower Morava BR for participants of the 11" workshop “Meeting with Secondary
School Headmasters and Deputy Headmasters 2018” organized by the Faculty of Horticulture to foster
partnerships between agricultural secondary schools, exchange up-to-date information, establish
cooperation and exchange information on implemented or planned projects.

Three lectures and two field excursions for Czech and foreign students of the Faculty of Forestry and
Wood Technology at Mendel Uni ity took place in 2018. The issues of biosphere reserve and model
forest contribution to the sustainable management of the cultural landscape were discussed.

Lecture and field excursion for students of the Ambis College of Regional Development. Students of
the Rural Development and Landscape Planning programmes were informed on possible application of
BRs as tools of sustainable management of cultural landscapes. The students visited newly established
elements of the Territorial System of Ecological Stability (TSES), Genthsemane Garden under the Mount
of Olives in Mikulov and Lednice.

Participation in the XXIX General Meeting of the Czech Forestry Society in Prague gave us the
opportunity to present the International Model Forest Network and Model Forest Czech Republic.
The meeting's agenda involved presentation of the Model Forest CR spot. The ensuing discussion
highlighted the positive role which model forests, forest parks and biosphere reserves play in
sustainable management of the landscape.

Field ion for of Envil tal and Food Industry College in Veseli nad LuZnici was
commissioned by the school’s teaching staff. Lower Morava BR projects were presented along with
information on the operation of BRs in general. The students visited Rendezvous National Nature
Monument and Soutok game preserve.

Two field excursions for students of Forestry Academy Trutnov organized for 56 students studying
the Ecology and Forestry programmes. The students were introduced to the philosophy of the Man
and the Biosphere Programme, the position of Lower Morava BR within our country and within the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves, the history of cultural landscapes in South Moravia and the
challenges faced at present. Specific projects were discussed, along with the active role our PBC plays
in conservation of the outstanding values within the BR territory and the integral role of landscape
professions, foresters in particular.

Field trip and consultation with Mendel University
i professors focusing on the current challenges
faced by floodplain forests and the measures
necessary to save them. The issue of sustainable
forestry in its wider context was addressed in
a discussion with Professors Alois Prax and
Vladimir Tesaf. Both gentlemen are prepared
to join the team of experts which would analyse
the most pressing issues and devise a plan of
necessary measures in the short-term and long-
L term horizons.

Meetings with local governments and other stakeholders within BR and outside it

Work meeting at Mendel University in Brno to discuss a research project focusing on pests and
pathogens in woody plants. The project was jointly prepared by the Faculty of Forestry and Wood
Technology and its Austrian partners and application for funding under the Interreg Central Europe
Programme is being prepared. Our BR was offered the role of a project partner to ensure project output
implementation in the everyday practice in South Moravia.

Meeting at Ambis College of Regional Development was initiated by the teaching staff of this private
college. Involvement of our BR in completing the Rural Development study programme was discussed.

Work meeting with Director of the Morava River Basin Administration, Central Morava Facility in
Uherské Hradisté. Discussions focused primarily on the issue of depositing the sediments dredged
from Zamecky Fishpon in the active flood zone in Lednice cadastre and on preparing a meeting at the
company‘s headquarters in Brno.

Field survey to prep. projects of R ous and Frantiskiv Fishponds. Attended by
representatives of Forests of the Czech Republic, Nature Conservation Agency Brno, Palava PLA, our
PBC and the project manager. Conditions under which the projects were implementable both with
respect to nature conservation and available funding were discussed.

Public review of the Genthsemane Garden project in Mikulov. Its aim was to assess the success of
a project in which we collaborated with MND, Nature Conservation Agency in Brno, Palava PLA and
the Town of Mikulov. All participants agreed that the project’s main objective has been met. Site
management focuses mainly on hand weeding and weed control, irrigation of planted trees and
shrubs during drought spells and replanting of missing species. The site is soon to be transferred to
the municipality.

Prep. ion of a kshop on ing and game t in Lower Morava BR
took place at MikulCice Collective Farm to finalize details of the event which was organized under the
international Interreg project “World Heritage Sites in the lives of municipalities, towns and regions”.

Meeting with the Mayor of Mikulov to discuss details of the prepared project of protecting the Muslovsky
Stream spring area through a TSES project in the site between Mikulov and Klentnice following the
repairs of water supply facilities within in Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise forests and landscaping of the
stream alluvium. Collaboration between the town and our PBC in 2018-2019 was discussed.

Work meeting with the Head of the Department of Culture and Monument Conservation of the South
Moravian Region to address the issue of greater engagement of the Authority in LVCL management,
the support of its Site Manager institute and possibly also assuming the role of a World Heritage Site
guarantor.

Expert meeting related to Charles University project of the fi ional p ial of
Podkomorské lesy Forest Park” in Hradec Krélové was organized to present the results obtained by
the research team which focused on tourist use of forests in the Forest Park and calculating their non-
production functions. The findings will be used in preparation of educational materials for the general
public.

International activities

In early 2018 the Deputy Director of Lower Morava BR attended a ting of the Int ional Advisory
Committee for Biosphere Reserves in Paris as its regular member. This advisory body of the MAB
Programme discussed nominations of new BRs, changes and periodic reviews of the existing BRs, as
well as the development, operation and monitoring of the World Network of BRs. It discussed the so-
called excellence process, under which the deadline for operation changes in all BRs which still fail to
meet the criteria of Framework Statutes for BR was extended until 2020. It also launched preparation
of Operational Procedures for BRs, which should help to specify the existing valid MAB documents
and enhance preparation processes in new BRs and evaluation of existing BRs. All documents and
recommendations went through approval process during a meeting of the International Coordinating
MAB Council which was held in Indonesia in July.

Long-term progr of with Mendel University in Brno aimed at biodiversity
conservation and cultural landscape management was implemented in Oman and the Socotra
Archipelago Biosphere Reserve in Yemen. Regular meetings were held throughout the year to assess
outputs from field trips to Yemen, finalize the schedule of future trips and to agree on the procedure on
processing the obtained data into relevant documents.

I ional symposium “Biosphere forests for the future” organized in Umea by the Swedish Forest
Agency and Swedish National MAB Committee. Its aim was to initiate a forum for collaboration, exchange
of information and inspiration. It focused on the role of biosphere reserves as model regions for climate
change adaptation in forest landscapes and the role of BRs in implementation of Agenda 2030. It also
included an analysis of challenges related to adaptation to climate change and an overview of how
landowners and stakeholders can change their actions in order to create more climate-adapted forestry
strategies and raise awareness about increased vulnerability of forest stands due to climate change. It
presented a project of biosphere reserves as “climatic observatories” and initiated a new project with
a broader scope.

Expected course of our activities in 2019

In 2019 the Lower Morava BR, P.B.C. will focus on participation in the EUROMAB 2019 international
conference which will be held in Dublin Bay BR in Ireland. It will continue to engage in activities within
Model Forest Czech Republic towards its further incorporation into the International Model Forest
Network. It will focus on restoration of selected fishponds and prepare projects eligible to funding from
the Operational Programme Environment of the Czech Republic. It will continue to prepare and support
the publication of scientific and educational materials. It will focus on high-quality updating of the LVCL
Management Plan for 2020-2025. It will strive to foster relationships with municipalities, businesses
and state administration bodies in the process of looking for jointly acceptable forms of nature
protection at Soutok. In collaboration with Mendel University it will participate in projects focusing on
education and awareness rising.

— ACTIVITIES IN 2018

i Our activities focused primarily on an international project called
P “World Heritage Sites in the Lives of Municipalities, Towns and Regions” set
out to create a model solution for participative management of UNESCO mo-
1 numents. We performed the duties of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape Site
-3 Manager, participated in activities of PEFC Czech Republic and Model Forest Czech
g Republic, played an active role in discussions leading to the planned designation of
small-scale specially protected areas in the floodplain forests at Soutok and implemen-

ted restoration projects of Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice or Hodonin municipal forest. In
2018 the Lower Morava BR celebrated 15 years since its designation and to mark the

occasion we organized a formal event to gather all our long-term partners and supporters.

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International project “World Heritage Sites in the Lives of Municipali-
ties, Towns and Regions”
The project ran throughout the year under the supervision of researchers from the Faculty of Education
of Masaryk University in Brno and the Catholic University in RoZumberok as its main foreign partner.
Its aim was to create a model solution of participative planning which would benefit from the natural and
cultural potential of two heritage sites, Lower Morava BR on the Czech side and Vikolinec by RuZomberok,
World Heritage Site, on the Slovak side. The project is funded under the Interreg 5 - SK-CR initiative. Lower
Morava BR is participating as a partner.
The project team met at work whose agenda focused on project implementation, such as schedule of activities
for 2018, publication of a book on landscape professions in World Heritage Sites or preparation of workshops
for Czech and Slovak participants. Several such workshops were organized in 2018.
On April 12 and 13™ 2018 an international workshop called “UNESCO sites and landscape management” was
held in Tvrdonice, Lednice and MikulCice, focusing on different stakeholders. On the first day the project was pre-
sented to mayors of PodluZi and was followed by a panel discussion focusing on the restrictions, obligations and
principles applicable to stakeholders residing within a World Heritage Site. On the second day a presentation
on “Experience in applying UNESCO conservation principles on the Lower Morava BR territory” was delivered in
Mikulcice. On April 18 and 19" a workshop was organized in Vikolinec by RuZomberok. It focused on exchanging
experience with world heritage site management and outlining solutions for issues related to increasing tourism,
decreasing numbers of local residents and development restrictions within these sites. The maintenance and
conservation of the traditional rural character of the landscape surrounding the mountain village of Vikolinec
was discussed along with the issue of communication with state officials from nature and natural heritage
conservation institutions. On June 22 and 23rd an international workshop was organized in RuZzomberok, du-
ring which our activities were presented. On October 18" a workshop called “Practical experience with a life
within a World Heritage Site” was held in Lednice, organized jointly by our PBC and Masaryk University in Brno.
A number of highly relevant presentations were delivered by representatives of all stakeholders. Workshop
participants spoke highly of the presented practical views of how everyday activities are afflicted by the World
Heritage status and appreciated the presented wide scope of issues related to cultural landscape management.
On October 23-25", Catholic University in collaboration with Masaryk University in Brno, Lower Morava BR,
Constantine the Philosopher University in Nitra and Vikolinec Civic Association, under the auspices of the Mayor
of RuZomberk and Rector of Catholic University in RuZomberk, organized a conference “25" anniversary of the
inscription of Vikolinec on the World Heritage List”. Its agenda included workshops, exhibition and a guided tour
of the newly opened UNESCO House in Vikolinec. It was attended by 50 experts from state administration bodies
and expert institutions, regional and local governments, universities, businesses and non-profit organizations.

Performing Site Managerial duties in the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape,
World Heritage Site

The Site Manager’s/ coordinator's (SM LVCL) activities are defined by the obligation to ensure protection, ma-
nagement and sustainable development of the site upon preserving the outstanding value of the LVCL land-
scape. Because cultural landscape management is a complex issue, which is highly specific particularly on the
territory of LVCL, ensuring interdisciplinary coordination, communication and continuous awareness of all the
stakeholders in the area represents a particularly demanding task.

Based on the mandate awarded by the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL, our PBC has performed all Site
Manager duties since 2007, including coordination of activities within LVCL, and has worked as a platform for
interdisciplinary exchange of expert information. This is safeguarded through the application of participatory
management in our PBC and our direct participation in the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL.

On February 28, 2018 the Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic (MoC CR) organized a meeting of all Czech
World Heritage Site Managers in Prague. It was attended by representatives of World Heritage Sites, MoC CR
and the National Heritage Institute (NHI). The agenda focused on presenting the National Action Plan related to
the Third Cycle of Periodic Reporting on the application of the World Heritage Convention. An important meeting
of the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL took place at the Ministry of the Environment in Prague (MoE) on
October 31st. Its aim was to discuss the possibility of transforming the Interdisciplinary Workgroup into a World
Heritage Council for LVCL. Due to the negative standpoint of the Voluntary Association of the LVCL Municipalities
which, along with a reasoning, had been officially sent to MoE and the Ministry of Culture, the point was taken
off the agenda. As part of the Site Manager duties, different project proposals were reviewed during the year,
including funding request for Zamecky and Rendezvous Fishponds restoration, restoration of tree avenues in
LVCL in the context of conflicting interests of nature conservation and the actual state of overaged tree avenues
or application for funding the LVCL Management Plan update.

Sadly, systematic and sustainable funding of LVCL Site Manager operations was not secured in 2018 once
again. We also failed to adjust the conditions of subsidy schemes provision which would reflect the specific
conditions of a World Heritage Site.

Lower Morava BR, PBC, activities in PEFC

The Programme for the Endorsement of Forest Certification Schemes (PEFC) represents one of the existing
international certification systems assessing sustainable forest management. The Czech Republic is one of
the 11 founding member states which formed the PEFC Council in 1999. The PEFC Council is an independent,
non-profit international organization registered in Geneva which provides a framework for creating and mutual
recoghnition of independent national certification systems.

Lower Morava BR has been a member of PEFC Czech Republic since 2012. This organization is in charge of
the Czech system of forest certification and unites representatives of forestry, wood processing industry, edu-
cational and research institutions, trade unions, environmental organizations, state administration and other
interest groups.

On May 21 and 24 2018 a preparatory meeting and assembly of the PEFC CR took place in Kostelec nad
Cernymi lesy and in North Moravia. Its agenda focused on assessment of previous year's activities and ma-
nagement. As part of the assembly programme, a guided tour of Military Forests and Farms and Forests of the
Czech Republic lands was taken, with emphasis on tackling the current bark beetle outbreak and its impacts
on the future.

Model Forest Czech Republic

The International Model Forest Network is an association of partners from all around the world who for over 20
years have been working towards a common goal - the sustainable management of forests and landscapes.
The Network was created to support the sustainable management of the natural resources through a parti-
cipatory approach that reflects the needs of local communities and global concerns. The Network is a place
which fosters international exchange of ideas, knowledge, experience and innovative solutions and supports
international cooperation. Lower Morava BR initiated the establishment of Model Forest Czech Republic (here-
inafter “MF CR”) as a neutral platform whose objective is to exchange and diffuse information and knowledge,
to foster educational, scientific and research activities with the participation and support of local inhabitants,
land owners, businesses, public institutions and other stakeholders who directly or indirectly use the natural
resources and landscape in the given area. MF CR has become a tool for promoting knowledge and awareness
on sustainable management of natural resources and supports cooperation of all stakeholders towards parti-
cipatory landscape management which will safeguard the development and sustainable use of the landscape
while respecting the equal importance of its development pillars: ecological, economic and socio-cultural. The
platform is a place which offers wider support of collaboration and dialogue among all stakeholders. It offers
a space for conflict resolution and for working towards common visions of sustainable development which con-
sider the local specifications.

Early in 2018 the Final Report on Model Forest Czech Republic was completed and submitted to the Ministry
of Agriculture, along with a film spot called “Model Forest Czech Republic” prepared jointly by our PBC and ad-
vertising agency M-ark. This short spot gives basic information on the sites included in the Model Forest Czech
Republic network. It is available to all members of MF CR as well as the IMFN headquarters, where it represents
the Czech Republic.

On June 21st, a meeting of the Model Forest Czech Republic associates was held in Krtiny. Its agenda included
admission of Podkomorské lesy Forest Park into MF CR. At present MF CR encompasses five sites (Lower Morava
BR, Krivoklatsko, Bezdéz, Masaryk Forest Kitiny and Podkomorskeé lesy Forest Parks). The meeting was con-
cluded with readdressing the issue of long-term core funding. A workshop on “Strengths and Weaknesses of MF
CR” was organized to present SWOT analyses for individual MF CR sites, followed by a discussion on the analysis
of the entire MF CR and its application as a tool for future development.

Throughout 2018 we delivered lectures for university students, commissioned a logo and official website of MF
CR, prepared an interactive map, an educational course for children combined with an art contest on “How do
children see landscape professions?”.

Preparatory discussions for the designation of small-scale specially protected
areas (SSSPA) in the floodplain forests at Soutok

Designation of small-scale specially protected areas (SSSPA) in the area of Soutok with the objective to safe-
guard protection of Soutok Special Area of Conservation is a pressing issue at the moment. During all meetings,
Lower Morava BR representatives have emphasized the original concept of Natura 2000, which was to motivate
owners and managers of affected sites to ensure the conservation of selected habitats and species, preferably
through contractual protection.

Lower Morava BR established its own internal workgroup to provide a system solution to the issue of biodi-
versity conservation of Soutok. On March 1st the workgroup held an internal workshop which revealed that
from a legislative perspective, contractual protection of Special Areas of Conservation is equal to the status of
small-scale specially protected areas. Based on available information, the Nature Conservation Agency of the
Czech Republic, Forests of the Czech Republic, PBC and local municipalities are all in favour of maximum appli-
cation of contractual protection, while the South Moravian Regional Authority is against. Contractual protection
draws on Act No. 114/1992 Coll. and from a methodological instruction issued by MoE. Since the Agency has
already drawn up an outline of management plans for the said sites, an agreement on contractual protection
may follow. Nevertheless, the extent of proposed SSSPAs is unacceptable for Forests of the Czech Republic, as
it enforces natural regeneration which is not plausible in oak as the principal species. Designation of SSSPAs
seems to be the easier, yet more demanding option in terms of administration, as it requires the approval of
exceptions. Contractual protection is more demanding in terms of designation, but much more user-friendly in
long-term perspective.

An expert seminar on forest management in Natura 2000 sites at the confluence of the Morava and Dyje Rivers
was organized in Zidlochovice on June 26th. Its aim was to focus on forest ecosystems and associated species
and to discuss the proposed optimum management plans for their conservation in the long-term horizon.

A presentation called “MaB Programme and its specific approach to biodiversity conservation” was delivered by
Petr Cupa of Lower Morava BR, explaining the MaB philosophy and the resulting nature conservation based on
participatory management and sustainability. Concerns of Lower Morava BR stakeholders regarding new layers
of conservation, as discussed at Board of Directors meetings and outside them, were presented. Negative ex-
perience arising from dealings with nature conservation bodies in the past and problems which the stakeholders
are afraid of have been addressed as well. It is worth mentioning that in the course of ensuing discussion the
Agency representative said that the only problem of nature conservation in the Czech Republic is the fact that
it is too successful.

Preparation of relevant administrative protection brings together the Regional Authority, affected municipalities,
MOoE represented by the Nature Conservation Agency of the Czech Republic, Forests of the Czech Republic and
Lower Morava BR. It was unanimously agreed that the impact of long-term drought must be minimized, as it
threatens the very existence of Special Areas of Conservation.

More meetings took place at the end of the year, the most important on December 7th, whereby representa-
tives of MoE, Nature Conservation Agency of the Czech Republic, Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise, Lower Morava
BR and the Voluntary Association of LVCL Municipalities agreed to promote efforts to enter into a contractual
protection contract, preferably in the form of a public contract between MoE and Forests of the Czech Republic.
Such a contract is universally recommended as an alternative solution in case the South Moravian Regional
Authority is reluctant to conclude contractual protection with Forests of the Czech Republic, State Enterprise.

Project “Zamecky Fishpond Restoration”

In 1805-1811 Zamecky Fishpond was built in Lednice, covering 30.1 ha and encompassing 6 large and 10
small islands with numerous follies. The surroundings of the fishpond were then landscaped, and a park was
established. The mud from this fishpond has not been removed in the last 100 years, which may result in its
gradual silting and destruction of its value. The site is highly complicated due to its multiple layers of con-
servation - resulting from its status as a World Heritage Site, National Nature Reserve, Natura 2000 site and
Ramsar Wetland.

In recent history, Lower Morava BR initiated the process of drawing up complete project documentation, ma-
naged to obtain a valid planning and water management permit for restoration, applied for funding from the
Operational Programme Environment and even though the project was accepted, it failed to receive funding due
to exceeded specific costs. In 2018 Lower Morava BR concluded a cooperation agreement with the National
Heritage Institute with the objective to implement the project and based on a tender concluded a contract
for work for drawing up project documentation. Application for funding and implementation of the project are
expected in 2019.

Project “Hodonin Municipal Forest”

The project aims to propose measures which would allow the utilization of municipal forests in the immediate
surroundings of Hodonin and their gradual transformation into recreational forest facilities. In collaboration with
the town of Hodonin, Faculty of Horticulture of Mendel University in Lednice, MND and Nature Conservation
Agency Brno, we succeeded in involving the public in the process of proposing basic adjustments of a pro-
duction forest and outlining the long-term strategy of its transformation into a municipal recreational forest while
respecting the spatial requirements of Hodonin ZOO, the local sports centre, school children and residents of
the surrounding housing development.

On April 30th, a seminar for students of the Faculty of Horticulture was held in Hodonin, focusing on drawing up
a development plan for the BaZantnice-Dibrava municipal forest through field surveys conducted and designed
by a team of landscape architecture students.

Project “Long-Eared Owls and their Lives”

Long-eared owls are relatively common in our country, usually nesting in old crow or magpie nests. However, in
Breclav and its surroundings they learned to use nesting boxes which members of the Breclav chapter of the
Czech Union of Nature Conservationists had prepared for kestrels. Under the project, which was implemented in
the chateau park in Valtice and in which our BR acted as a partner, conservationists placed an on-line camera
in one of the nesting boxes. This allowed us to monitor the process of nesting (www.budkyonline.cz). The project
was completed by ringing of the hatched chicks, a public event attended by over 20 people. This relatively
unorthodox project allowed nature lovers to learn new facts about the behaviour of one of our owl species.

Project of improving water relations at Soutok

The area of Soutok has been subject to long-term scrutiny of nature conservation bodies. In recent years the site
has gained more attention due to the efforts to designate a new form of administrative protection. Stakeholders
participating in ongoing discussions agree that climate change has had a negative impact on water supply,
preventing the inundation system built in the 1990s from supplying water to the forest.

In July a work meeting with Ing. Ales Kendik, Deputy Minister of MoE for water management, was organized.
Following the meeting, an official letter was sent to the Minister of Agriculture, calling for more dedicated in-
volvement of MoA in the conservation of all the values of the floodplain forest complex at Soutok, upon priori-
tizing the issue of water shortage.

A working meeting was held on August 3rd in the Lanzhot Forest District, focusing on the planned construction
of a partitioning facility on the Dyje River downstream from the Pohansko sluice gate so as to ensure sufficient
water supply for the floodplain forests even in times of minimum discharges. A field survey and a consequent
meeting came to the following conclusions: a technical solution is possible. The Morava River Basin Administra-
tion will issue relevant expert recommendation. The project will be part of a larger project of restoring the natural
water relations within entire area of Soutok. Forests of the Czech Republic will back the project, which will be
eligible to funding from the Operational Programme Environment. The meeting was attended by representa-
tives of the Morava River Basin Administration, Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise, Nature Conservation Agency
and Lower Morava BR.

Formal event commemorating the 15 anniversary of Lower Morava BR designation

The event was held on November 16" in the small conference hall of the Lednice Chateau Multi-functional
Centre. Representatives of all present and former founding members were invited along with representatives of
all municipalities within Lower Morava BR, all Czech BRs, foreign guests, partners and supporters of our BR. The
event included a presentation of Lower Morava BR publications, an exhibition commemorating the 20™ anni-
versary of LVCL and examples of Faculty of Horticulture student works focusing on the territory of Lower Morava
BR. Volarik Winery and Moravsky soutok Bee Farm presented their Lower Morava BR certified products. Senator
Anna Hubackova opened the meeting, followed by foreign guests - Ms Vladimira Fabriciusova, Head of the Po-
lana Protected Landscape Area/BR and Chairwoman of the Slovak MAB National Committee, and Mr. Christian
Dira, representative of Wienerwald BR. The latter delivered a greetings letter from the Austrial MAB Committee
to Lower Morava BR. Doc. Jan TéSitel, emeritus member of the Czech MAB Committee, spoke very highly of
Lower Morava BR activities. The first block of presentations included the following: “Milestones and projects in
the fifteen years of Lower Morava BR existence” (Libor Oplustil, Czech Union of Nature Conservationists), “The
importance of Lower Morava BR for local governments” (Libor Kabat, Lednice Municipality), “Position of Lower
Morava BR in the World Biosphere Network (Petr Cupa, PBC), “Nature conservation in the cultural landscape of
Lower Morava BR” (Stanislav Koukal, Nature Conservation Agency). After a break, two presentations focusing
on the cooperation between our BR and _ - Y — - -
Mendel university were delivered (Alena
Salasova and Petr Madéra, Mendel Uni-
versity in Brno), followed by “Cooperation
between businesses and Lower Morava
BR” (Pavel Kotasek, MND), “Development
of Lower Morava BR cultural landscape”
(Jaromir Kolejka, Masaryk University) and
the entire block was concluded by a pre-
sentation on “International exchange
of experience between World Heritage
Sites” (Maria Kozova, Catholic University
in RuZomberok).
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
