Nase obecné prospésna spolecnost, Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava (BR DM), jako soucast
celosvétoveé sité biosférickych rezervaci, kterych je jiz vice nez 700, ma ve svém tradi¢nim ,popisu
prace“ i sledovani a uplatriovani nejnovéjsich trendud v problematice udrZitelné ochrany a manage-
mentu pfirodnich a kulturnich hodnot, jako spolec¢ného svétového dédictvi.

Nas zastupce je jiz od roku 2005 pravidelnym aktivnim Gcastnikem Mezinarodnich konferenci Eu-
roMAB, které se konaji ve dvouletych cyklech. V roce 2019 se konala v Irsku pod heslem ,Mistni
akce pro globalni vyzvy“. Cilem konference bylo hledani moznosti k posileni komunikace jak mezi
biosférickymi rezervacemi navzajem, tak i mezi BR a vyzkumnymi Gstavy, univerzitami a subjekty
v misté. Nase BR DM byla na konferenci pfedstavena jednak video-portrétem, ktery byl jednim
z deseti vybranych ze 70 zaslanych, a dale i prostfednictvim prezentaci na dvou workshopech
tykajicich se BR jako observatofi pro zménu klimatu a Partnerstvi s univerzitami. BR DM byla pfi-
zvana k Ucasti na projektu ,Biosférické lesy pro budoucnost®, ktery je pfipravovan pod vedenim
Svédskych partnerd pro zadost o 100% financovani z Evropskych fondl Horizont 2020. Dale se BR
DM zapojila do vznikajici sité BR, ve kterych se nachazeji jeskyné (CaveMAB) a pfipojila se k siti BR
s kontinentalnimi vodnimi ekosystémy (Continental Aquatic Ecosystems MAB Network), ktera byla
zalozena pred dvéma lety ve Francii.

Nase mezinarodni aktivity jsou dlouhodobé rozvinuté jak prostfednictvim mezinarodnich projektd,
tak i vyménou zkuSenosti s naSimi kolegy v Rakousku, Svédsku, Slovinsku, Némecku, Gruzii nebo
Jemenu.

Spolu s Leshim zavodem Zidlochovice a Agenturou ochrany pfirody a krajiny
jsme pripravili projekty pro revitalizaci rybniku Rendez-vous a FrantiSkova rybnika, véetné vytvoreni
soustavy tlni a mokfadu na propojovacim potucku. Jsme soucasti tymu, ktery feSi moznost za-
chrany luznich ekosystému Soutoku vybudovanim vzdouvaciho jezu na fece Dyji nedaleko lokality
Pohansko.

Vytvorili jsme rovnéz aktualizovany Management plan LVA jako zaklad pro dobré fizeni, ochranu
a rozvoj Lednicko-valtického arealu, pamatky na Seznamu svétového dédictvi UNESCO. Tomuto

druhu svétové vyznamnému dédictvi se vénujeme se vSi vaznosti a také zde uplatiujeme moderni
principy mezioborové komunikace a hledani konsensu v podobé dlouhodobé rozvojové vize, ktera
bude udrzitelna a prijatelna nejen pro védce, ale pfedevsim pro mistni obyvatele.

Nase kazdorocni aktivity byly i v roce 2019 velmi pestré. Dik za vSestrannou podporu patii zaklada-
telim, ¢lentim spréavni a dozor¢i rady BR DM, o.p.s. a nasim pfiznivetim jak v regionu, tak mimo néj
doma i v zahranici.

Program UNESCO €lovék a biosféra (Man and Biosphere - MAB) vznikl v 70. letech 20. stoleti s cilem
hledat mozZnosti zlepSeni vztahu ¢lovéka k Zivotnimu prostiedi s vyuZitim teoretickych a praktickych
informaci z pfirodnich a socialnich véd. Ve zvIasté vybranych Gzemich, nazvanych biosférické rezervace
(minéno biosférické rezervy) jsou pak vytvareny a testovany inovativni pfistupy k udrzitelnému ekono-
mickému rozvoji za souCasného zajisténi pfirodnich i kulturnich ekosystému.

Biosféricka rezervace (BR) je Uzemi s mezinarodnim statutem, které na zékladé narodni nominace
vyhlaSuje UNESCO v rdmci programu MAB. BR zahrnuji suchozemské, moiské, pobfezni nebo kombi-
nované ekosystémy. Biosférické rezervace jsou ,vyukova mista udrzitelného rozvoje“, coz znamena, ze
kazda z nich podporuje feSeni spojujici ochranu biodiverzity s jejim udrzitelnym vyuZzitim.
0d ,klasickych“ rezervaci se ty biosférické liSi zejména tim, Ze nejsou zaméfeny pouze na ochranu
pfirody, ale respektuji a podporuji ty lidské Cinnosti v krajiné, které vedou k jejimu pozitivnimu trvale udr-
ZitelInému rozvoji. V praxi se jedna o hledani zpisobi ochrany Zivotniho prostfedi a kulturnich hodnot
prostiednictvim uvazlivych kazdodennich lidskych aktivit.

Kazda BR je rozdélena do tfi zon:
Jadrova oblast je uréena pouze k ochrané prirody, monitorovani a k nedestruktivnimu vyzkumu. Naraz-
nikova zéna obklopuje nebo spojuje jadrové zony a slouZi aktivitam, které jsou v souladu s rozumnymi
ekologickymi postupy. Zbytek tzemi BR tvofi pfechodova oblast, nebo tzv. oblast spolupréce, kde za-
interesované subjekty a obyvatelé pracuji spolec¢né s cilem udrzitelné hospodafit se zdroji celé oblasti.
V piipadé BR se nejedna o zony odstupriované ochrany pfirody, ale o funkéni rozdéleni, které ma za cil
umoznit biosférické rezervaci Iépe plnit véechny tfi jeji zdkladni funkce.

Nezbytnym prvkem kazdé BR by mél byt participacni aspekt, umoznujici rovnocenné zapojeni zain-
teresovanych subjektu, napf. samospravy a obyvatel, statni spravy, zastupcl podnikatelskych subjek-
t0 i ochranafskych skupin a také odborniki na pfirodovédné i spolecenskeé obory do koordinace Gzemi.

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava vznikla v ¢ervenci roku 2003 rozsitenim byvalé Biosférické rezerva-
ce Palava (vyhlaSena v roce 1986) o Lednicko-valticky areal (LVA) a luzni lesy na soutoku Moravy a Dyje.

Krajinnou dominantou BR jsou vapencovéa bradla Pélavy, se stranémi pokrytymi suchomilnymi travniky,
listnatymi lesy, ale také vinicemi a poli. Severni, jizni a vychodni ¢asti BR jsou intenzivné hospodarsky
vyuzivany. Centrdlni ¢ast BR tvofi komponované krajina vytvorena ¢lovékem v 19. stoletf, v soucasnosti
zapsana na Seznamu svétového dédictvi UNESCO. V jihovychodnim cipu Gizemi, se nachazi nejrozsahlej-
&7 komplex luzniho lesa a luznich luk (celkem asi 8000 ha) v Ceské republice. BR Dolni Morava zahrnuje
velké mnoZstvi lokalit ndrodniho i mezinérodniho vyznamu. Mezi né patii napfiklad Gzemi evropské
soustavy Natura 2000, zvI&sté chranéna tzemi v ¢ele s Chranénou krajinnou oblasti Palava, Lednicko-

V roce 2004 vznikla, za Gcasti zainteresovanych subjektl, obecné prospésné spolecnost Biosféricka
rezervace Dolni Morava, 0. p. s., (OPS) ktera byla povérena zajisténim koordinace Biosférické rezervace
Dolni Morava. V Ceské republice se jedna o jedinou biosférickou rezervaci, ktera je koordinovana ne-
ziskovou nevladni organizaci, v jejichZ organech jednaji zastupci podnikatelskych subjektd, obci, statni
spravy, profesnich organizaci a neziskovych organizaci a univerzit pusobicich na Gizemi BR. Tento zplisob
koordinace BR byl v roce 2014 oznacen v ramci UNESCO jako modelovy pro Celosvétovou sit BR, presto
zUstava v nasich podminkach ojedinély a fizeni Ceskych BR je doposud spojeno s vykonem spravy chra-
néné krajinné oblasti, nebo narodniho parku.

Dear friends,

You may hear, with a bit of exaggeration thrown in, that 2019 was the last “normal year” at the beginning
of the third millennium...What does this general and hugely vague statement actually encompass? What
makes the following year of 2020 so different and thus extraordinary? What changes may we anticipate
taking place in our society, economy and environment conservation? What generally accepted values
will the human society profess in the globalized world? For these and many other questions we still
do not have answers and it will take some time before it is clear what will actually change due to the
coronavirus pandemic and the ensuing economic crisis and whether at least half of these changes will
be for the better.

The “job description” of our Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation (LM BR), as
part of the World Network of Biosphere Reserves which boasts already over 700 members, includes
monitoring and implementation of the latest trends in the sustainable management and conservation
of natural and cultural monuments which constitute part of our joint world heritage.

A representative of our BR has been a regular active participant in biennial international EUROMAB
conferences since 2005. The one which was held in Ireland in 2019 bore the motto “Local Actions for
Global Challenges”. Its goal was to look for new ways to enhance communication among biosphere
reserves themselves as well as between BRs and research institutions, universities, and local
stakeholders. Our LM BR was presented by a video which was selected from a total of 70 submitted
videos together with other nine, as well as in the course of two workshops focusing on biosphere
reserves as observatories for climate change and partnerships with universities. Our BR was invited
to participate in a project called “Biosphere Forests for the Future” which is being prepared under the
auspices of our Swedish partners to apply for 100 % EU funding from the Horizon 2020 programme. Our
BR also joined the emerging network of BRs which house caves (CaveMAB) as well as the Continental
Aquatic Ecosystems MAB Network, which was founded two years ago in France.

Our international activities have traditionally focused on participation in international projects as well
as experience exchange with our colleagues from Austria, Sweden, Slovenia, Germany, Georgia or
Yemen. We have become a highly respected and sought-after partner, whose experience has even
found application in the establishment of new biosphere reserves, as our Annual Report will reveal later.
Our commitment to the issue of optimum use of water in the landscape is also well-known. Last year
we were actively involved in the preparation of a project focusing on the restoration and conservation of
the Zamecky Fishpond in the Lednice Chateau park, in collaboration with the National Heritage Institute
and the Brno chapter of the Nature Conservation Agency of the Czech Republic. Together with the
Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise and the Nature Conservation Agency we prepared restoration projects
for the Rendez-vous and Frantiskuv Fishponds, including a newly built network of pools and wetlands
on the connecting stream. We are also part of a team whose task it is to help conserve the floodplain
ecosystems of Soutok through the construction of a backwater weir on the Dyje River near Pohansko.
We compiled an updated LVCL Management Plan as a basis for the management, conservation and
sustainable development of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, World Heritage Site. We treat the
site with utmost care while implementing modern principles of interdisciplinary communication and
searching for consensus in the form of a long-term vision of a development which will be sustainable
and acceptable both for scientists and the local stakeholders.

It has become a tradition that our annual activities are more than diverse. 2019 was no exception. Our
thanks for their comprehensive support go to our founding members, members of the Board of Directors
and the Advisory Board, as well as our supporters both within the region and outside it. Without them
and their positive feedback our work would be meaningless.

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Man and the Biosphere (MAB)
Programme and Biosphere Reserves

The UNESCO Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme was founded in the 1970s. Its aim has been
to improve relationships between people and their environments through the application of theoretical
and practical information obtained from specially selected areas called biosphere reserves. It is here
where innovative approaches to sustainable economic development are created and tested while
safeguarding the conservation of natural and cultural ecosystems.

Biosphere reserves (BRs) are areas with an international status, which on the basis on national
nominations are designated by UNESCO under the MAB Programme, encompassing terrestrial, marine,
coastal and/or combined ecosystems. Biosphere reserves serve as “learning places for sustainable
development”, which means that each of them promotes solutions combining the conservation of
biodiversity with its sustainable use. Unlike “traditional” reserves, biosphere reserves do not focus
solely on nature conservation but respect and foster such human landscape activities which promote its

positive sustainable development. In practice this involves looking for op thods of conserving

All BRs are obliged to fulfil three equally important functions:
1. Conservation of and it ity
2. Support of inabl ic develof
3. Support of research, g and I ed i

The territory of each BR is divided into three zones:

The core zone is designed purely for nature conservation, monitoring and non-destructive research.
The buffer zone surrounds or connects the core zones and is utilized for activities in accord with
sustainable ecological procedures. The remaining area of a BR consists of the transition zone or the
zone of cooperation, where all stakeholders work jointly towards sustainable management of resources
of the entire area.

In BRs these zones do not represent a graded system of nature conservation but a functional division
whose objective is to enable the given BR to fulfil its three basic functions.

It is imperative that every BR should promote participatory which enables equal
participation of all stakeholders, including local governments and inhabitants, state administration,
representatives of local businesses and conservation groups as well as natural and social scientists in
landscape coordination. Lower Morava BR is the only BR in the Czech Republic to directly and equally
involve various stakeholders in the management and decision-making processes on the platform
of a Public Benefit Corporation.

In 2019 the MAB Programme under its World Network of Biosphere Reserves encompassed a total
of 701 BRs in 124 countries, six of them on the territory of the Czech Republic (Sumava, Krkonose,
Krivoklatsko, Trebor Basin, Bilé Karpaty and the Lower Morava BR).

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was designated in July 2003 as an extension of the former Palava
Biosphere Reserve (designated in 1986) to encompass the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape (LVCL)
and the floodplain forests at the confluence of the Morava and Dyje Rivers.

Its dominant feature are the limestone cliffs of the Palava Hills covered with grasslands, broadleaved
forests as well as vineyards and fields. The northern, southern, and eastern parts of the BR are subject
to intensive agricultural use. The central part of the BR consists of a composed landscape artificially
created in the 19th century which is listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. The south-eastern part
of the reserve houses the largest complex of floodplain forests and alluvial meadows (some 8,000 ha)
in the Czech Republic. The Lower Morava BR encompasses numerous sites of both national and
international importance, among them Natura 2000 sites, specially protected areas spearheaded by
the Palava Protected Landscape Area, Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, World Heritage Site, Ramsar
Sites and two nature parks (Dyje Floodplain and the MikulCice Floodplain Nature Parks).

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation, was established in 2004 with the
participation of stakeholders and was entrusted with the provision of activities administered by the
Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve. In the context of the Czech Republic it is the only biosphere reserve
coordinated by a non-governmental organization within whose governing bodies are representatives
of local businesses, state administration bodies, municipalities, professional associations, non-
governmental organizations and universities active in the BR territory. This type of BR coordination was
internationally recognized and in 2014 was declared a model site for the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves. Still, its management model remains unique within the country. The remaining Czech BRs
are still administered by some state nature conservation body, be it a Protected Landscape Area
or a National Park.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, PBC, provides the following public benefit services:

* organizational, institutional, factual and personnel provision of activities administered by the Lower
Morava Biosphere Reserve (hereinafter BR) as part of the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere
Reserves,
participation in activities relevant to the Lower Morava BR, including the coordination of these
activities with state administration bodies, municipal authorities, stakeholders, educational and
scientific institutions, businesses, general public and other bodies,
participation in mediating and procuring advisory, financial and coordinating services which relate
to the Lower Morava BR and its development, in accordance with the UNESCO regulations on the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves,
safeguarding the commissioning, development and regular update of an open information
database on the Lower Morava BR and on the scientific, economic and development activities
relating to the area or existence of the BR,
participation in publishing both periodic and non-periodic materials and proceedings, including
informative and methodological publications printed, electronic, audio-visual and multimedia, as
well as their presentation, distribution and sale,
participation in educational activities in a spirit of promoting the principles of sustainable lifestyle,
in particular those of nature and landscape conservation and the rational management of natural
resources,
providing information services for the general public,
participation in organizing scientific conferences, forums, training courses and exhibitions relating
to the Lower Morava BR,
establishment and management of model facilities,
fostering international cooperation in matters relating to the Lower Morava BR and the World
Network of Biosphere Reserves,
promoting and enforcing activities aimed at economic and demographic development of the Lower
Morava BR and the entire region,
providing mediatory services in cases of disputes and conflicts arising from the existence and
activities of the Lower Morava BR.

The Corporation provides public benefit services under equal conditions with the objective to support all
stakeholders and activities aimed at the development of the BR territory in accordance with conditions
and regulations stipulated by the Man and the Biosphere Programme.

All activities conducted in 2019 were in accordance with the 2016-2025 Action Plan and in concord
with the conditions of the Man and the Biosphere Programme.

OTHER ACTIVITIES

The activities which representatives of our PBC initiated or participated in throughout 2018 included
the following:

Lectures, presentations and field excursions

Collaboration with Mendel University

In 2019 we delivered a lecture on “The Importance of biosphere reserves and model forests for
sustainable development” to the Czech students at Mendel University as part of the expert lecture block.
We focused on the issue of biodiversity conservation through sustainable use of natural sources and
the contributory role biosphere reserves and model forests play in sustainable management. The same
lecture was delivered to foreign students of landscape ecology. It was followed up by a presentation for
students majoring in Management of natural resources of tropical and subtropical regions. Its topic was
forest management in Madagascar. Foreign students of the Faculty of Forestry and Wood Technology
took part in a field excursion into our BR, where they were introduced to the range of our PBC activities
and their application as tools for sustainable landscape development. For foreign students of the Faculty
of Horticulture who attended an international landscaping workshop we organized a presentation and
field excursion focusing on the work of biosphere reserves as such, our BR in particular, its projects
and partners. The students visited sites where different projects had been implemented as well as the
Soutok Game Preserve. LM BR also participated in the international conference of agrosciences. This
activity is in line with our long-term collaboration with the Faculty of Horticulture of Mendel University
in Brno, whereby we participate in student training as well as in promoting our projects and activities

Upon request of its lecturers, we delivered a lecture on “Biosphere Reserves and Model Forests
as tools of sustainable landscape development” to students majoring in Rural Development and
Landscape Planning, stressing the importance of these institutions in the sustainable landscape
management. A field excursion to Soutok and Rendez-vous in LVCL was organized as a follow-up. During
the excursion the students received comprehensive information on the MAB Programme, activities of
our PBC and LVCL, World Heritage Site.

During their field trip to South Moravia, students
of the Department of Landscape Planning
and Design at the Faculty of Ecology and
Environmental Sciences, Technical University
in Zvolen attended a field trip focusing on
restoration projects on the territory of LM BR.

The students prepared landscape architecture studies for
Dolni Véstonice, Lomnice by TiSnov, TéSetice - Vojnice by Olomouc, university campus in Lednice and
two for the town of Bfeclav. A committee of university lecturers will select the best, yet the high standard
of presented studies was an added bonus. LM BR participated in the workshop as a partner.

Public lecture at the Centre of Forest Education of Forests of the Czech Republic regional office
As part of collaboration with Forests of the Czech Republic and planned outputs of the Model Forest CR
project, a presentation called “Forestry in Madagascar” was delivered for the general public in Brno.

Specialized field excursion for final year 1 of Forestry A Trutnov

In September a traditional field excursion to the areas of Pélava PLA, LVCL and Soutok was organized,
focusing on the role of landscape professions, namely that of foresters, and the mission of MAB
Programme as promoted by LM BR.

Participation in “Architecture Days in Hodonin 2019” festival

To commemorate 850 years since the founding of the Hodonin castle and 300 years of the Liechtenstein
principality, Alca plast s.r.0., MND a.s., Association for Architecture and Public Space and the Faculty
of Horticulture of Mendel University jointly organized the third festival called “Architecture Days in
Hodonin”. It aims to be an open platform
enabling dialogue about architecture and public
space. The Faculty of Horticulture, established
in 1895 by the Prince Johann of Liechtenstein
as the very first Higher Fruit-growing and
Horticulture School in the Austro-Hungarian
monarchy, has been playing a prominent
role in maintaining the Liechtenstein
landscaping tradition in the region. In 2019
Mendel University commemorated the 100"
anniversary of its establishment and its diverse
activities therefore received wide attention. LM
BR delivered its presentation as a partner.

Meetings with local governments and other stakeholders within BR and outside it

Meeting at the Palava PLA headquarters

In March a work meeting was held at the Palava PLA headquarters to discuss coordination of activities
in the surroundings of the town Mikulov. A proposed restoration project on farmland between Mikulov
and Klentnice was discussed as a joint interest of the Mikulov municipality, Palava PLA, municipality
Klentnice, Mikulov Beautifying Association, Lower Morava BR and Ing. Volafik as a private landowner.

Meeting with the Mayor of Dolni Véstonice discussing the issue of NR BK K 161

Initiated by the owners and lessees of land on the Dolni Véstonice bank of the lower reservoir of the
Nové Mlyny Reservoirs, two meetings were held during the year. The issue of supra-regional bio-corridor
on the right bank was reopened in relation to the new territorial plan of the municipality. Our PBC was
asked to mediate the meeting to find a final solution. The issue at hand is the fact that the old agenda of
NRBK K 161, which prevents landowners from any investment or rectification of unresolved proprietary
rights, was transferred into the already approved territorial plan of the municipality. Following meetings
with experts, our PBC outlined a solution which is acceptable for all stakeholders.

Meeting with the Mayor of Lanzhot

The meeting focused on coordination of PBC activities in the surroundings of Lanzhot and possible
collaboration in tackling system issues, such as using complex land consolidation towards enhancing
the nature relations surrounding the town, the possible establishment of a training, information and
presentation centre to promote the unique floodplain landscape or even opening of a House of Nature
which would focus on the Soutok floodplain ecosystem. The agenda also tackled the possible use of the

local newspaper for dissemination of current information on LM BR and its activities and an analysis of
the current efforts to designate Soutok Protected Landscape Area.

Meeting of mayors of the Bfeclav region to di the prop i desi; ion of S k PLA

The closed meeting was called by the 1st vice mayor of Breclav. It was attended only by representatives
of the Nature Conservation Agency of the Czech Republic, South Moravian Regional Authority (SMRA)
and the affected municipalities. The agenda focused on different options of nature conservation at
Soutok. The notion of Breclav municipality with regard to Soutok PLA was expressed very vaguely. The
present mayors or their representatives voiced their concerns about the proposal and asked for more
information to be able to refer it to the community objectively. Representatives of Forests of the Czech
Republic were not invited to the meeting despite the fact that they represent the major land manager
within the area. LM BR has been consistently promoting the idea of contractual protection for Soutok.

Visitors from the Kras BR in Slovenia

Related to the establishment of the international CaveMAB network, two representatives of Slovenian
Kras BR situated in the territory of the Skocjanske jame Regional Park came to a work visit. This BR
acts as one of the coordinators of the newly established network. In the course of their visit they were
introduced to Lower Morava BR, its activities and partners. Representatives of our PBC received a formal
invitation to an international conference “BRs and Universities” which was held in Slovenia in October.

Meeting with rep. ives of BR Wienerwald

Since early July, our partner BR Wienerwald has had a new director, Mr. Andreas Weif3, who used to
be in charge of the Interreg CR-Austria programme. During his visit we presented Lower Morava BR,
its activities, issues we face and collaborating partners. His previous experience with Czech-Austrian
projects will hopefully have a positive effect on the reestablishment of collaboration between the two
biosphere reserves, which had stalled in the past years due to the unwillingness of BR Wienerwald's
former management to participate in international activities.

International activities

Collaboration with the Austrian Academy of Sci

A representative of the Austrian Academy of Sciences approached the deputy director of our PBC
with the request to participate in a meeting of the evaluation committee for biosphere reserve-related
projects as its foreign expert member. The meeting was held in April and the committee decided about
funding of suitable Austrian project focusing on MAB Programme implementation in Austria.

Workshop at the Ministry of the Ei and Agrii of Georgia (Tbilisi)

Under the international project “UNESCO biosphere reserve establishment in the climate-vulnerable
regions of Kakheti in Eastern Georgia”, co-organized by the German Ministry of the Environment,
Nature Conservation and Nuclear Safety, a workshop took place in Tbilisi to launch the final stage of
designating the first BR in the southern Caucasus region. The event was attended by representatives of
stakeholders who visited LM BR in 2017 during their study trip of west European BRs and who became
interested in BR management through the platform of a PBC. A presentation on LM BR and PBC was
delivered as part of the programme. Our Georgian partners also officially presented us with a request
for collaboration and consultations.

Project Socotra

Under a joint project of the Faculty of Forestry and Wood Technology of Mendelu in Brno and our
PBC, planned tasks were performed on the island of Socotra, which is a biosphere reserve as well.
The research team conducted a demographic survey in 91 settlements, secured necessary data and
photo documentation of selected tourist sites with the objective to compile a tourist map, checked and
refilled equipment for measuring climatic data, organized several workshops for inhabitants of selected
mountain villages, including signing of a memorandum on sustainable management in their territories,
and conducted botanical and entomological monitoring with related sampling.

International expert ting “Linkage between academic institutions and BRs” (§kacjanske Jame,
Slovenia)

Under the auspices of MAB Programme, representatives of the Slovenian BR Kras organized an
international expert meeting called “Linkage between academic institutions and BRs: application of
traditional knowledge and aiming to sustainable . .
coexistence of man and nature in modern :
times”. This event was attended by experts
from Slovenia, Austria, Italy, Spain, Ghana,
South Korea, USA and one representative of
the Czech Republic, all of whom presented their
experience with involvement of universities
and research institutions in the work of
biosphere reserves. The meeting’s output is
a work document which will provide the basis
for a cooperation agreement between BR Kras
and the University of Primorska in Koper.

Expected course of our activities in 2019

In 2019 the Lower Morava BR, P.B.C. will focus on participation in the EUROMAB 2019 international
conference which will be held in Dublin Bay BR in Ireland. It will continue to engage in activities within
Model Forest Czech Republic towards its further incorporation into the International Model Forest
Network. It will focus on restoration of selected fishponds and prepare projects eligible to funding from
the Operational Programme Environment of the Czech Republic. It will continue to prepare and support
the publication of scientific and educational materials. It will focus on high-quality updating of the LVCL
Management Plan for 2020-2025. It will strive to foster relationships with municipalities, businesses
and state administration bodies in the process of looking for jointly acceptable forms of nature
protection at Soutok. In collaboration with Mendel University it will participate in projects focusing on
education and awareness rising.

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IMPORTANT ACTIVITIES IN 2019

In 2019, our participation in the EUROMAB 2019 conference in Ireland ranks among the most important
activities. Representatives of European and North American biosphere reserves meet every two years during
these regular events. Other activities of Lower Morava BR focused on completing the international project
“World Heritage Sites in the Lives of Municipalities, Towns and Regions” focusing on drafting a model solution
of participative planning within world heritage sites, performing the duties of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural
Landscape Site Manager, coordinating the activities within Model Forest Czech Republic, preparation of
restoration projects of Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice and Rendezvous Fishpond near Valtice, or participation
in discussions preceding the designation of small-scale specially protected areas in the floodplain forests of
Soutok.

EuroMAB 2019 Conference

The EuroMAB Network brings together biosphere reserves across Europe
and North America. It is a platform for sharing knowledge, know-how
and experience related to sustainable development. EuroMAB meetings
provide space where BR managers and coordinators meet scientists,
representatives of the MAB Secretariat, National MAB Committees
and partner institutions. EuroMAB 2019 Conference, whose motto
was “Local Actions for Global Challenges”, was held on 1%-5" April
2019 in Dublin Bay Biosphere Reserve in Ireland and hosted over 250
delegates from 29 countries. Its aim was to look for ways to foster
communication and networking among biosphere reserves and to
facilitate better cooperation with stakeholders, partners and institutions
when solving global issues through local activities. The event is designed
to facilitate the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development, Lima Action Plan, and Sustainable Development Goals
while providing the impulse for the development of EuroMAB network.
On the first day, results of the MAB Programme media initiative called “Proud to Share” were announced. Out
of the 70 submitted one-minute spots top 10 were selected, among them a video from the Lower Morava BR.
Representative of the PBC executive director was asked to present it to all conference participants during the
plenary session as part of a moderated public presentation. Lower Morava BR was further presented at two
workshops called “BRs as observatories for climate change” and “Partnerships with Universities”. LM BR also
joined the Continental Aquatic Ecosystems MAB Network, which was established two years ago in France. The
next EuroMAB conference will be held in 2021 in Austria, where it took place already in 2005.

International project “World Heritage Sites in the Lives of Municipalities, Towns
and Regions”

After nearly two years of implementation, a Czech-Slovak project was concluded
in the middle of the year. Its aim was to create models of participative planning
which would enhance the natural and cultural potential of two heritage sites, Lower
Morava BR on the Czech side (including the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape
and MikulCice Monument) and Vlkolinec by RuZzomberok on the Slovak side. The
project ran under the supervision of researchers from the Faculty of Education of
Masaryk University in Brno and the Catholic University in RuZomberok as its main
foreign partner. A monograph by a team of authors called “Landscape professions
and human activities within World Heritage Sites” was published under the project
along with a handbook “Traditions and cultural values of World Heritage Sites from
the perspective of restoration of traditional landscape management”.

In May a workshop called “Role of administrative, economic and civic stakeholders
in specifically protected UNESCO areas” took place in Lednice, jointly organized
by Masaryk University and LM BR. The event encompassed a formal signing
of a Memorandum of Cooperation, launch of a book “Landscape Professions” and
a discussion forum.

The project was funded by the European Regional Development Fund under the
Interreg V-A-SK-CZ Operational Programme.

Performing the Site Managerial duties in the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape,
World Heritage Site

The Site Manager‘s/ coordinator’s (SM LVCL) activities are defined by the obligation of the Czech Republic to
ensure protection and sustainable development of the site upon preserving the outstanding value of the LVCL
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on the territory of LVCL, ensuring interdisciplinary coordination, communication, and continuous awareness of
all the stakeholders in the area represents a particularly demanding task. Based on the mandate awarded by
the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL, our PBC has performed all Site Manager duties since 2007, including
coordination of activities within LVCL, and has worked as a platform for interdisciplinary exchange of expert
information. This is safeguarded through the application of participatory management in our PBC and our direct
participation in the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL.

In mid-February a Workgroup meeting was held in Lednice to discuss long-standing issues such as the proposed
transformation of the Workgroup into a World Heritage Site Council, to address the pressing problems related
to the performance of the site managerial duties and main issues in LVCL which persist due to differences in
understanding the conservation and sustainable management of the cultural landscape. Specmc examples
provided ground for discussion on how absence of ’
clear conservation rules cripples the performance
of local governments and development of
municipalities within LVCL. In 2019 the LVCL
Management Plan (LVCL MP) for 2020-2025 was
updated. As LVCL Site Manager we participated
in discussing future projects, such as restoration
projects for Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice
or Rendezvous Fishpond by Valtice. Sadly,
systematic and sustainable funding of LVCL Site
Manager operations was not secured in 2019
once again. We also failed to adjust the conditions
of subsidy schemes provision which would reflect
the specific conditions of a World Heritage Site.

Model Forest Czech Republic
The International Model Forest Network is an association of partners from all around the world who are working
towards a common goal - the sustainable management of forests and landscapes. The Network was created
to support the sustainable management of natural resources through a participatory approach. The Network
is a place which fosters international exchange of ideas, knowledge, experience and innovative solutions
and supports international cooperation. Lower Morava BR initiated the establishment of Model Forest Czech
Republic (hereinafter “MF CR”) as a neutral platform whose objective is to exchange and diffuse information
and knowledge, to foster educational, scientific and research activities with the participation and support of
local inhabitants, land owners, businesses, public institutions and other stakeholders who directly or indirectly
use the natural resources and landscape in the given area. The platform is a place which offers wider support
of collaboration and dialogue among all stakeholders. It offers a space for conflict resolution and for working
towards common visions of sustainable development which consider the local specifications.
Activities undertaken by MF CR included an art competition organized for primary school pupils called “How
children see landscape professions” early in the year. The children learned about cultural landscapes and
their formation, about sustainable management, model forests, forest parks and the International Model
Forest Network. They then expressed the acquired knowledge through art. A total of 170 children took part.
In November, a seminar on “Development of Model Forest Czech Republic and new challenges” was organized
for forest management professionals. Achievements of

Discussions towards the designation of small-scale specially protected areas
(SSSPA) in the floodplain forests at Soutok

In 2019 our BR continued to deal with the agenda related to the plans of the Ministry of the Environment to
designate small-scale specially protected areas (SSSPA) in the area of Soutok with the objective to safeguard
protection of Soutok Special Area of Conservation. During all meetings, Lower Morava BR representatives have
repeatedly emphasized the original concept of Natura 2000, which was to motivate owners and managers
of affected sites to ensure the conservation of selected habitats and species, preferably through contractual
protection.

In early February, a meeting of representatives of the Brno chapter of Nature Conservation Agency, Forests
of the Czech Republic and LM BR took place at the Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise. Its agenda focused on
the possible form of a public contract stipulating the conditions for the protection of Soutok Special Area of
Conservation. The stakeholders agreed that Soutok should become a zone of cooperation, scientific research
and tangible sustainable measures towards its conservation and sustainable management. Everybody present
also agreed that implementation of a project of a “Dyje River control facility and wetland restoration” is
necessary, as water constitutes the basis on which the limits for related processes of forest management, nature
conservation and leisure time activities can be set. A meeting focusing on the proposed conservation measures
at Soutok attended by representatives of the Ministry of the Environment, Forests of the Czech Republic and
LM BR was held at the Ministry of Agriculture in Prague in mid-June. Its agenda was to discuss the proposed
protection of Soutok-Podluzi Special Area of Conservation (SAC) via small-scale specially protected areas as
elaborated by the Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise
based on a previous agreement, whereby both
ministries had taken steps towards a mutual
agreement. Representatives of the Ministry of
the Environment expressed the request that prior
to proposed designation of individual protected
areas it will be necessary to specify their area and
assess the suitability of the proposed Specially
Protected Area status. They also specified that
the remaining part of the SAC which will not
be designated as any Special Protected Area
category will remain under the so-called basic
protection status and sets of recommended
measures will have to be updated for this area.

Zamecky Fishpond restoration project

In 1805-1811 the Liechtenstein family had Zamecky Fishpond built in Lednice, covering 30.1 ha, and
encompassing 6 large and 10 small islands including numerous follies. The mud from this fishpond has not
been removed in the last 100 years, which may result in the pond’s gradual silting and destruction of its value
both as a landscape element and habitat. The site is highly complicated due to its multiple layers of conservation
-as a World Heritage Site, Lednice Fishponds National Nature Reserve, Natura 2000 and Ramsar Wetland. In
recent history, Lower Morava BR initiated the process of drawing up complete project documentation for its
restoration several times. However, these efforts
have failed for various administrative reasons. In
2018 Lower Morava BR concluded a cooperation
agreement with the National Heritage Institute
with the objective to implement the project. In the
course of drawing up the necessary documents
we have been cooperating with the National
Heritage Institute, Nature Conservation Agency
and the legal department of MND. Throughout
2019 regular control days of the workgroup
took place. In autumn we obtained all necessary
permits and consequently applied for funding
from the Operational Programme Environment.
If the application is granted, the implementation
stage of the project will be launched in late 2020.

Project “Long-eared Owls and Their L:ves”
In second year running, our PBC participated as
a partner in a media project “Long-eared owls
and their lives”, under which our colleagues
from the Breclav chapter of the Czech Union
of Nature Conservationists (CUNC) placed an
on-line camera in one of the owls‘ nesting boxes.
This allowed us to monitor the process of their
nesting (www.budkyonline.cz). Long-eared owls
are relatively common in our country, usually
nesting in old crow or magpie nests. The project
was concluded by ringing of the hatched chicks, a
public event hosted by Mgr. Oplustil of CUNC which
was attended by over 20 people. This relatively
unorthodox project allowed nature lovers to learn
new facts and some hidden secrets about the
behaviour of one of our owl species. This successful project has been steadily gaining popularity over time.

Rendez-vous Fishpond restoration project
This fishpond situated in the vicinity of the eponymous folly north-east of Valtice in the centre of the LVCL
was selected as a site suitable for restoration. In the course of project preparation our BR has been working
A closely with the Forests of the Czech Republic,
s.e., Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise, Brno chapter
of the Nature Conservation Agency and National
Heritage |Institute. During 2019 the National
Heritage Institute specified conditions of project
documentation, whereby the existing man-made
island will be scratched, its soil and fishpond
silt removed together with earth walls erected
on the banks of the fishpond. In accordance
with historical maps, only a small island in the
rear part of the fishpond overgrown with mature
Turkey oak trees will be retained. The preparation
process encompasses a biological survey and
baseline assessment.
