Program UNESCO Clovék a biosféra (Man and Biosphere - MAB) vznikl v 70. letech 20. stoleti
s cilem hledat moznosti zlepSeni vztahu Clovéka k Zivotnimu prostiedi s vyuZitim teoretickych
a praktickych informaci z pfirodnich a socidlnich véd. Ve zvl&sté vybranych tGzemich, nazvanych
biosférické rezervace (minéno biosférické rezervy) jsou pak vytvareny a testovany inovativni
pristupy k udrZitelnému ekonomickému rozvoji za soucasného zajisténi pfirodnich i kulturnich
ekosystém.

Biosféricka rezervace (BR) je Gizemi s mezinarodnim statutem, které na zakladé narodni nomi-
nace vyhlasuje UNESCO v ramci programu MAB. BR zahrnuji suchozemské, morské, pobrezni
nebo kombinované ekosystémy. Biosférické rezervace jsou ,vyukova mista udrZitelného rozvoje“
to znamena, Ze kazda z nich podporuje feSeni spojujici ochranu biodiverzity s udrZitelnym vyu-
Zivanim pfirodnich zdroj(.
Vsechny BR maji spolecné tfi rovnocenné funkce, kterymi jsou:

1. Ochrana pfirodni a kulturni riznorodosti

2. Podpora udrzitelného ekonomického rozvoje

3. Podpora vy ingu a vzdélavani

0d ¢isté ochranarskych rezervaci se ty biosférickeé lisi zej tim, Ze nej amérfeny pou-
ze na ochranu pfirody, ale respektuji a podporuji ty lidské ¢innosti v krajiné, které vedou
k jejimu pozitivnimu udrZiteInému rozvoji. V praxi se jedna o hledani zptisobii ochrany Zivot-
niho prostredi a kulturnich hodnot prostrednictvim uvazlivych kazdodennich lidskych aktivit.

Kazda BR je rozdélena do tfi typi zén. V pripadé BR se nejedna o zony odstupiiované ochrany
pfirody, ale o funkéni rozdéleni, které méa za cil umoznit biosférické rezervaci I1épe plnit vSechny
tfi jeji z&kladni funkce.

Jadrova oblast je uréena pouze k ochrang pfirody, monitorovani a k nedestruktivnimu vyzkumu.
Naraznikova zéna obklopuje nebo spojuje jadrové zony a slouZi aktivitdm, které jsou v souladu
s rozumnymi ekologickymi postupy. Zbytek tGzemi BR tvofi prechodova oblast, nebo tzv. oblast
spoluprace, kde zainteresované subjekty a obyvatelé pracuiji spole¢né s cilem udrzitené hospo-
dafit se zdroji celé oblasti.

Nezbytnym prvkem kazdé BR musi byt participacni management, umozniujici rovnocenné
zapojeni zainteresovanych subjektl, napf. samosprav a obyvatel, statni spravy, zastupct pod-
nikatelskych subjekt( i ochranafskych skupin a také odbornikl na pfirodovédné, spolecenské
a jiné obory, do koordinace Gzemi. S pfimym rovnocennym zapojenim riznych subjektd do spravy
a rozhodovani o BR pracuje v CR v soucasnosti pouze Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava a to
na platformé obecné prospésné spole¢nosti. Tento model koordinace BR byl v roce 2014 vyhla-
Sen Mezinarodni koordinacni radou Programu MAB (MAB ICC) jako model pro Celosvétovou sit
biosférickych rezervaci.

V ramci programu MAB bylo do Celosvétové sité BR v roce 2022 zahrnuto 738 BR ve 144 ze-
mich, z toho Sest jich bylo na Gzemi Ceské republiky (Sumava, KrkonoSe, Kfivoklatsko, Trebon-
sko, Bilé Karpaty a Dolni Morava).

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava vznikla v éervenci roku 2003 rozsitenim byvalé Biosférické
rezervace Pélava (vyhlaSena v roce 1986) o Lednicko-valticky areal (LVA) a luzni lesy na soutoku
Moravy a Dyje.

Krajinnou dominantou BR jsou vapencova bradla Palavy se stranémi pokrytymi suchomilnymi
trévniky, listnatymi lesy, ale také vinicemi a poli. Severni, jizni a vychodni ¢asti BR jsou intenzivné
hospodarsky vyuzivany. Centraini ¢ast BR tvofi komponovana krajina vytvorena clovékem v 19.
stoleti, v sou¢asnosti zapsana na Seznamu svétového dédictvi UNESCO. V jihovychodnim cipu
lizemi se nachazi nejrozsahlejsi komplex luzniho lesa a luznich luk (celkem asi 8000 ha) v Ceské
republice. BR Dolni Morava zahrnuje velké mnoZstvi lokalit narodniho i mezinarodniho vyznamu.
Mezi né patfi napfiklad Gzemi evropské soustavy Natura 2000, zvlasté chranéna Gzemi v Cele

s Chréanénou krajinnou oblasti Palava, Lednicko - valticky aredl - Pamatka svétového dédictvi
UNESCO, mokfady evidované Ramsarskou timluvou, dva pfirodni parky (Niva Dyje a MikulCicky
luh) a dalsi.

V roce 2004 vznikla, za G¢asti zainteresovanych subjekti obecné prospésna spolecnost Biosfé-
ricka rezervace Dolni Morava, 0. p. s., (OPS) ktera byla povéfena zajisténim koordinace BR Dolni
Morava. V Ceské republice se jedné o jedinou biosférickou rezervaci, ktera je koordinovana ne-
ziskovou nevladni organizaci, v jejichZ organech jednaji zastupci podnikatelskych subjektt, obci,
statni spravy, profesnich organizaci, neziskovych organizaci a univerzit, pisobicich na Gzemi BR.
Tento zpUsob koordinace BR zlistava v nasich podminkach ojedinély a fizeni vétsiny Geskych BR
je doposud spojeno s vykonem spravy chranéné krajinné oblasti nebo narodniho parku.

BR Dolni Morava, 0. p. s. se v roce 2023 zaméfi na zpracovani druhého Periodického hodno-
ceni BR, mozné rozSifeni Gizemi BR a zménu nézvu, pfipomenuti 20. vyro¢i vyhlaseni BR Dolni
Morava, dokonceni projektu revitalizaci Zameckého rybnika v Lednici, prohloubeni spoluprace
s obcemi a podnikatelskymi subjekty, pokraovani spoluprace s Mendelovou univerzitou a dal-
imi partnery. Dale se bude zabyvat aktivitami v ramci spoleénosti Modelovy les CR, zaméfené
na zapojeni do Mezinarodni sité modelovych lesu. Dalsim cilem bude pokraCovani Gcasti na
projektu Monitoring biodiverzity a ekologickych zmén luZnich lesli a luk v oblasti soutoku fek
Dyje a Moravy a spoluprace s obcemi, podnikatelskymi subjekty a statnimi organy pfi hledani
prijatelné a udrzitelné formy ochrany pfirody na Soutoku. Bude se nadéle zapojovat do projektd
zamérenych na vychovu a vzdélavani a pfipravovat vydani odbornych, vzdélavacich a osvétovych
materiald.
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The year 2022 will, among other things, be recorded in the history of humanity by the fact
that the European continent became (once again) the scene of a war conflict.

Others will rightly raise a warning finger over the appalling loss
of tropical forests and insects, they will look for parallels between the immigration waves in
the past and now... The problems of the world 's human community are manifold. The biggest
and most fundamental is the global population, which has exceeded eight billion peoplel... And
Planet Earth has long been warning in different ways that we are approaching critical limits,
beyond which the its ecosystems on land or in the seas and oceans will be irreversibly altered.
How aware are the world’s political leaders of this reality? Will they be able to find common
ground and create a comprehensible vision of sustainable living for the whole of humanity,
rather than trying to prove to each other who is more powerful? These are considerations that
have long been relevant within the World Network of Biosphere Reserves.

A key concept that guides the World Network of Biosphere Reserves, and thus also Lower
Morava BR, is ,Think globally, act locally!“ In this context, we follow all relevant information
from all around the world. In our region, we try to contribute through the varied annual activities
of our BR to ensure that our cultural landscape remains a good place to live in and that the
problems found in it are dealt with in a systematic way, upon respecting all natural, cultural
and social contexts. Such projects include, for example, the restoration of Z&mecky Fishpond
in Lednice, the establishment of a permanent network for monitoring environmental changes in
the floodplain forests at Soutok, or active participation in educational activities for young people
and the general public focusing on cultural landscape management. We engage in successful,
long-standing international cooperation with partners in biosphere reserves in Europe, we are
implementing the global Model Forest Programme in the conditions of the Czech Republic, we
are involved in the establishment of new BRs abroad through providing consultations, and the
list does not end there.

In 2023, we will commemorate the 20th anniversary of the establishment of Lower Morava BR,
which will be an opportunity for us to recall all the significant milestones in the evolution of our
Public Benefit Corporation, to critically evaluate the second ten-year stage within the periodic
evaluation of BR, and most importantly, to reflect on new challenges and refinement of the long-
term vision of our BR development in the context of the development goals of the entire region.
Our annual activities were diverse in 2022 as well. Thanks for the all-round support go to
the founders, members of the Board of Directors and Advisory Board of LM BR, P.B.C., active
supporters and well-wishers both within and outside the region at home and abroad. Without
them and their positive response, our work would be meaningless.

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Man and the Biosphere (MAB)
Programme and biosphere reserves

UNESCO s Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Prog was founded in the 1970s with the
primary aim to improve relationships between people and their environments through the
application of theoretical and practical scientific findings. Innovative approaches to sustainable
economic development, upon safeguarding the conservation and sensible use of natural
and cultural ecosystems, are created and tested in specially selected areas called biosphere
reserves (the word “reserve” understood in the broader original meaning of “retaining for future
use”).
Biosphere reserves (BRs) are areas with an international status, which on the basis on national
nominations are designated by UNESCO under the MAB Programme. They encompass terrestrial,
marine, coastal or combined ecosystems. Biosphere reserves serve as “learning places for
sustainable development”, which means that each of them promotes solutions combining the
conservation of biodiversity with the sustainable use of natural resources.
All BRs are obliged to fulfil three equally important functions:

1. Conservation of natural and cultural diversity

2. Support of sustainable economic development

3. Support of research, monitoring and environmental education
Unlike “traditional” conservationist reserves, biosphere reserves do not focus solely on
nature conservation but respect and foster such human landscape activities which promote
its positive sustainable development. In practice this involves looking for methods of
conserving the environment and cultural values through everyday sensible human activities.
The territory of each BR is divided into three zones. These zones do not represent a graded
system of nature conservation but a functional division whose aim is to enable biosphere
reserves to fulfil their three fundamental functions.
The core zone is designated purely for nature conservation, monitoring and non-destructive
research. The buffer zone surrounds or connects the core zones and is utilized for activities
in accord with sensible ecological procedures. The remaining area of a BR consists of the
transition zone or the zone of cooperation, where stakeholders and local inhabitants work
together towards the sustainable management of the entire area s resources.
It is imperative that every BR should promote particif y t, which enables
equal participation of all stakeholders, including local governments and inhabitants, state
administration, representatives of local businesses and conservation groups as well as natural
and social scientists, in the coordination of the entire site. Lower Morava BR is the only BR
in the Czech Republic to directly and equally involve various stakeholders in the management
and decision-making processes on the platform of a Public Benefit Corporation. In 2014 the
International Coordinating Council of the Man and the Biosphere Programme adopted this
model of BR coordination as the model for the entire World Network of Biosphere Reserves.
In 2022 the MAB Programme under its World Network of Biosphere Reserves encompassed a
total of 738 BRs in 144 countries, six of them on the territory of the Czech Republic (Sumava,
Krkonose, Krivoklatsko, Trebon Basin, Bilé Karpaty and the Lower Morava BR).

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was designated in July 2003 as an extension of the former
Pélava Biosphere Reserve (designated in 1986) to encompass the Lednice-Valtice Cultural
Landscape (LVCL) and the floodplain forests at the confluence of the Morava and Dyje Rivers.

Its dominant feature of the BR are the limestone cliffs of the Palava Hills covered with grasslands,
broadleaved forests as well as vineyards and fields. The northern, southern, and eastern parts
of the BR are subject to intensive agricultural use. The central part of the BR consists of a
composed landscape artificially created in the 19th century, which is listed as a UNESCO World
Heritage Site. The south-eastern part of the reserve houses the largest complex of floodplain
forests and alluvial meadows (some 8,000 ha) in the Czech Republic. The Lower Morava BR
encompasses numerous sites of both national and international importance, among them
Natura 2000 sites, specially protected areas spearheaded by the Palava Protected Landscape
Area, Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, World Heritage Site, Ramsar Sites and two nature
parks (Dyje Floodplain and the Mikul¢ice Floodplain Nature Parks).

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation, was established in 2004
with the participation of stakeholders and was entrusted with the coordination of activities
administered by the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve. In the context of the Czech Republic
it is the only biosphere reserve coordinated by a non-governmental organization within
whose governing bodies are representatives of local businesses, state administration bodies,
municipalities, professional associations, non-governmental organizations and universities

active in the BR territory. This management model remains unique within the country. The
remaining Czech BRs are still administered by some state nature conservation body, be it a
Protected Landscape Area or a National Park.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, PBC, provides the following public benefit services:

* organizational, institutional, factual and personnel provision of activities administered
by the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve (hereinafter BR) as part of the UNESCO World
Network of Biosphere Reserves,
participation in activities relevant to the Lower Morava BR, including the coordination
of these activities with state administration bodies, municipal authorities, stakeholders,
educational and scientific institutions, businesses, general public and other bodies,
participation in mediating and procuring advisory, financial and coordinating services
which relate to the Lower Morava BR and its development, in accordance with the UNESCO
regulations on the World Network of Biosphere Reserves,
safeguarding the commissioning, development and regular update of an open information
database on the Lower Morava BR and on the scientific, economic and development
activities relating to the area or existence of the BR,
participation in publishing both periodic and non-periodic materials and proceedings,
including informative and methodological publications printed, electronic, audio-visual and
multimedia, as well as their presentation, distribution and sale,
participation in educational activities in a spirit of promoting the principles of sustainable
lifestyle, in particular those of nature and landscape conservation and the rational
management of natural resources,
providing information services for the general public,
participation in organizing scientific conferences, forums, training courses and exhibitions
relating to the Lower Morava BR,
establishment and management of model facilities,
fostering international cooperation in matters relating to the Lower Morava BR and the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves,
promoting and enforcing activities aimed at economic and demographic development of
the Lower Morava BR and the entire region,
providing mediatory services in cases of disputes and conflicts arising from the existence
and activities of the Lower Morava BR.

The Corporation provides public benefit services under equal conditions with the objective
to support all stakeholders and activities aimed at the development of the BR territory
in accordance with conditions and regulations stipulated by the Man and the Biosphere
Programme. All activities conducted in 2022 were in accordance with the adopted 2021-2025
Lower Morava BR Management Plan and in concord with the conditions of the Man and the
Biosphere Programme.

OTHER ACTIVITIES

Activities which representatives of our PBC engaged in during 2022 included:
Lectures, presentations and field excursions

Collaboration with Mendel University

Mendel University is one of the closest partners of LM BR. In addition to its direct involvement
in BR governance, it also acts as its main scientific consultant and contributes significantly
to the proper performance of the BR s logistical function, including education, research and
information exchange. BR staff are also regularly involved in student instruction. In 2022,
at the request of the teachers of the Faculty of Forestry and Wood Technology, a field trip to
the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape was arranged for students of Landscape Ecology. The
participants were able to learn about the work of LM BR, its partners and specific landscape
projects. A lecture on Sustainable Landscape Management and Its Implementation through
the Man and Biosphere Programme was also held for students of the same programme. The
presentation was a direct follow-up to the earlier field trip.

Field excursion for final year stud of Forestry A y Trutnov

The field trip to LM BR was a traditional culmination of the block of excursions of the final year
classes organized to visit model forestry and landscape facilities throughout the Czech Republic.
The all-day excursion included a visit to floodplain forests, LVCL and was concluded by a crossing
of the Palava Mountains. It was designed to provide comprehensive information about Lower
Morava BR and the philosophy of the Man and the Biosphere Programme. Comprehensive
information was given on selected model activities in the landscape of South Moravia and on
selected projects within the BR and outside it.

Collaboration with Catholic University in RuZomberok

Collaboration with Catholic University in RuZomberok has long been based on the exchange of
experience related to the drawing up and updating of the LVCL Management Plan. At the request
of the RuZomberok Town Council, a presentation on the experience with the management of the
LVCL, World Heritage Site was prepared and presented to the participants of the conference in
Vikolinec by RuZomberok, World Heritage Site.

Excursion of primary school pupils in Lednice

On the basis of long-term cooperation, a full-day excursion to Soutok was prepared for the
pupils of the sixth and seventh grades of the Lednice Primary School. The pupils were given
the opportunity to get acquainted with the area of Soutok, its history and current development.

LM BR, its partners and projects were also presented. Based on an agreement with the school
management, these excursions to our BR will be included in the curriculum for seventh grade
pupils and should take place in either the spring or fall term.

Visit of the representative of Austria to the International Coordinating Council of the MAB
Programme

Following on the contact established during the EUROMAB conference, Dr. Glnter Kéck,
representative of the Austrian Biosphere Reserves in the International Coordinating Council of
the MAB Programme (MAB ICC), came for a short visit. He got acquainted with the BR area and
was introduced to the PBC partners and the projects that have been or are being implemented.
The trip “s main objective was to get inspiration for possible cooperation with Austrian BRs.

Visit from Karntner Nockberge BR

Lower Morava BR was also visited by Mr. Heinrich Mayer, Deputy Director of the largest Austrian
BR Salzburger Lungau & Karntner Nockberge and main organiser of the EUROMAB 2022
conference. He got acquainted with the territory of the BR, the PBC projects, its founders and
partners. He was impressed by the diversity of the BR territory and expressed his wish to visit
us next spring with a larger group of Nockberge BR staff so that they too could learn about the
activities of our PBC.

International activities

Collaboration with the Austrian Academy of Sciences

A representative of the Austrian Academy of Sciences requested the Deputy Director of the PBC
to participate in the meeting of the Evaluation Committee for Biosphere Reserve Projects as a
foreign expert member. In December, a meeting of the committee was held to decide on the
allocation of funds for suitable projects of Austrian entities aimed at the implementation of the
MAB Programme in Austria.

Collaboration in the p tion of international projects

In the second half of the year, LM BR was approached by various partners with offers to
collaborate on three international projects. The first one was a project entitled Large-scale
Demonstrations of Active and Passive Restoration of WETlands and Floodplains in the DaNUBE
River Basin (WETNUBE), which aimed to analyse the causes of changes in wetland and riparian
biodiversity along the Danube and to outline restoration of the sites. The second was a project
focusing on measures towards climate resilient landscapes in the Pannonian region and the
third, Decision-making Framework for the Management of Invasive Alien Plants in Biosphere
Reserves, was concerned with the development of tools to help BRs manage riparian zones
affected by invasive non-native plants and to improve the management of invasive alien
plant eradication along river networks. Unfortunately, none of these projects were ultimately
successful in receiving funding from various sources. However, valuable contacts were made
with new partners during the preparation process that may be used in future projects.

Designation of two new biosphere reserves in Georgia

The International Coordinating Council of the MAB Programme (MAB ICC) designated two new
biosphere reserves in Georgia in 2022. This marked the end of a several-year-long process to
which BR Lower Moravia contributed by consultations and also by visiting representatives of
major stakeholders from these areas to teach them about participatory BR management. The
new additions to the World Network of Biosphere Reserves, Dedoplistskaro and Three Alazani
Rivers, are the first two biosphere reserves not only in Georgia but in the entire South Caucasus
region.

Expected course of our activities in 2022

In 2023, Lower Morava BR will focus on the preparation of the second Periodic Evaluation of
the BR, possible extension of the BR area and change of name, commemoration of the 20th
anniversary of the Lower Morava BR designation, completion of the restoration project of
Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice, further fostering of cooperation with local municipalities and
businesses, as well as continuation of cooperation with Mendel University and other partners.
It will also engage in activities within the Model Forest Czech Republic, aimed at integration
within the International Model Forest Network. Another objective will be to continue participation
in the project Monitoring of Biodiversity and Environmental Changes within Floodplain Forests
and Alluvial Meadows at the Confluence of the Dyje and Morava Rivers and collaboration
with municipalities, business entities and state authorities in the search for an acceptable
and sustainable form of nature protection in Soutok. It will continue to be actively involved in
education and training projects and prepare the publication of professional, educational and
awareness-raising materials.

Zabavnou formou byly vefejnosti
predstaveny ukazky lesnickych praci od sazeni porostt po téZbu a priblizovani dfeva. Pfes ne-
pfizen poCasi se akce zGCastnilo vice nez 1000 navstévniki. Akce byla financné podporena
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né. PFi této prilezitosti byla pfipravena mezi-

narodni on-line konference. Na této virtualni akci,

kterou pofadal sekretariat IMFN a Kanadsky lesnicky

institut (CIF), se sesli ¢lenové regionalnich siti modelovych lesu,

dalsi zainteresované strany IMFN a byvali ¢i soucasni ,pFatelé sité*, aby
zrekapitulovali ¢innost IMFN od roku 1992. Modelovy les CR a jeho partnefi byli
na této akci predstaveni kratkou video prezentaci.

Projekt ,Revitalizace Zameckého rybnika v Lednici“

Lichtenstejnové, pavodni majitelé lednického panstvi, nechali v letech 1805 - 1811 vybudovat
v zameckém parku rybnik o rozloze pres 30 ha s Sesti velkymi a deseti malymi ostrlvky a éetny-
mi romantickymi stavbami. Tento rybnik je v sou¢asnosti soucasti Pamatky svétového dédictvi
UNESCO, Narodni pfirodni rezervace Lednické rybniky, Natury 2000 a Ramsarskych mokiadl
mezinarodniho vyznamu. ProtoZe nebyl od svého vzniku nijak vyznamnéji udrzovan, hrozilo jeho
postupné zaneseni a tim i znehodnoceni - jako krajinného prvku i jako biotopu. BR DM po
mnoha pokusech pfipravila projektovy zamér na jeho revitalizaci. Projekt byl v roce 2019 vybran
k financovani z Operacniho programu Zivotni prostfedi (OPZP). Samotna realizace projektu byla
zahajena v zavéru roku 2020. Prace kvuli ochrannym omezenim probihaly s pfestavkami v le-
tech 2021 2022.

V projektu byly vyuZity témér vSechny technologie, které jsou pro revitalizaci rybnikd dostupné.
Revitalizace zahrnuje odbahnéni jak suchou tak mokrou cestou, opevnéni bfeht kamennym za-
hozem i unik&tnim systémem ,utopenych barek*, za néZ se uklada vytéZeny nanos. Cast lokality
zaroven zlstane bez zdsahu (neodbahnénd) pro zachovani podminek pro Zivot brodivych druhl
ptaku. To vSe s podminkou zachovat rezim pro pohyb navstévnikd parku a neohrozit hnizdni moz-
nosti vodnich druh( ptaki ve vegetacnim obdobi. Prace budou ukonéeny do poloviny roku 2023.

Projekt ,,Ze Zivota kalousu*“

JiZz patym se rokem se BR DM jako partner zapojila do medialniho projektu ,Ze Zivota kalousu®,
v jehoZ radmci umistili kolegové z CSOP Breclav do jedné z budek on-line kameru, diky které bylo
mozZné spolecné sledovat pribéh hnizdéni téchto sov. Kalousi uSati patfi u nés mezi pomérné
hojné sovy, které hnizdi obvykle ve starych vranich a stracich hnizdech. Na Bfeclavsku kalousi
hnizdi pravidelné i v budkach, které pro né ¢lenové CSOP Breclav pfipravili a pravé jedna z nich,
umisténa v zameckém parku ve Valticich, byla vyuZita pro tento projekt. V zavérecné fazi projektu
probehlo za Ucasti vice neZ dvou desitek Ucastnikl krouzkovani mladat s odbornym vykladem
Mgr. Oplustila z CSOP Bieclav. Tento pomérné netradicni projekt umoznil zajemctm a milovni-
kiim pfirody objevovat chovéani a dosud skryta tajemstvi jednoho z pta¢ich druhd nasi krajiny.
0 Uspésnosti tohoto projektu svédci i zvySujici se sledovanost (www.budkyonline.cz). Terénni
préce ochrancu pfirody ve spojeni s moderni technologii tak nabizi zajimavé prileZitosti, jak ve-
Ffejnosti zprostredkovat jinak skryté déje ve svété pfirody.

Mezinarodni konference Biodiverzita v zemédélské krajiné

Ceska spolecnost pro krajinnou ekologii IALE-CZ (http://www.iale.cz/) ve spolupréci s Mendelo-
vou univerzitou a BR DM, za finan¢ni podpory MND, a. s., uspofadala v dubnu 2022 na Zahrad-
nické fakulté v Lednici konferenci s nazvem ,Biodiverzita v zemédélské krajiné“. Prvni den akce
byl vénovan bloku pfednaek Gcastniki z CR a Rakouska, v jehoZ ramci zaznéla i prezentace
o spolupraci v ramci BRDM na krajinnych projektech, druhy den se uskutecnila exkurze do Sardic
na ekofarmu pana Petra Marady, kterd byla v roce 2020 ocenéna v soutéZi Evropské sité pro
rozvoj venkova (European Network for Rural Development). Na této farmé se mohli G¢astnici
seznamit s konkrétnimi aktivitami na podporu biodiverzity.

Projekt ,,Monitoring biodiverzity a ekologickych zmén luznich lesii a luk v oblasti
soutoku rek Dyje a Moravy“

Vétsina piirodé blizkych ekosystému v BR DM, véetné luznich lest a nivnich luk, je Clovékem pfi-
mo vytvorena, nebo ¢lovékem vyznamné ovlivnéna. Presto jsou tyto ekosystémy charakteristické
vysokou druhovou pestrosti, produkéni hodnotou a vyznamnymi mimoprodukénimi funkcemi.
Zejména luzni lesy a louky jsou znacné dynamické ekosystémy, na nichZ se negativné podepsaly
zmény vodniho reZimu, provedené v minulosti. Jejich management je navic ¢asto provazen stre-
tem zajmu, vzniklym snahou o ochranu riznych skupin organismu, jejichZ naroky na prostiedi
se véak mohou podstatné liSit. K tomu je nutné pfiist pouziti rGznych technologii hospodarenti,
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stejné jako realizace zasah(i poZzadovanych organy ochrany pfirody. To vSe
s sebou pfinasi ekologické zmény, k emuz se navic pridava vliv globalnich

zmén (klimatickych, invaze neplvodnich druhd, vstup cizorodych latek).

Proto Mendelova univerzita, ve spolupraci s BR DM, pfipravila projekt, ktery byl
zahéjen v roce 2021 a jehoz cilem je monitoring vybranych skupin organismu

v co nejSirsim spektru, jakoZ i nékteré ekologické faktory prostiedi plisobici v da-
ném tzemi. Vysledky monitoringu by se mély stat jednim ze zakladnich podkladl pfi
tvorbé Lesniho hospodaiského planu a jako védecky podklad k formulaci zasad adap-
tivniho managementu biotopl luznich lest a nivnich luk. Nedilnou soucasti projektu
bude i popularizace vystupd, mimo jiné formou ,0b¢anské védy“ (citizen science).
Nositelem projektu je Ustav leshické botaniky, dendrologie a geobiocenologie Lesnické
a drevarské fakulty Mendelovy univerzity v Brné. Clenové pracovniho tymu jsou, kromé
pracovnikll Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava, také zastupci Zahradnické a Agrono-
mické fakulty Mendelovy univerzity, Univerzity Palackého Olomouc, Ghent Universi-
ty (Belgie), Moravského zemského muzea, Krajské hygienické spravy - pracovisté
Breclav, Masarykovy univerzity v Brné, Ustavu biologie obratlovcli Akademie véd

CR, Ustavu Geoniky Akademie véd CR, Ustavu vyzkumu globalni zmény (CzechGlo-

be), Ceského hydrometeorologického Ustavu a Agentury ochrany pfirody a krajiny.
Samotny projekt bude trvat do roku 2023, ale je nastaven tak, aby bylo mozné
jeho periodické opakovani a tim jeho vétsi vyuZitelnost v praxi.

Projekt je financovan Grantovou agenturou Lesu CR.

Online workshop Fora pro oblasti s vicenasobnym statutem UNESCO
Férum pro oblasti s vicendasobnym statutem UNESCO (Forum for UNESCO Multi-
-designated Sites) iniciovaly Ctyfi lokality zapsané na seznamu UNESCO - Huangshan
(Cina), Shennongjia (Cina), Cilento Vallodi Dianoe Alburni (Italie) a Azory (Portugalsko).
Jeho cilem je poskytnout platformu pro vyménu zkuSenosti s integrovanym fizenim
lokalit zapsanych na seznamu pamatek UNESCO a usnadnit spolupraci mezi ¢leny
fora. Aby se posilil vliv tohoto féra a usnadnila komunikace mezi lokalitami vicenasob-
né designovanymi organizaci UNESCO, uspofadala Huangshan spolu s Shennongjia
v roce 2022 sérii online workshop(, na které pfizvali odborniky a koordinatory loka-
lit, aby se podélili o své znalosti a praxi v oblasti spravy pamatek zapsanych na se-
znamu UNESCO. Pro workshop byla pfipravena prezentace Integrovany management
Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava a Lednicko-valtického areélu, paméatky svétového
dédictvi (Integrated managemenet of the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve and Ledni-
ce-Valtice Cultural Landscape WHS).

Participace BR Dolni Morava v PEFC CR

Program pro schvalovani lesnickych certifikaénich systému (PEFC - Programme for the
Endorsement of Forest Certification Schemes) je jednim z nékolika soucasnych mezi-
narodnich certifikacnich systému, hodnoticich udrZiteIné lesni hospodareni. Ceska
republika je jednou z 11 zakladajicich zemi, ktera byla u zrodu Rady PEFC v roce
1999. Rada PEFC je nezavisla, neziskova, mezindrodni organizace registrovana

v Zenevé, predstavuje rdmec pro vytvafreni a vzajemné uznavani nezavislych na-
rodnich certifikaCnich systému. .

BR Dolni Morava je od roku 2012 ¢lenem PEFC CR, ktery fidi Cesky systém certi-
fikace lesl a ktery sdruZuje zastupce z oblasti lesniho hospodéfstvi, dievozpra-
cujiciho prumyslu, Skolstvi a vyzkumu, odborovych organizaci, ekologickych hnuti,
statni spravy a ostatnich zajmovych skupin.

V poloving Cervna se uskute¢nil Sném PEFC Ceska republika v KrkonoSich. Na
tomto pravidelném vyro€nim zasedani vrcholného organu PEFC CR byla projednana
vyrocni zpréva za rok 2021, roéni Gcetni zavérka za rok 2021 a schvéleny plany na
rok 2022. Participaci v PEFC podporuje BR DM udrZitelné lesnické hospodareni a jeho
propagaci.
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¢ IMPORTANT ACTIVITIES IN 2022

A highly important activity in 2022 was participation in the regular EUROMAB 2022
conference in Austria. Representatives of biosphere reserves from Europe and North America
meet every two years at these regular events. Other activities of Lower Morava BR focused on
the continuation of the project ,Restoration of Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice“ aimed at the
revitalization of the landscape monument and part of the National Nature Reserve Lednice
Fishponds, fulfilling the functions of the Site Manager of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape,
coordination of Model Forest Czech Republic activities, participation in the project ,Monitoring of
Biodiversity and Environmental Changes within Floodplain Forests and Alluvial Meadows at the
Confluence of the Dyje and Morava Rivers*, in which experts from various scientific disciplines
from all over the country gather to study the floodplain landscape in the southernmost part of
the BR under the guidance of scientists from Mendel University in Brno.

International conference EUROMAB Austria 2022

The EUROMAB network encompasses all European and North American member states
participating in the Man and the Biosphere Programme. EUROMAB is the oldest and largest
of the nine regional and interregional MAB networks. It is a platform for sharing knowledge,
know-how and experience in sustainable development, while acting as a collective tool for
promoting sustainable development. EUROMAB meetings are dedicated to bringing together
BR managers and coordinators, scientists and representatives of the MAB Secretariat, MAB
National Committees as well as partner institutions and partners.

Austria hosted the conference for the first time in 2005. This year’s EUROMAB 2022, under
the motto ,Tying cultures. Cross-border cooperation between societies and generations®, took
place from September 12 to 16, 2022 in Austria again at the Karntner Nockberge BR, bringing
together almost 200 delegates from 27 countries. The aim of the conference was to look for
ways to foster communication among biosphere reserves and to explore methods how BRs can
better work with stakeholders, partners and institutions to address current challenges. Special
emphasis was placed on intergenerational dialogue, including a full-day preparatory meeting
with young people who shared updates on their activities within the EuroMAB Youth Network.
Following their participation in the conference it was decided that young people would become
part of the EuroMAB Steering Committee along with its new members.

During the conference, 16 formal workshops were held, covering such
diverse topics as cooperation between BRs across national and regional
borders, large carnivores in BRs - challenges and conflicts, status of
mountain BRs, sustainable agriculture and food in BRs, agrobiodiversity;
BRs and new EU strategies, renewable energies in BRs, urban sprawl/
settlement development and land use in BRs, mobility in biosphere
reserves, demographic changes in BRs, BR products and services and
the role of entrepreneurs, BRs as a living laboratory for combating
climate change or responsible tourism in BRs.

At the conference, which was attended by the Deputy Director of Lower
Morava BR as the only representative from the Czech Republic, our
Public Benefit Corporation was presented, among other things, by a
lecture delivered during a workshop entitled ,Supporting research in
BR*, where cooperation with Mendel University was presented. A poster
was also displayed, introducing conference participants to the BR DM
territory, its partners and projects. The next EUROMAB conference is to
be held in Germany in 2023.

Performing the Site Managerial duties in the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape,
World Heritage Site

The Site Manager's/ coordinator's (SM LVCL) activities are defined by the obligation of the
Czech Republic to ensure protection, management and sustainable development of the
site upon preserving the outstanding value of the LVCL. Based on the mandate awarded by
the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL, our PBC has performed services safeguarding
the coordination of activities within LVCL and has worked as a platform for interdisciplinary
exchange of expert information since 2007. This is done through the application of participatory
management within Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve and our direct participation in the
Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL.

Because cultural landscape management is a complex issue, which is highly specific particularly
on the territory of LVCL, ensuring interdisciplinary coordination, communication, and continuous
awareness of all the stakeholders in the area represents a particularly demanding task.
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In March 2022, a meeting of the Interdisciplinary Workgroup was convened after a long hiatus
due to the covid pandemic, focusing on the issue of sustainable development of the LVCL
territory. Its agenda included an evaluation report for the period from 2004 to 2021. The report
addressed, among other things, the long-standing issue of establishing the LVCL Site Manager
as a specific person with a mandate to work objectively and independently of state authorities.
The meeting noted the positive role of the Workgroup during the period under review, yet on
the other hand it was hinted by the representatives of the Ministry of the Environment and the
Ministry of Culture that it is to be replaced in the future by a yet to be established World Heritage
Site Council. The latter should play a more decisive role in the expected better legislative
coverage of the as yet unapproved new ,Monuments Act’. However, LM BR, representatives
of local municipalities and other stakeholders disagree with the establishment of the Council,
pointing out that the role of the Workgroup has not been fulfilled yet and that in the future the
role of the LVCL Site Manager will be key to coordinating LVCL development at the level of both
individual municipalities and the entire region.

Model Forest Czech Republic

The International Model Forest Network established in Canada in 1992 is an association of
partners from all around the world who are working towards a common goal - the sustainable
management of forests and landscapes. The Network was created to support the sustainable
management of natural resources through a participatory approach. It is a place which fosters
international exchange of ideas and supports international cooperation.

Lower Morava BR initiated the establishment of Model Forest Czech Republic (hereinafter “MF
CR”) as a neutral platform for promoting awareness and knowledge on sustainable management
of natural resources while respecting the equal importance of its development pillars (ecological,
economic and socio-cultural) and supports cooperation of all stakeholders towards participatory
landscape management. The platform is a place which offers wider support of collaboration and
dialogue among all stakeholders. It offers a space for conflict resolution and for working towards
common visions of sustainable development which consider the local specifications.

Events organized as part of Model Forest CR activities included forest education. Experience
gained during these events for school children was channelled into the electronic educational
programme called ,Taking Care of the Forest*, which introduces primary school pupils to forest
management in a playful way. The programme was also complemented by a short educational
video summarising the basic elements of sustainable forest management in the Czech Republic.
In May, an event for the public called Forest Day, organised by LM BR, was organized in
cooperation with Forests of the Czech Republic and Mendel University. The Podkomorské
lesy Forest Park brought together people interested in demonstrations of sustainable forest
management. Demonstrations of forestry work, ranging from planting stands to harvesting and
forwarding timber, were presented to the public in an entertaining way. Despite the bad weather,
more than 1000 visitors attended the event. The event was financially supported by the Ministry
of Agriculture of the Czech Republic. June 12, 2022 marked 30 years since the establishment
of the International Model Forest Network. This important anniversary provided a unique
opportunity to recall the achievements that have been made and to initiate a discussion on ways
how to further disseminate the lessons learned through a publicity campaign. An international
online conference was organised to mark the occasion. Hosted by the IMFN Secretariat and the
Canadian Institute of Forestry (CIF), this virtual event brought together members of the regional
model forest networks, other IMFN stakeholders and former or current ,friends of the network*
to review IMFN's activities since 1992. Model Forest Czech Republic and its partners were
introduced by a short video presentation during the event.

Project “Zamecky Fishpond Restoration”

The original owners of the Lednice estate, the Liechtensteins, had the fishpond built in the
chateau park in 1805 - 1811. It covers over 30 hectares, contains 6 large and 10 smaller islands
and is surrounded by numerous follies. At present, the fishpond is part of a World Heritage Site,
Lednice Fishponds National Nature Reserve, Natura 2000 and a Ramsar Wetland site. Due
to the fact that it had not been dredged or well-maintained since it was first built, it faced the
threat of being gradually silted and degraded - both as a landscape element and a valuable
habitat. After several unsuccessful attempts over the course of many years, LM BR succeeded in
preparing a successful restoration project. In 2019, funding of the project from the Operational
Programme Environment was approved. The project implementation was launched at the end
of 2020 and continued intermittently throughout 2021 and 2022 due to protective measures
imposed.

The project has implemented virtually all technologies available for fishpond restoration. The
restoration works encompass both dry and wet dredging of sediments, reinforcement of banks
by stones as well as a unique system of “sunken barges”, behind which dredged sediments are
deposited. Part of the site will remain in its original state (not dredged) to conserve habitat for
wading bird species. The project could be implemented on condition that free movement of park
visitors be not restricted and nesting of waterfow! during the nesting season not disrupted. The
works will be completed by mid-2023.

Project “Long-eared Owls and Their Lives”

In fifth year running, Lower Morava BR participated as a partner in the media project “Long-
eared owls and their lives” implemented by our colleagues from the Brfeclav chapter of the
Czech Union of Nature Conservationists. Under this project, an on-line
camera was placed inside one of the owls‘ nesting boxes to enable people
to monitor the nesting of long-eared owls. These owls are relatively common
in our country, usually nesting in old crow or magpie nests. In the vicinity of
Breclav, long-eared owls also nest regularly in nesting boxes provided by the
local members of the Czech Union of Nature Conservationists and one of
these boxes was selected for the purposes of the project. It was concluded
by ringing of the hatched chicks, a public event hosted by Mgr. Oplustil of
CUNC which was attended by over 20 people. This relatively unorthodox
project allowed nature lovers to learn new facts and some hidden secrets
about the behaviour of one of our owl species. This successful project has
been steadily gaining popularity, as increasing numbers of viewers at www.
budkyonline.cz attest to. Field work of nature conservationists combined
with modern technology therefore offers the general public a unique
opportunity to unravel some normally hidden secrets of the natural world.

International conference Biodiversity in Agricultural Landscape

In April 2022, Czech Association of Landscape Ecology IALE-CZ (http://www.iale.cz/) in
collaboration with Mendel University and LM BR and upon financial support of MND, a.s.
organized a conference called “Biodiversity in Agricultural Landscape” at the Faculty of
Horticulture in Lednice. The first day of the event was devoted to a block of lectures delivered by
participants from the Czech Republic and Austria, which included a presentation on cooperation
within LM BR in landscape projects. The second day included an excursion to Sardice to the eco-
farm of Mr. Petr Marada, which was awarded in the European Network for Rural Development
competition in 2020. On this farm, the participants were able to learn about specific activities
to promote biodiversity.

Project “Monitoring of biodiversity and ecological changes within floodplain forests
and alluvial meadows at the confluence of the Dyje and Morava rivers”

Majority of close-to-nature ecosystems within LM BR, including floodplain forests and
alluvial meadows, are either man-made or heavily influenced by human activities. Yet, these
ecosystems are characterized by a high species diversity as well as highly valuable production
and important non-productive functions. Both ecosystems are highly dynamic and have been
negatively affected by changes in their water relations implemented in the past. Management
of these ecosystems is often in conflict with efforts towards the protection of different groups of
organisms whose environmental requirements may differ significantly. Different management
technologies combined with interventions implemented upon request of nature conservation
bodies bring about environmental changes, further aggravated by global environmental changes
(climate change, invasive species, foreign substances in the environment).

Mendel University in collaboration with Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve therefore prepared a
project which was launched in 2021 and whose aim is to monitor selected groups of organisms
in the broadest spectrum possible, as well as some environmental factors at play in the given
area. Results of the monitoring should provide one of the key documents necessary for the
drawing up of the Forest Management Plan, as well as scientific background for formulating the
principles of adaptive management of floodplain forests and alluvial meadows. The project will
focus on popularization of its outputs, also in the form of citizen science.

The project holder is the Department of Forest Botany, Dendrology and Geobiocoenology of
the Faculty of Forestry and Wood Technology at Mendel University in Brno. The members of
the work team include representatives of Lower Morava BR, Faculties of Horticulture and
AgriSciences of Mendel University, University Palacky in Olomouc, Ghent University in Belgium,
Moravian Museum, Regional Health Authority - Breclav department, Masaryk University in
Brno, Institute of Vertebrate Biology of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Institute of Geonics
of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Global Change Research Institute (CzechGlobe), Czech
Hydrometeorological Institute and Agency for Conservation and Landscape Protection. The
project itself will run until 2023 but is designed in a way which allows it periodic repetition and
thus better applicability in practice.

The project is funded by the Grant Agency of Forests of the Czech Republic.

Online workshop Forum for UNESCO Multi-designated Sites

The Forum for UNESCO Multi-designated Sites was initiated by four World Heritage Sites
- Huangshan (China), Shennongjia (China), Cilento Vallodi Dianoe Alburni (ltaly) and the
Azores (Portugal). Its aim is to provide a platform for the exchange of experience in the
integrated management of sites inscribed on the UNESCO World Heritage List and to facilitate
cooperation between the members of the Forum. In order to strengthen the influence of this
forum and facilitate communication among UNESCO-designated multiple sites, Huangshan
and Shennongjia co-organized a series of online workshops in 2022, inviting experts and site
coordinators to share their knowledge and best practices in the management of UNESCO-
designated sites. For the workshop, a presentation on Integrated management of the Lower
Morava Biosphere Reserve and Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape WHS was prepared.

LM BR patrticipation in PEFC Czech Republic

The Programme for the Endorsement of Forest Certification Schemes (PEFC) represents one
of the existing international certification systems assessing sustainable forest management.
The Czech Republic is one of the 11 founding member states which formed the PEFC Council
in 1999. The PEFC Council is an independent, non-profit international organization registered
in Geneva which provides a framework for creating and mutual recognition of independent
national certification systems.

Lower Morava BR has been a member of PEFC Czech Republic since 2012. This organization
is in charge of the Czech system of forest certification and unites representatives of forestry,
wood processing industry, educational and research institutions, trade unions, environmental
organizations, state administration and other interest groups.

In mid-June 2022, the PEFC Czech Republic Assembly took place in the KrkonoSe Mountains.
At this regular annual meeting of the PEFC Czech Republic’s governing body, the annual report
for 2021, annual accounts for 2021 and plans for 2022 were discussed and approved. By
participating in PEFC, LM BR supports sustainable forest management and its promotion.
