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Dear friends,

In 2007 several important projects were concluded in the area of the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve by our Public Benefit
Corporation (PBC). We believe that everyone will be pleased to hear that in the course of 2005-2007 all of the old
environmental burdens from oil and natural gas extraction were eliminated in the floodplain forests between the town of
Hodonin and the confluence of the Dyje and Morava rivers. This means that a serious threat to the environment and
especially to groundwater storage was disposed of. Despite the fact that the formal administration of the projects will still
take some time, we can confidently say that according to the existing inspections and surveys, the conducted works have
received a highly positive assessment. Professionals from the company MND Services, a.s., which was in charge of the
elimination works and the consequent land restoration, deserve acknowledgement.

Another considerable success is the completion of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape Management Plan (MP).
The MP outlined a long-term concept for the conservation, development and management of one of the outstanding cultural
landscapes in the world heritage. In collaboration with the South Moravian Regional Authority, which backed the project
financially, we managed to establish a positive atmosphere for the work of the Interdisciplinary Committee for the Lednice-

Valtice Cultural Landscape. The Committee eventually authorized our PBC to act as Site Manager for the Lednice-Valtice
Cultural Landscape. This decision marked the onset of a qualitatively new situation characterized by a high moral and
professional joint responsibility in implementing the concepts of the post, which in an ideal case should be generally viewed
as a moral authority. In the course of public discussions on the MP, we realized the importance of effective communication
with local inhabitants and of understanding their notions, worries and proposals related to the development of the region
and the civil society.

Last year was characterized by the establishment of a number of international contacts through the active
participation of our team members in expert events in Canada, Turkey, Spain, the Netherlands, Austria, Hungary and
Slovakia. Our PBC is universally viewed as a modern and progressive institution. Information about our understanding of
cultural landscape management and the protection of species and cultural diversity, which is always substantiated with
good-quality publications, is regarded as highly inspirational and worth following.

Rendering the account of our work in 2007, | can confidently say that the year was filled with meaningful work and
activities which marked decisive progress in the development of our PBC. This was achieved thanks to the dedicated
teamwork of our employees, as well as the board members of the company, whose joint efforts strive towards the company's
success. Our thanks should also be expressed to the external experts from a number of institutions as well as to all the friends
and supporters of the Lower Morava BR.

We owe special thanks to our sponsors who support our activities, both financially and materially, and who trust our
abilities to fulfill visions of the development and conservation of all the area of the Lower Morava BR, and who support our
efforts to creatively cultivate the notable concepts of UNESCO and the biosphere reserves with the benefit of our beautiful
South Moravia in mind.

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LOWER MORAVA BIOSPHERE RESERVE

he World Network of Biosphere Reserves (hereafter BR) encompasses a varied mosaic of unique areas designated as BR by
UNESCO under its “Man and the Biosphere Programme”. In essence these sites are reserves in the sense of “stores kept for
future use”.

Biosphere reserves differ from traditional reserves in the sense that they do not focus exclusively on nature protection
but rather promote those human activities in the landscape which contribute to its positive and sustainable development.

Individual units of the World Network of BR cooperate and help each other fulfill the three basic functions which are
common forall BRs:
1. tocontribute to the conservation of landscapes, ecosystems, species and genetic variation
2. tofoster economic and human development which is socio-culturally and ecologically sustainable
3. to support demonstration projects, environmental education and training, research and exchange of informa-
tion related to local, regional, national and global issues of conservation and cultural and economic sustainable
development.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was established as an extension of the former Palava BR in 2003. Since 2004 it has
been managed by the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation. In the context of the Czech
Republic it is a unique concept of a biosphere reserve managed by a non-profit, non-governmental organization. The
remaining Czech biosphere reserves are identical with protected landscape areas or national parks, and as such, they share
the same state administration. The Public Benefit Corporation was established by the following founding members: Forests
of the Czech Republic, State Enterprise, Moravske naftove doly, a.s., District Chamber of Commerce Breclav, Ministry of the
Environment and Czech Union of Nature Conservationists.

The provided public benefit services are:
1. organizational, institutional, factual and personnel provision of the functioning of Lower Morava BR as part of
UNESCO's World Network of Biosphere Reserves
2. participation in activities relevant to Lower Morava BR, as well as co-ordinating these activities with state
administration bodies, municipal authorities, interest groups, educational and scientific institutions, companies, the
general publicand other bodies.

3. participation in mediating and providing advisory, financial and co-ordinating services which relate to the Lower
Morava BR and its development, in accordance with the UNESCO regulations on the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves

4. safeguarding the commissioning, development and regular update of an open information database of the Lower
Morava BR and of the scientific, economic and development activities relating to the area or existence of the Lower
Morava BR

5. participation in publishing periodic and non-periodic materials and proceedings, including information and
methodological publications (printed, electronic, audio-visual and multi-media ones), as well as their presen-tation,
distribution and sale

6. participation in educating the general public, further education and training of young people, co-operation with
youth centres in a spirit of promoting the principles of sustainable way of living, in particular those of nature and
landscape conservation and rational management of natural resources

7. providing information services for the general public

articipation in organising conferences, forums, training and exhibitions relating to the Lower Morava BR

9. establishmentand management of model objects
10. organising international co-operation in matters relating to the Lower Morava BR and the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves

Projekt Sit informacnich center zamérenych na agro-environmentalni programy v Jiho-
moravském kraji a kraji Vysocina

V Jihomoravském kraji a kraji Vysocina vznikla sit informacnich center zamérenych na vzdélavani a osvétu v oblasti
agroenvironmentalné orientovanych programi Ministerstva zemédélstvi a Ministerstva Zivotniho prostredi. Hlavni
naplni vzniklé sité je predavat zemédélskym podnikatelm, pracovnikim vefejné spravy a vsem dalsim zajemcim
informace o agroenvironmentalnich programech a radit, jak téchto programt vyuzivat. Déle informovat a vzdélavat
o moznostech naklddéni s biologicky rozloZitelnymi odpady a o ekologickém zemédélstvi. Vedlejsim cilem je zvysit
poptavku po produktech, pochazejicich z produkénich systémd, sméfujicich k trvale udrzitelnému zemédélskému
hospodareni a tim vytvofit predpoklady k ekonomické Uspésnosti a rozsiteni takovych produkénich systému
(www.agro-envi-info.cz).

Network of Information Centres Aimed At Agro-Environmental Programmes in the South
Moravia and Vysocina Regions

In the South Moravia and Vysocina Regions a network of information centres aimed at agro-environmental programmes of
the Ministries of the Environment and Agriculture were established. The key objective of this network is to provide farmers,
state administration officials and those interested with information on agro-environmental programmes and to advise them
on how to utilize these programmes. Its further objectives are to provide information on different possibilities of bio-
degradable waste disposal and organic farming. The secondary objective is to boost demand for products coming from

production systems promoting sustainable farming and thus to create condlitions for economic viability and expansion of
such production systems (www.agro-envi-info.cz).

The project is guaranteed by EPOS - the Union of Advisors in Organic Farming in the Czech Republic, together with 15 other
partnerorganizations, including ours. We participate in it by securing the operation of an information point.

The project's length is two years (1. 3. 2006 - 28. 2. 2008).

The project is funded by EU funds under the Operational Programme For Human Resource Development, whose provider is
the Ministry of the Environment of the Czech Republic.

Projekty likvidace starych ekologickych zatézi

Jih Moravy je znam vyznamnymi nélezy ropy a zemniho plynu. TéZba téchto surovin zde probiha kontinuélné od konce
19. stoleti. Pokud je téZba ropy a zemniho plynu provadéna v souladu s pravnimi predpisy a za dodrZeni soucasnych
nejmodernéjsich standardl, nepfedstavuje pro Zzivotni prostfedi ohrozeni. V uplynulych sto letech ale provadély
prizkumné a tézebni prace rdzné subjekty, po nichz zUstaly vrty, které nebyly vzdy zlikvidovany. TéZba v minulosti
probihala ze sond eruptivné, ropa tryskala z vrtu a po povrchu byla svadéna do zemnich jimek. Ani pozdéjsi technolo-
gie, pouzivanév 50.a 60. letech 20. stoleti, nebyly vyrazné lepsi. Tyto vrty dnes tvori tzv. staré ekologické zatéze, které
svym technickym stavem ohrozuji Zivotni prostfedi. Nejvyssim stupném ohrozeni jsou staré ekologické zatéze
nachazejici se v nivé feky Moravy v Chranéné oblasti pfirozené akumulace vod. Pravé tato oblast byla v minulosti
predmétem téZby ropnych surovin, davno pred vyhlasenim ochrany zdrojl pitnych vod.

V letech 2005 az 2007 jsme proto realizovali dva na sebe navazuijici projekty s ndzvem Likvidace ekologickych zatézi
po tézbé ropy a zemniho plynu v biosférické rezervaci Dolni Morava a Likvidace starych ekologickych zatézi
po tézbé ropy a zemniho plynu v biosférické rezervaci Dolni Morava, kvartéru feky Moravy a pfriléhajici
oblasti.

Jejich souhrnnym cilem bylo odstranit 31 starych sond a reliktl po prizkumu a tézbé ropy a zemniho plynu, véetné
sanace a rekultivace dotcéenych pozemkdl. Vlastni technické prace na odstranéni zatézi a rekultivaci provadéla
specializovana firma, vybrana na zakladé vefejné soutéze, a my jsme zajistovali administraci obou projektd.

Oba projekty odstranéni starych ekologickych zatézi byly realizovany s financni podporou Strukturélnich fondd
Evropské unie, v ramci Operacniho programu Infrastruktura — Zlepsovani environmentalni infrastruktury a s pfispénim
Statniho fond Zivotniho prosttedi Ceské republiky.

deposits of crude oil and gas. The extraction of these raw
materials has been underway since the late 19t century. If
conducted in accordance with legal regulations and the
latest standards, oil and natural gas extraction does not
pose any threat to the environment. Over the past 100
years, different companies carried out prospecting and
drilling activities which resulted in drills sites which were
not always disposed of. In the past, oil was extracted from
drill holes under pressure, where it spouted from the wells
to the surface and only then was it channelled into ground
reservoirs. More recent technology used in the 1950s and
1960s did not bring any significant improvement.
Nowadays, these drills represent so-called old
environmental burdens whose poor technical conditions
pose a threat to the environment. The highest degree of
danger is posed by drill holes and wells which are situated

In the DocSHFCR  WBOTSER A1SeOKe 10

past, long before the declaration of protection of drinking

water sources, this very area was subject to oil extraction.

In 2005-2007 we implemented two consequent projects called “Elimination of Environmental Burdens Caused by Oil and
Gas Extraction in the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve” and “Elimination of Environmental Burdens Caused by Oil
and Gas Extraction in the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, the Morava Quaternary and the Adjacent Area”.

The projects' general objective was the disposal of 31 old drill holes and remnants of waste from localized oil and gas
extraction, including remediation and reclamation of the affected sites. The technical works connected with the
environmental burden elimination and land restoration were carried out by a specialist company selected in a public tender.
Our company safequarded the project's administration.

Both projects of the environmental burden elimination were funded from European Union Structural Funds, more specifically
from the Operational Programme Infrastructure, Priority No. 3 - Enhancing of Environmental Infrastructure and co-funded by
the State Environmental Fund of the Czech Republic.

4) Implementace Management planu a akéniplan

Jednim z tkolG vyplyvajicich z management planu a podminek UNESCO je vytvoreni pozice koordinatora Gzemi tzv. site ma-
nagera. Vlddou ustanovend Mezioborova komise pro LVA na tuto pozici doporucila nasi obecné prospésnou spolecnost.
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Management plan proseljak pfipominkovym fizenim odbornik(, tak i vefejnym projednédnim v obcich LVA.
Projekt jsme realizovali na zékladé vybérového fizeni a objednavky Krajského uradu Jihomoravského kraje. Projekt byl
financovan Jihomoravskym krajem.

Management Plan of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape

Every UNESCO World Heritage Site has an obligation to establish a Management Plan, as a set of rules whose objective it is to
preserve, improve and promote the development of the site. Also the Management Plan of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural
Landscape (hereafter MP LVCL) includes information on the site's condition and the possibilities of its preservation and
development. It should provide a platform for discussion among experts and the general public - a space where optimal
harmony between various perspectives and differing interests can be reached. It should become a tool for the management
and development of a unique landscape monument listed as the only World Heritage Site of its kind in the Czech Republic.
What do its individual chapters contain?

1) Characteristics and significance of the World Heritage Site
he introductory chapter sums up the unique characteristics of LVCL, the reasons for its inscription on the World Heritage
List, as well as the reasons for the establishment of the Management Plan. It also includes the present condition of the
Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape and identifies the key interests in the area.

2) Identification of key managementissues
This chapter clearly defines individual neglected or unresolved issues which are listed according to subjects (proprietary
rights, monument conservation, nature and landscape protection, economic activities, tourism, education and others).
3) Managementobjectives and strategy
This chapter establishes overall long-term objectives to solve the issues described in Chapter two and it outlines ways of
reaching these objectives. The ways of solving the individual issues are listed according to subjects corresponding to the
organization of Chapter two.
4) Implementation of the Management Plan and Action Plan
This chapter deals with the practical implementation of the Management Plan. The Action Plan outlines specific
objectives which need to be met as soon as possible. Clearly organized tables show individual objectives with the
degrees of urgency for their solutions, along with their main executors and ways of funding.

One of the tasks inherent in the Management Plan and required by UNESCO is the establishment of a Site Manager. The
government-appointed Interdisciplinary Committee for LVCL recommended our Public Benefit Corporation to execute the post.
The Management Plan was subject to both comments from experts and public discussions in the municipalities of LVCL.

The project was implemented on the basis of a won tender put out by the South Moravian Regional Authority and was
funded by the South Moravian Region.

Projekt Krajina nasich predkt — Komponovana krajina Mikulovsko — Falkensteinsko

Okoli Mikulova, ve kterém od pocatku 17. stoleti postupné vznikal na byvalém panstvi Dietrichstejnd celek kompo-
nované krajiny, predstavuje jednu z prvnich velkoryse pojatych komponovanych priméstskych krajin na Moravé, ktera
snese srovnani i se zndméjsim Lednicko-valtickym aredlem. Krajina Mikulovska volné navazovala na podobnou oblast
na rakouské strané — Falkensteinsko a pravé blizkost hranice s Rakouskem zpUsobila, ze v dobéch socialismu byla cela
oblast zanedbdvana a do soucasnosti se dochoval pouze zlomek komponované krajiny vzdalené pfipominajici italské
Toskansko.

Cilem projektu, jehoz nositelem bylo mésto Mikulov, bylo obnovit zanedbané architektonické a pfirodni prvky histo-
rické krajiny a navazat na pferusenou navaznost oblasti rakouského Falkensteinu. Mezi vystupy, na jejichz realizacijsme
se podileli jako partnefi projektu, patfily porostni Upravy a obnova parkového lesa na Tichém ostrové, odborna studie

krajinafskych Gprav (krajinny plan) celého katastralniho Uzemi Mikulov, brozura Krajina nasich predkl a populdrné
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naucny film ,Krajina nasich predkd”, ktery ziskal na XXXIV. Mezindrodnim festivalu EKOTOPFILM 2007 v Bratislavé
cenu Sdruzeni mést a obci Slovenska. Projekt byl zahajen v roce 2005 a ukoncen mezinarodni konferenci s nazvem
Komponovana krajina, ktera se uskutecnila na zamku v Mikulové v kvétnu 2007.

Landscape of Our Ancestors — The Composed Mikulov- Falkenstein Landscape

From the early 17t century, the vicinity of the town Mikulov saw the gradual development of a composed landscape on the
former estate of the Dietrichstein family. The area represents one of the first generously designed composed landscapes
around towns in Moravia, one whose scope can be compared even to the more famous Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape.
The Mikulov region landscape was loosely connected with a similar area on the Austrian side of the border - the Falkenstein.
It was the close proximity to the Austrian border which resulted in the general neglect of the area and consequently, only a
fraction of the composed landscape, which remotely resembles Italian Tuscany, has been preserved till today.

The aim of the project, which was facilitated by the town of Mikulov, was to restore the neglected architectural and natural
elements of the historical landscape and to patch up the broken correlation with the Austrian Falkenstein. Among the
outputs of the project, in whose implementation we participated as partners, were stand regulation and restoration of the
park forest on Tichy Island, an expert landscaping study (Land Use Plan) of the entire cadastre area of Mikulov, a publication
of “Landscape of Our Ancestors” and an educational documentary, “Landscape of Our Ancestors”. The project was launched
in 2005 and concluded with an international conference on “Composed Landscape” which took place in the Mikulov Chateau
in May 2007.

The project was co-funded with European Union funds under the INTERREG Il A Initiative Programme and by the town of
Mikulov, Forests of the Czech Republic, State Enterprise, and Lower Morava BR, Public Benefit Corporation.

Ve spolupréaci s Lesnickou fakultou Mendelovy zemédélské a lesnické univerzity v Brné, jsme pfipravili mapu vyuziti
krajiny BR Dolni Morava.

Cilem projektu bylo vydat informacni materidl, ktery poskytne kartograficky, ciselny a procenticky prehled o vyuziti
Uzemi Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava. Materidl je vhodny k ndzornému hodnoceni ekologické stability krajiny
na zakladé formy vyuzivani Gzemi a jako takovy miZze slouZit jako pomUcka pfi vyuce ekologie na vsech typech skol
avinformacnich a vzdélavacich centrech.

Monitoring of the land cover development is an important
tool in nature and landscape conservation, as the function
of ecosystems on the landscape level is significantly deter-
mined by their spatial organization. Land use is thus one of
the key factors determining the quality of a given area.

In collaboration with the Faculty of Forestry and Wood
Technology of the Mendel University of Agriculture and
Forestry in Brno we prepared a land use map of the Lower
Morava BR.

The aim of the project was to publish an informational
material which would provide a cartographic, numeric
and proportional outline of land use in the Lower Morava
BR. The publication can be conveniently used for a visual assessment of the landscape's ecological stability on the basis of
land use forms, and as such it can be used as a visual tool in ecology lessons for all types of schools and in information and
educational centres.

Our objective was to contribute to the complementation of databases at municipal offices and state institutions which are
essentialin the course of decision-making on the concepts of alternative use of farmland in particular.

Landscaping in the Forests of LVCL

In the course of preparing the Management Plan of LVCL we, among other things, defined the weaknesses of the World
Heritage Site. Among them was the condition of the elementary landscape elements of the composed landscape of LVCL. In
collaboration with Forests of the Czech Republic, the Mendel University of Agriculture and Forestry in Brno and specialized
authorities of the Czech Republic, we thus executed an implementation project aiming to improve the condition of the World
Heritage Site and to provide its long-term maintenance, including financial calculations and sources. At the same time, the
project can be used as a basis for applying for grants from EU and Czech funds. The project will be utilized in the course of
preparing the new 2010-2019 Forest Management Plan for the Zidlochovice Forest Management Unit.

The project treated the restoration of aesthetic landscape components in forests, including their interconnection through
tree avenues in the open landscape of LVCL, which constitute the principal composition elements of the unique cultural
landscape listed as a World Heritage Site. It provided the groundwork for justifying the transformation of selected parts of
forests into the category of special purpose forests (forest of a park character), the restoration of forest tree avenues,
a project for the maintenance of grassland in forest vistas and in forest meadows, or for the plans of support car parks.

Pastviny and Kanci Game Preserve —
Projects of “Production Forest to
Suburban Forest” Transformation

Pastviny and Kanci Game Preserve are typical production forests in the vicinity of the town of Breclav, with little possibility of
extensive use for leisure and sport activities of the town inhabitants. The existing forest roads are not suitable for everyday
recreational use of visitors and are utilized only by heavy forest machinery. Soft forest paths outside the main logging roads
are often overgrown and insufficiently passable.

Aware of this, we prepared a project for the transformation of selected forest parts into the special-purpose-forest category
(suburban forests, forests of a park character) and for the optimization of the tourist and municipal infrastructure. Upon the
implementation of the proposed projects, an attractive area will emerge, especially designed for leisure activities and
education of both inhabitants and visitors to the town of Breclav.

The project contains a proposed draft of structure transformation for forest stands and meadows which should work as
a base for the new Forest Management Plan. The project was funded by Forests of the Czech Republic, State Enterprise.

Book “THE ALLAHY FISHPONDS, Restored Fishpond Network"

At the beginning of the year, a 90-page book was published, in which 16 experts (mostly natural scientists) assessed the
importance of a small fishpond network in the centre of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, which was restored by
Forests of the Czech Republic in 1999-2001. However, the purpose of the network restoration was not commercial. The
restoration of water and landscape relations was guided by efforts to restore and support conditions which would enhance
the diversity of species of the entire site and thus embellish one of the most popular places of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural
Landscape, World Heritage Site. The publication presents proof that a well-thought-out restoration can be highly successtful.
The book provides an abundance of interesting historical information, as its historical context in the development of a cultural
landscape is most significant. The conclusion of the book sums up the principles of essential site. management, which by
following will allow us to conserve the unique landscape and natural site even in the future. The quality of the publication was
further acknowledged with a second publication in Czech-English translation in the autumn, funded by Forests of the Czech
Republic. The book was used as official expert publicity material of the Czech Republic during the Conference of European
State Forests Organizations in Poland in November 2007.

The Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape covers almost half of the area of Lower Morava BR. The documentary focuses on the
nature and people of the area and testifies to the architectural and natural riches of the landscape between the Lednice and
Valtice chateaux. The film was made in 2000, and in 2001 it won the main MANA MATER prize at the Agrofilm Nitra film
festival. We commissioned a DVD version of the documentary in Czech, English and German versions, as well as its
production. The limited edition cover is dedicated to the 10" anniversary of the LVCL inscription on the World Heritage List
and its central photo, of a lion from the Lednice Chateau front facade, was taken by one of the best South Moravian
photographers, Jan Halady. The film is not only first-class publicity material, but it also invites its viewers to visit LVCL in every
season throughout the year. The project was funded by the South Moravian Region.

The accompanying commentary was provided by
Ing. Eva Horsakova, Project Manager of Lower Morava BR and author of the LVCL Management Plan. The commentary is in
both Czech and English, meaning that the map can also be distributed to foreign visitors to the area.

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Zasedani Mezioborové komise pro LVA (Lednice, 28. 11.2007)

Na pravidelném zasedani vladou ustanovené komise byl pfijat MP LVA jako dobre zpracovany dokument pro koncepci
LVA, ktery se MK CR zavazalo pFevzit od JmK jako podklad pro kompletaci dokument(i na Grovni UNESCO. Na tomto
jednanijsme také byli schvélenina pozici Site-Manager (koordinator Uzemi) pro LVA.

Mezinarodni workshop o managamentu kulturni krajiny (Lednice, 7. 12.2007, 50 osob)

Ve spolupraci se Zahradnickou fakultou MZLU a za financ¢niho prispéni Jihomoravského kraje jsme usporadali workshop
s ndzvem Lednicko-valticky aredl, management svétového kulturniho a pfirodniho dédictvi UNESCO. Kromé prednase-
jicich z Ceské republiky (za OPS Vybiral, Horsakova, Kabét) prezentovaly své zkugenosti s managementem kulturni
krajiny i Dr. Carla Maurano z italské expertni skupiny UNESCO pro kulturni krajiny a pani MA Sarah Simmonds z Velké
Britanie, koordindtorka Uzemi Avebury a Stonehenge.

Mezinarodnikonference Aliance kulturnich krajin svétového dédictvi (Spanélsko, 13.-15. 12.2007)
Ing. Horsékové predstavila Management plan LVA a nase dal3i aktivity na 1. Mezindrodni konferenci Aliance kulturnich
krajin svétového dédictvi (Conference of the Alliance of the Cultural Landscape World Heritage) ve Spanélském mésté
Aranjuez za pfitomnosti vyznamnych predstaviteld Aliance, zastupct kulturnich krajin Seznamu svétového dédictvi
UNESCO a expertt a vedoucich ciniteld UNESCO.

Public lecture on the European Beaverin Lednice (22. 1.2007, 22 attendants)

Ing. Vorel from the Czech University of Life Sciences in Prague presented the monitoring results, ethology and biology of the
European Beaver in a lecture for the general public. He presented proposed management of this species in terms of
safequarding its protection within the Natura 2000 network. According to this proposal, LVCL is to be included in Zone A,
which means the strictest degree of beaver protection. The following public discussion dealt with objections raised by both
the public and PBC against such an unequivocal solution within a World Heritage Site.

Publiclecture on the European Beaverin Breclav (24. 1.2007, 28 participants)

The presentation on the European Beaver and its future in the Czech Republic was delivered by Dr. Kostkan from Palacky
University in Olomouc. The lecture was concluded with an exchange of viewpoints between the lecturer and the public. Once
again, PBC asked for a due discussion and an assessment of the proposed protection measures in the context of World
Heritage Site conservation.

Public lecture on the Little Owl - an endangered species of the cultural landscape

(Breclav, 20. 2. 2007, 20 participants)

The lecture was co-organized by the local chapter of the Czech Union of Nature Conservationists and concentrated on the
results of a project of Little Owl monitoring. The general public was presented with figures on the current population numbers
of the Little Owl in South Moravia and with a comparison of these numbers to the neighbouring Austrian borderland, where
thanks to agro-environmental programmes local farmers create favourable conditions for the owl!'s existence.

Workshop with students from the Faculty of Horticulture of the Mendel University of Agriculture and
Forestry (Lednice, 14. 3. 2007, 8 participants)

Graduate students, whose diploma work focus was the landscape of Pohansko, discussed all the aspects of this LVCL part
from scientific, forestry and culturally-historical perspectives. These diploma works will form the basis for the proposal of
optimally designed tourist trails and for the establishment of unified information logistics for the southern part of the
Biosphere Reserve.

Specialist excursion focusing on environmental burden elimination (Lednice, 27. 4. 2007, 18 participants)
For the employees of the Romanian Ministry of the Environment we prepared a complex presentation of our activities, on the
principles of elimination of environmental burdens caused by oil and natural gas extraction, and on the utilization of
European Union funds for the environmental burden disposal. In the course of the ensuing field excursion we visited sites
with ongoing or completed environmental burden elimination. Every participant was presented with a collection of
information and publicity materials.

Specialist excursion for senior officers from regional departments of the environment and the Czech
EnvironmentInspection (Lanzhot, 3. 5. 2007, 32 participants)

Acting upon the request of the Ministry of the Environment of the Czech Republic we prepared an expert presentation and a
field excursion to the area of LVCL and Soutok (Confluence). The participants were given information on cultural landscape
management, with a special focus on the issues of the Management Plan and floodplain forest management. During the
field excursion participants learned complex information on the structure, work and activities of our PBC. The participants
were presented with basic information and publicity materials on the Lower Morava BR and our PBC.

Field excursion of University of South Bohemiastudents (Lanzhot, 12. 5. 2007, 14 participants)
In the area of Soutok (Confluence) we organized lectures on “Floodplain Forest Management in Wider Perspectives” and “Prin-
ciples of Sustainable Management in Floodplain Landscape” for the students and teachers of the University of South Bohemia.
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Field excursion for students of the Faculty of Horticulture of the Mendel University of Agriculture and
Forestry (Brod nad Dyji, 16. 5. 2007, 28 participants)

In collaboration with Forests of the Czech Republic we organized a field excursion in Brod nad Dyji and Novy Prerov sites for
the students of the Faculty of Horticulture in Lednice. The field excursion took participants through a complex of successful
afforestation of former farmland covering 73 ha which was carried out in 2003-2004. In the sites, successful group
afforestation and the planting of a new floodplain forest complex was ascertained. In Novy Prerov the students examined the
quality and success rate of bio-corridors established in wind erosion areas in the middle of vineyards. The students were
interested to learn new information on the floodplain forest and cultural landscape management.

International conference “Landscape of Our Ancestors” (Mikulov, 23.-24. 5. 2007, 60 participants)

The conference concluded a two-year project under the INTERREG IlIA Programme Czech Republic - Austria, where our PBC
played animportant role as a partner of the town of Mikulov, the main executor of the project. Prominent specialists from the
Czech Republic and Austria participated in the conference, which summarized all the important outcomes of the project. All
the participants concluded that the project greatly contributed to the understanding of cultural landscape development and
its role in the present world. On the second day, a field excursion to selected sites in the Austrian frontier region and Tichy
Island was organized. A study of possible landscaping changes in the Mikulov region was presented as a continuation of the
second stage of stand requlation on Tichy Island and a restoration of the Vicelinek and Muhlbach stream valleys.

Celebration of the 10" anniversary of the inscription of LVCL on the World Heritage List

(Lednice, 25.5.2007)

In order to commemorate the 10th anniversary of the inscription of LVCL on the World Heritage List, in collaboration with the
Lednice municipality and with a financial contribution from the Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic, we organized an
exhibition of awarded art work from a contest called “LV/CL Through Children's Eyes” for primary school students. We also
organized a photography exhibition, “L\VVCL Through a Photographer's Eyes” dedlicated to the work of Jan Halady. With co-
funding from the South Moravian Region we prepared a limited edition of “In the Landscape Under the Lednice Minaret”, a film
on the nature and people of L\V/CL, and an unconventional map of LVCL with drawings of its monuments by Ing.Arch. Ales Klose.

Workshop and field excursion of horticulture and landscape architecture specialists

(Lednice, 25.-26. 5. 2007, 15 participants)

In connection with the 10th anniversary of the inscription of LVCL on the World Heritage List and in collaboration with the
Faculty of Horticulture of Mendel University of Agriculture and Forestry, we organized a workshop for the project titled

“Landscaping in the Forests of LVCL" as a meeting of outstanding gardeners and landscape architects. We organized an
excursion to three sites (stand regulation on the banks of Mlynsky Fishpond, Three Graces and the Allahy Fishponds and
Lanske Meadows at the Soutok Game Preserve). The specialists agreed that the character of the composed landscape of
LVCL needs to be preserved, They assessed the implemented stand requlation as successful and provided us with a number of
expert observations and suggestions which will be included in a book of the proceedings. All the participants acknowledged
our activities connected with LVCL and expressed their opinion that regular meetings on similar occasions are highly
beneficial, as well as discussion of selected topics. We will endeavour to start a tradition of landscape specialist meetings. This
field excursion with its preceding workshop were the highlights of the celebrations to commemorate the 10% anniversary of
the inscription of LVCL on the World Heritage List.

Lecture for students of Palacky University Olomouc
(Lanzhot, 28. 5. 2007, 58 participants)

We organized a lecture and an ensuing discussion for the students
and teachers of Palacky University in Olomouc on “Cultural
Landscape and Floodplain Forest Management in the Lower
Morava BR and the Activities of its PBC”.

Annual meeting of the Canadian Biosphere Reserves
Association (Ontario, 31. 5.- 3. 6. 2007, 40 participants)

As the only representative from the Czech Republic and upon an invitation from the Canadian Biosphere Reserves Association,
ing Petr Cupa took part in the Association's annual meeting in the Georgian Bay BR in Parry Sound, Ontario. Representatives
from 13 existing and 2 proposed BR from all of Canada were present. The foreign guests included two Germans and a Swedlish
representative. The meeting's agenda included reports from individual BR on their activities in the past year and an introduction
to the most important ongoing or prepared projects. All the presentations stressed the importance of sustainable development
promotion. Following the organizers' request, Mr. Cupa gave a presentation during the introductory session on the history of
BRs and the local MAB Programme in the Czech Republic, as well as on the Lower Morava BR, its characteristics, organizational
structure and management, the involvement of the general public in the BR activities and most importantly, on our experience
of ongoing projects in BR. The presentation was highly received, since even in comparison with its Canadian counterparts the
Lower Morava BR produces a very high standard of work. This was reflected both in the ensuing discussion and in an offer of
collaboration on an international project “Model Forest”, which implements efficient forest management methods and
simultaneously strives to conserve biological diversity. Our BR was also asked to give counsel in the course of preparations of

Petr Cupa (BR Dolni Morava) — Rebecca Pollock (CBRA)
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a book called “Projects for Biosphere Sustainability”, which the Canadian University of Waterloo is preparing as a tool for its BR
network. The meeting's participants acknowledged the activities of the Lower Morava BR in the cultural landscape, as well as its
efforts to work as a discussion platform for different interest groups.

International Conference on Wetlands (Trebon, 6. 6. 2007, 48 participants)

The conference on “Ecohydrological Approaches to Wise Use, Restoration, Management and Conservation of Wetlands”
was organized by the Czech MAB Committee in co-operation with ENKI Trebon. Mr. Viybiral delivered a presentation on
“Floodplain Forest Management in the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve”. The participants found our contribution highly
useful and inspirational.

Field excursion under the “Community Rivers” project (Lednice, 7.-8. 6. 2007, 15 participants)

In 2004, the South Moravian Region joined the “Community Rivers” project, which focuses on the cleanliness of European
rivers. In the course of the last meeting in Brno, which took place in the autumn of 2005, project partners attended our
lecture on the Lower Morava BR. They found it interesting and expressed a wish to directly see some aspects in their natural
environment. Therefore, we organized a day field trip to LVCL and the area of Soutok (Confluence) for participants of an
international conference which was once again held in Brno. Guests from the Netherlands, Spain, Great Britain and the
Czech Republic took part in the field trip.

Field excursion of Hungarian and Dutch experts on water management (24. 7. 2007, 10 participants)

Under the international project called “The Use of Natural Materials and New Methods In the Restoration of Water Streams
and In Flood-Control and Landscaping Works”, a group of Hungarian and Dutch experts visited the Lower Morava BR with
the aim to study the issues of water-management measures in large rivers floodplains. This large-scale international project
strives to exchange information and to look for possible joint projects within the Danube basin. For the conference
participants we organized a field excursion to the Dyje river floodplain.

International Model Forest Network (Breclav, 10.9.2007)

Mr. Don Giannace from the Canadian headquarters came to informally assess the suitability of the Lower Morava BR to be
incorporated into the International Model Forest Network (IMFN, hereafter network). The network is a voluntary association
of partners from around the world working toward the common goal of sustainable management of forest landscapes and
natural resources. The term “model forest” as the network's common denominator is slightly misleading at present. Even

though, at the beginning, the program focused only on forest management, it has expanded, and at present it encompasses
the sustainable management of the entire landscape, where forests constitute only one of many components.

The “Model Forest” program involves complex relationships between people, communities, industries, governments, non-
governmental organizations and other groups. The network fosters international cooperation and exchange of ideas relating
to the working concept of sustainable landscape management. It supports ongoing international discussion on the criteria
and principles of sustainable development and it promotes cooperation between forest sciences and social sciences in the
search for a balance that underlies all the new models of forest management.

The meeting and field excursion resulted in Mr.Giannace's statement that both the Lower Morava BR and our PBC fulfil all the
criteria for being included in the International Model Forest Network.

Lecture for the Historians'Club (Hustopece, 10. 10. 2007, 53 participants)

The lecture for the Historians' Club on our activities and the implementation of the Seville Strategy philosophy in South
Moravia was followed by an inspiring discussion. The participants appreciated our activities as a possible model of active
protection of the South Moravian cultural landscape. The club members expressed their interest in a field excursion to the
area of our BR and they would like to continue our cooperation in the next year as well.

Seminar “People and Waterin the Dyje River Basin” (Brno, 23. 10. 2007, 19 participants)

In the conference room of the Morava River Basin headquarters a seminar for the mayors and other representatives of local
governments, NGOs and other organizations took place. Its key objective was to improve the communication between water
managers, local inhabitants and environmentalists. We gave a presentation on “The Potential for Joint Proceedings in Solving
Water Management Issues in the Area of the Dyje River (Strengths and Weaknesses of Possible Cooperation)”.

World Owl Conference on research and protection of owls

(the Netherlands, 31. 10.-5. 11. 2007, 150 participants)

At the World Owl Conference in Dutch Groningen we presented the activities which are conducted in the area of the Lower
Morava BR. Specialists from Europe, Asia, Africa, North and South Americas participated in the conference. Apart from
information on our panel on “The Owls of the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve”, those interested had access to
informational brochures of the same title which illustrated active owl protection in the area and our work with the general
public. The contribution of our BR was received very well, as could be seen from the immediate reactions of the conference
participants, as well as the successfully distributed 130 pieces of the informational brochures. More information on this major
international event can be found on www.worldowlconference.com.
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EUROMAB 2008
(Turkey, 12.-17. 11. 2007, 130 participants)
After two years, another reqular meeting of European and North Ameri-

can biosphere reserves associated in EUROMAB took place. Guests from
32 countries participated in the event whose motto was “Bridging Scien-
ce and Society”. The program was diivided into five thematic groups:

I. How to use biosphere reserves as learning sites for
sustainable development and what are the contributions to
the UN Decade of Education for Sustainable Development?

II. How to enhance the capacity of biosphere reserve to

mitigate/abate and adapt to climate change?
How does zonation of a biosphere reserve contribute to
sustainable development?

V. How to better reach and capture the economic and social benefits of BR?

V. How can biosphere reserves deal with environmental transformations such as urbanization and in-/out migration?
The Czech Republic was represented by RNDr. Eva Jelinkova from the Czech National MAB Committee, two representatives
of Sumava National Park and one representative of Krkonose National Park. Two presentations from the Czech Republic (in
sections |. and IV) were selected for the program, both of which were presented by their author Mr. Petr Cupa. Apart from the
presentations, we participated by exhibiting a poster and by offering most of the materials published by the Lower Morava
BR. The presented information on the Lower Morava BR and the activities of our PBC was found to be contributive, entirely in
concord with the MAB program and worth following. The appreciative interest in our BR resulted in offers of cooperation
with German BRs (Pfazerwald and Rhon BR), Austrian (Wienerwald and Grosses Walserthal BR), Swedish (Kinnekulle BR)
and Canadian (Georgian Bay BR) biosphere reserves. The conference also worked as partial preparation of the 3 World
Biosphere Reserves Congress, which is to take place in Madrid in February 2008.

Celebratory 8 Trilateral Congress of Countries Sharing Ramsar Wetlands

(Bratislava, 15. 11. 2007, 54 participants)

We took part in a celebratory 8 Trilateral Congress of Countries Sharing Ramsar Wetlands. The event was attended by
permanent secretaries of the Ministers of the Environment from the Czech Republic, Slovakia and Austria and the meeting
included diploma awards.

Public debate over the LVCL Management Plan (Lednice, 20. 11. 2007; Valtice, 20. 11. 2007; Hlohovec, 26. 11. 2007

The general public was given a presentation on the LVVCL Management Plan as a vision for the future development of LVCL,
including the explanation of its significance and its relations to international agreements adopted by the Czech Republic. In
the course of the ensuing public debate, the importance of Lower Morava BR and the role of our PBC as a coordinator of
developments within LVCL was clarified and posed questions were answered.

Meeting with Vaclav Klaus, President of the Czech Republic (Lednice, 25. 11. 2007 )
At the occasion of the president's visit paid to South Moravia, we accepted the opportunity to take part in a meeting held at
the municipal office in Lednice and introduce our activities and the Lower Morava BR.

Meeting of the Interdisciplinary Committee for LVCL (Lednice, 28. 11. 2007 )

At the regular meeting of the government-appointed committee, LVCL Management Plan was accepted as a well-processed
concept document for LVCL. The Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic pledged to accept it from the South Moravian
Region as a basis for completion of documentation to be submitted to UNESCO. The same meeting also authorized us as the
Site Manager for LVCL.

Internationalworlkshop on culturallandscape management (Lednice, 7. 12. 2007, 50 participants)

In collaboration with the Faculty of Horticulture of the Mendel University of Agriculture and Forestry and under partner-
funding of the South Moravian Region, we organized a workshop titled “The Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape,
Management of a World Heritage Site”. Apart from lecturers from the Czech Republic (Mr.Viybiral, Mrs. Horsakova, Mr. Kabat
as representatives of PBC), the experience with cultural landscape management was presented also by Dr. Carla Maurano
from the UNESCO Expert Group on Cultural Landscapes and by MA Sarah Simmonds from the UK, World Heritage Site
Officer for Avebury and Stonehenge.

International Conference of the Alliance of the Cultural Landscape World Heritage

(Spain, 13.-15. 12. 2007 )

Ing. Horsakova presented the LVCL Management Plan and our related activities at the 1st International Conference of the Alliance
of the Cultural Landscape World Heritage in the Spanish town of Aranjuez, which was attended by a number of prominent
members of the Alliance, representatives of World Heritage Cultural Landscapes and experts and UNESCO authorities.
