Nase aktivity byly ztizeny tim, Ze byla
omezena setkavani vétsich skupin lidi, pfesto planované vystupy nejdllezitéjsich projektd nasi

obecné prospésné spolecnosti (OPS) byly dosazeny.

0d pocatku roku se naplno rozbéhly stavebni aktivity na Zameckém rybniku v Lednici, ktery po
dvou stech letech prochazi celkovou revitalizaci. Nejprve se metodou odsavani zvodnélych sedi-
mentU premistilo vice neZ 30 tis. m® bahna ze zapadni ¢asti rybnika na pozemek obce Lednice
u Nové Dyje. Tyto prace probihaly pfi provozni hladiné rybnika od ledna do poloviny fijna a navstév-
nici parku nebyli nikterak omezeni. Po vypusténi rybnika byl proveden naro¢ny zachranny transfer
takika jedné tuny Gty druhl Skebli do toku Zamecké Dyje a odlovena rybi obsadka. V listopadu
a béhem prosince nastoupila téZka technika bagrli a obojzivelnych nékladnich prepravnikd, které
zahédjily stavebni Gpravy ve dné rybnika. Bylo potfeba obnovit plvodni rozméry rozplavenych biehd
ostrovU a zajistit jejich dlouhodobou stabilizaci kamennymi hrazkami a dievénymi zabranami. Vét-
Sina projektovanych stavebnich praci probéhne do konce bfezna roku 2022. Poté se rybnik opét
naplni vodou a pro turistickou sezonu bude krasnéjsi nez dfiv. Zbyvajici prace probéhnou nasle-
dujici zimni obdobi 2022 - 2023. Na projektu je tfeba vyzvednout spolupraci vSech zi¢astnénych
subjektd, tj. Narodniho pamatkového Ustavu, Agentury ochrany pfirody a krajiny, MND, a. s., obce
Lednice, firmy Alcaplast Bfeclav, Povodi Moravy a dalSich.

Vzpomnéli jsme 25. vyroCi zapisu Lednicko-valtického arealu na Seznam svétového dédictvi
UNESCO. K vyroci byla vytvofena vystava o 25 panelech, ktera bude k vidéni po cely rok 2022 na
dohodnutych mistech v Lednicko-valtickém arealu (LVA). Velkym projektem byly aktivity v ramci
programu Modelovy les CR, nebo projekt ,Monitoring biodiverzity a ekologickych zmén luznich lest
a luk v oblasti soutoku fek Dyje a Moravy“. Timto projektem chceme pfispét k dustojné debaté
0 komplexnim vyznamu luznich lest v oblasti Soutoku a ukazat, ze je tfeba co nejvice objektivnich
informaci o sou¢asném stavu celého ekosystému luznich lesU, aby se, v piipadé pfijimani systé-
movych rozhodovani o udrzitelném hospodareni a ochrané biodiverzity, nebo revitalizaci zaniklych
mokfadnich biotopu, pfedeslo zbytecnym chybam.

DalSi aktivity, kterych je v oblasti BR DM kazZdoro¢né cela fada, najdete rozepsané v predkladané
vyrocni zprave.

V roce 50. vyro&i vzniku Programu Clovék a biosféra bylo na celém svété 721 biosférickych rezer-
vaci. Zvlasté v rozvojovém svété jsou BR nadéji na zachranu poslednich zbytkd ptvodnich ekosys-
tému. Tato jejich role nabyva na duleZitosti, nebot poCet obyvatelstva na Zemi roste (na konci roku
2022 nés bude ziejmé jiz 8 miliard!) a hlad po pldé je stale vétsi. Vzdyt jen v loniském roce bylo vy-
kaceno 12 milion( hektar tropickych prales, to je rozloha pFiblizné o velikosti Ceska a Slovenska.
Je na zamysleni, jak se k alarmujicim Gdajim o likvidaci pavodnich ekosystému ze svéta mame
stavét. Patiime k nejbohatsim a nejvzdélanéjsim statim svéta, mame vlastni zkuSenosti se znice-
nim nasi puvodni pfirody i s jeji obnovou a udrZitelnym vyuZzivanim, zname rizika dal$iho oteplovani
zemskeé atmosféry. Napiiklad Holandsko, které se citi byt ohrozeno vzristajici vySkou hladin ocea-
nl, podporuje zachranu a obnovu horskych lesti v Himalgjich, a viastné na celém svété. Prostied-
nictvi holandské nadace FACE byla také podpofena vysadba a obnova lest v KrkonosSich ¢astkou
Vé&tsi nez 350 mil. K&. Svycarsko podporuje ochranu pralesti na Madagaskaru a celosvétovou kam-
pan za vysadbu a obnovu lesu ve vybranych ¢astech svéta. V nasi zemi ale soustfedujeme nemalé
Gsili @ mnoho finanénich prostfedk( na to, abychom ,Iépe (a pohoding, bez jakéhokoliv rizikal)
chranili pfirodu“ a pfitom daleko méné penéz a lidského kapitalu by mohlo doslova ,zachranit* ¢i
obnovit tisice hektart tropickych pralesu. Takovy promySleny ambiciézni program by urcité prospél
pfirodé vic nez zakladani dalSich narodnich parkd v kulturnich lesich nasi krasné zemé. Poskytl
by moznosti pro realizaci nasich student(, mladych védci a manazert k ziskani neocenitelnych
zkuSenosti a pro nas stat urcité vetsi prestiz...

Nase kazdoro¢ni aktivity byly i v roce 2021 velmi pestré. Dik za vSestrannou podporu patfi zaklada-
telm, ¢lentm spravni a dozoréi rady BR DM, o. p. s. a nasim pfiznivem jak v regionu, tak mimo néj
doma i v zahranici. Bez nich a jejich pozitivni odezvy by naSe prace neméla smyslu.

Vérim, Ze i rok 2022 bude pro BR Dolni Morava, o. p. s. pfilezitosti a vyzvou dokazat dal$imi Gspés-
nymi aktivitami smys| Programu Clovék a biosféra.

V roce 2021 jsme si pfipomnéli 50 let od doby, kdy vznikl na ptidé OSN, Organizace pro vzdélani, védu
a kulturu (UNESCO) mezinarodni Program Clovék a biosféra (Man and the Biosphere - MaB), jeho? hlav-
nim cilem je zlepSeni vztahu Elovéka k Zivotnimu prostredi pomoci rozumného a udrzitelného hospoda-
feni's pfirodnimi zdroji, s vyuzitim jak védeckych poznatkd, tak tradicnich znalosti. Cile Programu MAB
jsou realizovany prostfednictvim zvlasté vybranych Gzemi nazvanych biosférické rezervace (biosphere
reserves = BR), sdruzenych ve Svétové siti biosférickych rezervaci UNESCO. Pfestoze oznaceni ,rezerva-
ce*, by mélo byt chapano ve smyslu slova rezerva, v mnoha jazycich, véetné ¢eského, bohuzel nepresné
akcentuje pouze ochranaiskou stranku préce BR, kterd, pfes svlj nesporny vyznam, tvofi jen jednu
z jejich funkci.

Biosférické rezervace jsou navrhovany narodnimi viadami a vyhlasovany Mezinarodni koordinacni ra-
dou MAB. Na Gzemi kazdé BR se také vzdy nachazeji lokality narodniho systému chranénych Gzemi,
pfipadné jina, i mezinarodné uznana, Gzemi (lokality Svétového dédictvi UNESCO, Ramsarské mokrady,
lokality Natura 2000 atd.).

V biosférickych rezervacich jsou vytvareny a testovany inovativni pristupy k udrzitelnému ekonomickému
rozvoji, za souc¢asného zajlstem ochrany a rozumneho vyuzwam pfirodnich i kulturnich ekosystému.
V praxi se jednd o hledani a udrzitelné ochrany pfirody a kulturnich
hodnot prostrednlctwm udmtelnych kazdodennich lidskych aktivit. Diky tomu se nékdy biosférickym
rezervacim fika ,Zivouci laboratofe“ nebo ,vyukové laboratore udrzitelného hospodareni“.

Ve vétSiné zemi svéta ochranu pfirody, a také pamatek, zajistuji jako svij jediny cil, Gzce specializované
a vétsinou vladni instituce. Na rozdil od nich maji biosférické rezervace Sirsi a vyvazenéjsi zabér. Re-
spektuji a podporuji ty lidské cinnosti v krajiné, které vedou k jejimu pozitivnimu udrziteInému rozvoji.
Zustavaji oteviengjsi Gcasti zainteresovanych subjektl a fungovani spiSe v roviné ,agentury udrzitelné-
ho rozvoje“ nez Cisté ochranafské organizace nebo organy statni spravy.
VSechny BR maji spolecné tfi r é funkce, kterymi jsou:

1. Ochrana pfirodni a kulturni riznorodosti

2. Podpora udrzitelného ek ickéh j

3. Podpora vy

Nezbytnym prvkem spravy kazdé BR musi byt participacni element, umoznujici plnohodnotné zapojeni
zainteresovanych subjektd, napf. samosprav a obyvatel, statni spravy, zastupcu podnikatelskych sub-
jektd i ochranarskych skupin a také odbornikl na piirodovédné i spolecenské obory, do koordinace
lzemi. S pfimym rovnocennym zapojenim riznych subjekt(l do spravy a rozhodovani o biosférické re-
zervaci pracuje v CR v sougasnosti pouze Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava a to na platformé obecné
prospésné spole¢nosti.

V ramci Programu MAB bylo do Celosvétové sité biosférickych rezervaci v roce 2021 zahrnuto 727 bio-
sférickych rezervaci ve 131 zemich, z toho Sest jich bylo na Gzemi Ceské republiky (Sumava, Krkonose,
Krivoklatsko, Treborisko, Bilé Karpaty a Dolni Morava).

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava vznikla v ¢ervenci roku 2003 rozsitenim byvalé Biosférické rezerva-
ce Palava (vyhlaSena v roce 1986) o Lednicko-valticky areél (LVA) a luzni lesy na soutoku Moravy a Dyje.

Krajinnou dominantou biosférické rezervace jsou vapencova bradla Palavy, se stranémi pokrytymi su-
chomilnymi travniky, listnatymi lesy, ale také vinicemi a poli. Severni, jizni a vychodni Casti biosférické
rezervace jsou intenzivné hospodarsky vyuZivany. Centralni ¢ast biosférické rezervace tvofi kompono-
vana krajina Lednicko-valtického arealu, vytvorena Clovékem v 19. stoleti, od roku 1986 zapsana na
Seznamu svétového dédictvi UNESCO. V jihovychodnim cipu Gzemi se nachazi nejrozsahlejsi komplex

luzniho lesa a luznich luk (celkem asi 8000 ha) v Ceské republice.

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava zahrnuje velké mnoZstvi lokalit narodniho i mezinarodniho vyzna-
mu. Mezi né patfi napfiklad Gzemi evropské soustavy Natura 2000, zvlasté chranéna Gzemi v Cele
s Chranénou krajinnou oblasti Palava, Lednicko - valticky areal - Pamatka svétového dédictvi UNESCO,
mokfady evidované Ramsarskou Gmluvou, dva pfirodni parky (Niva Dyje a MikulCicky luh) a dalSi.

V roce 2004 vznikla, za Gcasti zainteresovanych subjekt(i, obecné prospésné spolecnost Biosféricka
rezervace Dolni Morava, o. p. s., (OPS), ktera byla povéfena zajisténim koordinace Biosférické rezer-
vace Dolni Morava. V Ceské republice se jedna o jedinou biosférickou rezervaci, ktera je koordinovana
nevladni organizaci, v jejichZ organech jsou zastoupeni zastupci podnikatelskych subjektt, obci, statni
spravy, profesnich organizaci, neziskovych organizaci a univerzit pisobicich na Gzemi biosférické rezer-
vace. Tento zpUsob spravy biosférické rezervace byl v roce 2014 oznacen v ramci UNESCO jako mode-
lovy pro Celosvétovou sit BR. Presto zustava v nasich podminkéach ojedinély a fizeni zbylych ¢eskych
BR je okrajové spojeno s vykonem pfislusné spravy chranéné krajinné oblasti nebo narodniho parku.

Bude pracovat na projektu revitalizace Zdmeckého ryb-
nika v Lednici a pokracovat v pripravé revitalizacnich projektd dalSich vybranych rybnikl. Bude plnit
funkei koordinatora Lednicko-valtického areélu a realizovat aktivity v rémci spolednosti Modelovy les CR.
Dalsim cilem bude spoluprace s obcemi, podnikatelskymi subjekty a statnimi organy pfi hledani udrzitel-
ného managementu BR DM a pokusi se posilit vazby s novym vedenim Ministerstva Zivotniho prostfedi.

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Just like the rest of us, Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve (LMBR) had to deal with problems related
to the protective measures taken by the Czech government with the aim to eliminate the worst
effects of the spreading epidemic of different mutated versions of the original Covid-19 in 2021. Our
activities were hampered by restrictions imposed on meetings of larger groups of people. Despite this,
the planned outcomes of the key projects of our Public Benefit Corporation (PBC) have been achieved.

The start of the year saw the full-scale launch of construction works at Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice,
which is undergoing a general restoration for the first time in two hundred years. Initially, over
30,000 m® sediments were removed from the fishpond s western part to a plot of land owned by the
Lednice Municipality in the vicinity of the Nova Dyje river. These works took place between January and
mid-October while maintaining the fishpond “s normal operating level and not restricting access to the
chateau park. After the fishpond had been drained, almost a ton of four clam species was transferred
into the Zamecka Dyje stream, which proved to be a challenging rescue operation, with the fish stock
removed as well. November and December saw the deployment of heavy machinery in the form of
excavators and amphibious trucks to launch construction works at the bottom of the fishpond. It was
necessary to restore the original shape of eroded island banks and to stabilize them with stone walls
and wooden barriers. Most of the planned construction works will be finished by the end of March
2022. The fishpond will then be refilled with water to look its best for the upcoming tourist season.
The remaining works will be implemented in winter 2022 - 2023. At this point | would like to praise
the exemplary collaboration of all stakeholders, encompassing the National Heritage Institute, Nature
Conservation Agency of the Czech Republic, MND a.s., Lednice Municipality, Alcaplast Breclav or
Morava River Basin.

We celebrated the 25th anniversary of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape inscription on the
World Heritage List. A set of 25 panels was created and will be exhibited at agreed venues throughout
the World Heritage Site during 2022. Our activities within the Model Forest Czech Republic as well as
the project “Monitoring of Biodiversity and Environmental Changes in Floodplain Forests and Meadows
at the Confluence of the Dyje and Morava Rivers” required a large amount of work as well. The latter
project aims to contribute to a well-founded discussion on the complex significance of the floodplain
forests in the area of Soutok (Confluence) and to provide enough objective information on the current
state of the entire floodplain forest ecosystem to avoid unnecessary damage when systemic decisions
are taken with regard to sustainable management and conservation of biodiversity as well restoration
of extinct wetland habitats.

Description of the remaining numerous activities, which took place within Lower Morava Biosphere
Reserve last year, can be found in this Annual Report.

In the year which marked the 50th anniversary of the Man and the Biosphere Programme, a total of 721
biosphere reserves could be found worldwide. Particularly in developing countries, biosphere reserves
offer hope for conservation of the last remnants of native ecosystems. The importance of this role
has been further enhanced by the fact that world “s population continues to grow (at the end of 2022
the expected population will probably reach 8 billion people!) and the demand for land seems to be
insatiable. Last year alone, 12 million hectares of virgin forests were felled, which represents an area
of both the Czech Republic and Slovakia combined.

Such alarming data on the extinction of world “s native ecosystems provide us with more than enough
food for thought. We are among the richest and most educated countries in the world, we have
experienced the destruction of our native ecosystems, their restoration and sustainable use, we are
aware of the risks of further warming of Earth’s atmosphere. The Netherlands, feeling threatened
by rising ocean levels, have been promoting the conservation and restoration of mountain forests in
the Himalayas as well as elsewhere in the world. With the support of the Dutch foundation FACE, over CZK
350 million was spent on planting and restoration of forests in the Krkonose Mts. Switzerland supports
virgin forest conservation in Madagascar and campaigns globally for the planting and restoration of
forests in different parts of the world. Yet, our country channels a lot of efforts and finances into “better
(convenient and risk-free!) nature conservation”, although much fewer funds and less human capital
could literally “save” or restore thousands of hectares of tropical forests. Doubtlessly, a well-thought-
out and ambitious programme would benefit the environment better than designation of yet another
national park in the cultural forests of our beautiful country. It would offer countless opportunities for
the professional development of our students, young scientists and managers and would earn our
country much-needed prestige...

Our annual activities were more than diverse in 2021 as well. Our thanks for their complex support go
out to our founders, members of the Board of Directors and the Advisory Board, as well as our domestic
and international supporters both within the region and outside it. Without them and their positive
feedback our work would not be worthwhile.

I trust that 2022 will present our Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve with opportunities and challenges
which will allow us to prove that the Man and the Biosphere Programme is highly relevant and worth
every effort taken.

Man and the Biosphere (MAB)
Programme and biosphere reserves
celebrate 50 years of existence!

In 2021 we commemorated 50 years since the time when the international Man and the Biosphere
(MAB) Programme was founded by the United Nations Organization. Its primary aim has been to improve
relationships between people and their environments using sensible and sustainable management of
natural resources through the application of scientific findings and practical experience. The MAB
Programme goals are implemented in specially selected areas called biosphere reserves within
the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere Reserves. Although the term “reserve” should be understood
in its broader original meaning of “retaining for future use”, in many languages, including Czech, it
inaccurately accentuates the conservationist aspect of BR activities, which despite their indisputable
importance represent just one of BR‘s many functions.
Biosphere reserves (BRs) are nominated by national governments and designated by the MAB
International Co-ordinating Council. Each BR also always encompasses sites within the national system
of protected areas and possibly also other, internationally recognized sites (World Heritage Sites,
Ramsar wetlands, Natura 2000 sites, etc.).
Biosphere reserves create and test innovative approaches to sustainable economic development while
safeguarding the conservation and sensible use of natural and cultural ecosystems. In practice this
involves looking for ways to conserve natural and cultural values in a flexil ic, and bl
igh everyday le human activities. That is why biosphere reserves are sometimes
referred to as “living laboratories” or “learning laboratories for sustainability”.
In most countries it is usually highly specialized and predominantly state institutions which safeguard
nature and historical monument conservation as their only goal. Unlike them, biosphere reserves have
a much broader and more balanced scope of activities. They respect and support human activities
which enhance the positive devel t of the land: They are more open to
the participation of stakeholders and operate more at the level of “sustainable development agencies”
rather than purely conservationist organizations or state administration bodies.
All BRs are obliged to fulfil three equally :mportant functions:

1. Conservation of I and culi y
2. Support of inabl ic devel t
3. Support of research, itoring and i tal ed

The territory of each BR must be divided into three zones. The core zone is designated purely for
biodiversity conservation. The buffer zone surrounds the core zones, protecting them from outside
impacts. It is utilized for activities in accord with nature conservation and sustainable ecological
procedures, including environmental research and education, recreation, or ecotourism. The remaining
area of a BR consists of the transition zone or the zone of cooperation, where the implementation
of MAB philosophy has the greatest impact and where everyday management and other uses of
the landscape and nature resources take place, with special emphasis on sustainable management.
These zones do not represent a graded system of nature conservation but a functional division whose
aim is to enable biosphere reserves fulfil their three fundamental functions.

It is imperative that every BR should promote participat t, which enables equal
participation of all stakeholders, including local governments and inhabitants, state administration,
representatives of local businesses and conservation groups as well as natural and social scientists in
landscape coordination. Lower Morava BR is the only BR in the Czech Republic to directly and equally
involve various stakeholders in the management and decision-making processes on the platform of
a Public Benefit Corporation.

In 2021 the MAB Programme under its World Network of Biosphere Reserves encompassed a total
of 727 BRs in 131 countries, six of them on the territory of the Czech Republic (Sumava, Krkonose,
Krivoklatsko, Trebon Basin, Bilé Karpaty and the Lower Morava BR).

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was designated in July 2003 as an extension of the former Palava
Biosphere Reserve (designated in 1986) to encompass the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape (LVCL)
and the floodplain forests at the confluence of the Morava and Dyje Rivers.

Its dominant feature are the limestone cliffs of the Palava Hills covered with grasslands, broadleaved
forests as well as vineyards and fields. The northern, southern, and eastern parts of the BR are subject
to intensive agricultural use. The central part of the BR consists of a composed landscape artificially
created in the 19th century which has been listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1986.
The south-eastern part of the reserve houses the largest complex of floodplain forests and alluvial
meadows (some 8,000 ha) in the Czech Republic.

The Lower Morava BR encompasses numerous sites of both national and international importance,
among them Natura 2000 sites, specially protected areas spearheaded by the Palava Protected
Landscape Area, Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, World Heritage Site, Ramsar Sites and two nature
parks (Dyje Floodplain and the MikulCice Floodplain Nature Parks).

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation, was established in 2004 with
the participation of stakeholders and was entrusted with the coordination of activities administered by
the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve. In the context of the Czech Republic it is the only biosphere reserve
coordinated by a non-governmental organization within whose governing bodies are representatives
of local businesses, state administration bodies, municipalities, professional associations, non-
governmental organizations and universities active in the BR territory. This type of BR management was
internationally recognized and in 2014 was declared a model site for the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves. Still, its management model remains unique within the country. The remaining Czech BRs
are still administered by some state nature conservation body, be it a Protected Landscape Area or
a National Park.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, PBC, provides the following public benefit services:

* organizational, institutional, factual and personnel provision of activities administered by the Lower
Morava Biosphere Reserve (hereinafter BR) as part of the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere
Reserves,

participation in activities relevant to the Lower Morava BR, including the coordination of these
activities with state administration bodies, municipal authorities, stakeholders, educational and
scientific institutions, businesses, general public and other bodies,

participation in mediating and procuring advisory, financial and coordinating services which relate
to the Lower Morava BR and its development, in accordance with the UNESCO regulations on
the World Network of Biosphere Reserves,

safeguarding the commissioning, development and regular update of an open information
database on the Lower Morava BR and on the scientific, economic and development activities
relating to the area or existence of the BR,

participation in publishing both periodic and non-periodic materials and proceedings, including
informative and methodological publications printed, electronic, audio-visual and multimedia, as
well as their presentation, distribution and sale,

participation in educational activities in a spirit of promoting the principles of sustainable lifestyle,
in particular those of nature and landscape conservation and the rational management of natural
resources,

providing information services for the general public,

participation in organizing scientific conferences, forums, training courses and exhibitions relating
to the Lower Morava BR,

establishment and management of model facilities,

fostering international cooperation in matters relating to the Lower Morava BR and the World
Network of Biosphere Reserves,

promoting and enforcing activities aimed at economic and demographic development of the Lower
Morava BR and the entire region,

providing mediatory services in cases of disputes and conflicts arising from the existence and
activities of the Lower Morava BR.

The Corporation provides public benefit services under equal conditions with the objective to support all
stakeholders and activities aimed at the development of the BR territory in accordance with conditions
and regulations stipulated by the Man and the Biosphere Programme.

All activities conducted in 2021 were in accordance with the 2016-2025 Action Plan and in concord
with the conditions of the Man and the Biosphere Programme.

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OTHER ACTIVITIES

Activities which representatives of our PBC engaged in during 2021 were affected by the restrictions
concerning free movement and meeting in groups.

Lectures, presentations and field excursions

As the year before, pandemic restrictions in 2021 moved most meetings with Mendel University students
to the online space. Only three online lectures were organized during the year. Two of them were designed
for Czech students and were delivered under the expert lecture programme. The first focused on “The
Importance of Biosphere Reserves and Model Forests for Sustainable Development” and introduced
the students to the issue of safeguarding biodiversity conservation through the sustainable use of
natural resources and the contribution of biosphere reserves and model forests towards sustainable
management. The second lecture focused on the application of forest management know-how in
developing countries, compared different ways of nature conservation and provided examples of both
good and bad practices in motivating local inhabitants towards the sustainable use of natural resources.
The third lecture was designed for international students of Landscape Ecology and presented the topic
“The Importance of Biosphere Reserves for Sustainable Development of Landscapes”.

Participation in kshop “Adapting the Agri Land: to Climate Change”

At the end of the year, a workshop organized by the Regional Development Agency South Moravia
in collaboration with the South Moravian Region was held in the eco-centre of the Sardice Society
for Nature and Gamekeeping. Its topic was adaptation of agricultural landscapes to climate change.
It was delivered by doc. Petr Marada who shared practical experience with agricultural practices
which mitigate the negative impacts of climate change. The event included a field trip during which
participants were given the opportunity to inspect the implemented measures. Lower Morava BR
found it particularly beneficial to be able to exchange experience with other stakeholders, primarily
municipalities and farmers who implemented similar projects.

Partici in p “Participative Planning”

Mendel University, in collaboration with Austrian partners, prepared a workshop on participative
planning of landscape projects under the Interreg Czech Republic -Austria initiative. Meeting at the site
under the Mlynsky Fishpond dam near Lednice, participants from the Czech Republic and Austria could
test how involvement of different stakeholders in the planning processes works in practice to reach
the maximum consensus of different landscape users. Representatives of Lower Morava BR, as one of
the stakeholders, played an active role in this model situation and were given the opportunity to stress
the issues of sustainable use and specific protection of sites within biosphere reserves.

Meetings with stakeholders within BR and outside it ...

Activities of Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, P.B.C. in PEFC Czech Republic

The Programme for the Endorsement of Forest Certification Schemes (PEFC) is one of the existing
international certification schemes endorsing sustainable forest management. Czech Republic is one
of the 11 founding members which established the PEFC Council in 1999. The PEFC Council is an
independent, non-profit, international organization registered in Geneva which provides a framework
for creating and mutual recognition of independent national certification schemes. Lower Morava
Biosphere Reserve has been a member of PEFC Czech Republic since 2012. This association of
legal persons is in charge of the Czech scheme of forest certification and unites representatives of
forestry, wood processing industry, educational and research institutions, trade unions, environmental
organizations, state administration and other stakeholder groups.

In mid-September, assembly of PEFC CR was held in Rynartice in the Czech Switzerland National Park.
Its agenda included Activity Report for 2020, updated information on latest developments in the Czech
Republic and the world. Ing. Jaroslav Rygl was elected the new Chairman of the PEFC CR Board, ing.
Jan Viybiral was confirmed as the auditor of the association. The new chairman presented his vision
of development focusing on active negotiations with the political representatives of the state with
respect to recognition of forestry and wood-processing industry as important spheres of high economic,
environmental and social value. The event included a field trip visiting selected sites of the national
park, with Tomas Salov, spokesperson of the national park, acting as the guide.

International activities

Participation in online f “UNESCO Forum on Biodiversity: Our Planet, Our Future: 50 Years

of the MAB Programme”
2021 was a crucial year for biodiversity, as new objectives and new commitments were made for

the upcoming decade. UNESCO, a learning laboratory and a guardian organization committed to
collecting knowledge and know-how respectful of biodiversity, plays an important role in shaping
and fuelling a dialogue on environmental challenges and their implications. This was the focus of its
Forum on Biodiversity which was held online on March 24, 2021. UNESCO Forum on Biodiversity: Our
Planet, Our Future: 50 Years of MAB welcomed prestigious guests from all over the world as well as
stakeholders committed to the benefit of biodiversity. Its several sections focused on topics including
the climate, biodiversity and ocean, or transformation of knowledge for policy, economic and citizen
actions.

The Austrian Studienstiftung is an initiative of the Austrian Academy of Sciences (OAW). It promotes
the personal and intellectual development of young people who want to take on responsibility in a wide
variety of fields, regardless of their social background. The original plan to include the seminar in the
international EuroMAB 2021 conference which was to be held in Bad Kleinkirchheim in September did
not work out. Due to the insecure situation related to the Covid-19 pandemic, the conference had to
be postponed until next year. The seminar was therefore held independently on September 26 - 29,
2021 in the Salzburger Lungau and Kértner Nockberge Biosphere Reserve and was attended by BR
experts and representatives of renowned companies based in the region. The interactive event offered
a perspective of the MAB Programme and the World Network of Biosphere Reserves. Its participants
were given a first-hand opportunity to become acquainted with the complex concept of biosphere
reserves through discussions with experts and field excursions presenting best practices of landscape
management. Young participants from Austria, Switzerland and Germany contributed their own ideas
regarding the implementation and future work of biosphere reserves. Representatives of Lower Morava
BR were asked to participate and to deliver a presentation on “The role of stakeholder participation in
governance of biosphere reserves’.

In 2017, Lower Morava BR was visited by a Georgian-German delegation consisting of representatives
of Georgian state administration bodies and municipalities as well as representatives of the Michael
Succow Foundation for the Protection of Nature from Germany and the Regional Environmental Centre
for the Caucasus on their study trip visiting biosphere reserves in Central Europe. Their aim was
to obtain information on the practical functioning of BRs in relation to the prepared application for
designation of the first BR in Georgia. The then initiated process of collaboration reached its final stage
in 2021, when two applications for the designation of biosphere reserves - Three Alazani Rivers and
Dedoplistskaro - were submitted. Throughout the preparatory stages, representatives of Lower Morava
BR engaged in on-line consultations and shared experience with the objective to prepare a high-
quality basis for designation of the new biosphere reserves. MAB Programme bodies will assess both
applications in 2023.

On-line work meeting of Cave MAB Network members

The CaveMAB Network brings together biosphere reserves managing cave or karst resources. Lower
Morava BR was one of the founding members of the workgroup. An online meeting was held in
September to present outputs of a video project called “Together for Caves and Biosphere Reserves”.
It also initiated discussions of the stakeholders on future joint projects. The official launch of the said
video took place on September 13 to concur with celebrations of the International Year of Caves and
Karst in the UNESCO seat in Paris and to mark the 33rd session of the MAB International Coordinating

Expected course of our activities in 2022

In 2022, Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve will focus on continuing collaboration with Mendel University
and other educational institutions. It will focus on the restoration of Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice and
will continue preparation of restoration projects for other selected fishponds. It will perform the duties
of LVCL Site Manager and will engage in activities of Model Forest Czech Republic. Another goal is
fostering cooperation with municipalities, local businesses, and state administration bodies towards
sustainable management of LM BR. We will endeavour to strengthen ties with the new management of
the Ministry of the Environment. Our BR will continue to participate in educational and awareness-rising
projects, and prepare the publication of scientific and educational materials promoting sustainable
management. If the pandemic situation allows it, a EUROMAB conference is to be held in Austria in
2022, where Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve will deliver a presentation of its activities, as has been
a tradition for many years. The upcoming year should mark the launch of preparation of the second
Periodic Review of Lower Morava BR.

Based on the mandate awarded by the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL, our PBC has been performing

services safeguarding the coordination of activities within LVCL and operating as a platform for interdisciplinary
! exchange of expert information since 2007. This is done through the application of participatory management
within Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve and our direct participation in the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL.
Due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL did not meet in Lednice in 2021.
The Site Managerial duties therefore focused primarily on activities related to the restoration of Zamecky
Fishpond in Lednice and on commemorating the 25th anniversary of LVCL inscription on the World Heritage List.

2021 marked 25 years since the inscription of LVCL on the World Heritage List. This memorable event took
place on December 7, 1996 during the session of the UNESCO World Heritage Committee held in Mexican
Mérida, and LVCL was inscribed in the cultural landscape category. This event was commemorated by activities
organized under a project which could be described as “The Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape 1996 - 2021:
25 years under the auspices of UNESCO”. Its implementation was shared both by experts, representatives
of municipalities, general public and, most importantly, actively participating young people.
The key activity was a thematic exhibition which drew on the current LVCL Management Plan 2020 - 2024
as well as consultations with mayors of local municipalities and Mendel University experts from the Faculty
s et s wwr ) y of Horticulture in Lednice and Faculty of Forestry and Wood Technology in Brno.

The exhibition was bilingual (Czech and English) to broaden the target audience and involve international
hranice CHKO: hranice NPP a PP students and visitors.

’ unveiled on the day commemorating the inscription as part of the first thematic tour of the chateau. From
the chateau the exhibition was moved to the premises of the Faculty of Horticulture in Lednice. The exhibition
is conceived as a travelling event which will last a year. In 2022 it will be moved to suitable premises to secure
the highest possible number of visitors while observing Covid-19 restrictions. Information on the event is
available on Lower Morava BR website.
Other activities under the project encompassed an art contest for primary school pupils housed in LVCL, its topic
being “LVCL Values”. This event was severely affected by anti-pandemic restrictions of school attendance.
Despite the limitations, a total of 231 children participated in the contest. Both individual and group graphic
and 3D works were presented. Ninth-grade students of Lednice Primary School prepared models of some
follies which can be found in LVCL and consequently printed them out by a 3D printer. In collaboration with
the management of Lednice Primary School we also prepared a presentation of best essays on “Lednice-
Valtice Cultural Landscape through the eyes of children” written by sixth to nine-graders. It provided
an interesting insight into LVCL seen through the eyes of the region “s youngers inhabitants.
To commemorate the 25th anniversary of LVCL, three full-day field trips were organized for students of primary
and secondary schools as well as universities. Their aim was to present the cultural values of LVCL within
the context of cultural landscape management.
Another important output of the project encompassed the publication of Management Handbook for LVCL.
This publication draws on the updated Management Plan 2020 - 2024 and is intended to be used by LVCL
municipalities, members of the Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL, employees of national heritage institutions
and students of Faculties of Horticulture and Forestry and Wood Technology of Mendel University. The text
part covers sixteen topics (Characteristics, Outstanding Value, Conditions of Conservation and Management,
Territory, Nature Components, Landscape Character, Cultural Landscape, Settlements, Cultural Monuments,
Current Use of the Site, Adverse Factors, Development and Investment Pressures and Trends, Development
Potential of the Site and its Surroundings, Funding, SWOT Analysis and Outputs of the LVCL Management Plan
2020 - 2024 Analytical Part). The choice of the topics was motivated by best possible covering of the given issue
and by practical utilization of the information provided. The publication was also distributed during workshops on
LVCL Management Plan organized for local municipalities.

IMPORTANT ACTIVITIES IN 2021

As in the previous year, all activities in 2021 were affected by restrictions related to the Covid-19 pandemic.
Many activities were implemented on virtual platforms, others, however, had to be postponed until later. Our
successfully implemented projects encompassed “Monitoring of Biodiversity and Environmental Changes within
Floodplain Forests and Alluvial Meadows at the Confluence of the Dyje and Morava” and “Zéamecky Fishpond
Restoration in Lednice”.

Other activities of Lower Morava BR focused on commemorating the 25th anniversary of the Lednice-Valtice
Cultural Landscape inscription on the World Heritage List and a series of activities focusing on “Water and
Forests”, a topic spearheaded by the Model Forest Czech Republic. Our noteworthy international activities
include collaboration with Eberswalde University for Sustainable Development in Germany, participation in
an international seminar held in the Kartner Nockberge Biosphere Reserve in Austria, or final consultations
related to the planned designation of two biosphere reserves in Georgia.

Project “Zamecky Fishpond Restoration”

The original owners of the Lednice estate, the Liechtensteins, had the fishpond built in the chateau park in
1805 - 1811. It covers over 30 hectares, contains 16 islands of various sizes and represents a valuable habitat
and landscape element which has not been dredged or well maintained in the last 100 years, facing the threat
of its gradual silting. The launch of its restoration was therefore of paramount importance. Preparation of this
expensive and complex project was highly complicated due to its multiple layers of stakeholder interests, be
it nature conservation (National Nature Reserve, Natura 2000, Ramsar Wetland), heritage conservation (as
the fishpond is part of a landscape heritage zone and a World Heritage Site) or its strong exposure to tourism.
With this in mind, Lower Morava BR closely cooperated with the National Heritage Institute (NHI), Agency for
Conservation and Landscape Protection (ACLP), Municipality Lednice, company MND and, most importantly,
Alcaplast, a.s. and after several unsuccessful attempts over the course of many years eventually succeeded in
having the restoration project approved. It was launched in November 2020 by building sludge lagoons. In 2021,
the contractor, company Hydro & Kov s.r.o. based in Trebon, launched sediment removal using floating suction
extractors while maintaining the fishpond “s normal operating level. After the fishpond had been drained in mid-
October, a rescue operation was launched to transfer specimens of four clam species into the Zamecka Dyje
stream. In November, the actual building works at the fishpond bottom were launched. All work was conducted
under expert biological supervision and in collaboration with all partners, taking the form of daily telephone
calls and regular off-site project control days, including interim assessment of compliance with all contractual
obligations between the partners involved. By the end of the year island banks had been reinforced and
sediments had been deposited in allocated spaces behind stone and wooden elements surrounding the islands.
The project will implement virtually all technologies available for fishpond restoration. General maintenance will
encompass dredging of sediments, reinforcement of banks by stones as well as a unique system of “sunken
barges”, behind which dredged sediments are deposited. Part of the site will remain in its original state to
conserve habitat for wading bird species. The full scope of the project will be implemented on condition that free
movement of park visitors is not restricted and nesting of waterfow! during the nesting season is not disrupted.
The works will be completed by the end of 2023.

The project is funded by the Operational Programme Environment and financially supported by companies
Alcaplast Ltd. and MND, a.s.

Project “Long-eared Owls and Their Lives”

In fourth year running, Lower Morava BR participated as a partner in the project “Long-eared owls and their
lives” implemented by the Breclav chapter of the Czech Union of Nature Conservationists (CUNC). This project
run by our colleagues from a partner organization aims to enable people to monitor the nesting of long-eared
owls (Asio otus) using on-line cameras placed inside and outside one of the owls‘ nesting boxes. Field work
of nature conservationists combined with modern technology therefore offers the general public a unique

Performing the Site Managerial duties in the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape,
World Heritage Site

The Site Manager/ coordinator (SM LVCL) activities within the site are defined by the obligation of the Czech
Republic to ensure protection, management and sustainable development of the site upon preserving
the outstanding value of the LVCL landscape. Because cultural landscape management is a complex issue, which
is highly specific particularly on the territory of LVCL, ensuring interdisciplinary coordination, communication,

Model Forest Czech Republic

The International Model Forest Network is an association of partners from all around the world who are working
towards a common goal - the sustainable management of forests and landscapes. The Network was created
to support the sustainable management of natural resources through a participatory approach. At present the
Network encompasses 60 Model Forests in 35 countries, covering a total of 73 million hectares. The Network
is a place which fosters international exchange of ideas, knowledge, experience and innovative solutions and
supports international cooperation.

Model Forest Czech Republic Association has been member of the International Model Forest Network since
2017. It provides a platform which combines different aspects of landscapes, partnerships, and sustainability.
In 2021 the Model Forest Czech Republic encompassed five sites: Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve (which is in
charge of the administrative and coordinating activities of the Association), Masaryk Forest Krtiny Forest Park,
Bezdéz Forest Park, Podkomorské lesy Forest Park and Krivoklatsko Forest Park.

The primary topic for 2021 was “Water and Forest”. The planned activities in the first half of the year
included a photographic contest designed for amateur photographers. 73 authors took part in it and online
public voting determined the winner. An exhibition called “Water and Forest” brought interesting input as well.
10 panels provided comprehensive information on water and its importance for forests and the entire
landscape. The information was graded, starting with basics such as water cycle, to provide building blocks for
understanding the issue in its complexity. The panels included photographs and complementary information
to make it accessible to the general public. The second half of the year was marked by field trips and forest
pedagogy events. These activities were intended primarily for children and young adults and allowed us
to present the uniqueness of forests as well as examples of forestry best practices in ecosystems conditioned
by water. A publication called “Water in the Forest and Landscape” outlined successful restoration projects
implemented by different stakeholders.

Activities of Model Forest Czech Republic were supported by the Ministry of Agriculture of the Czech Republic.

Project “Monitoring of biodiversity and ecological changes within floodplain forests
and alluvial meadows at the confluence of the Dyje and Morava rivers”

Majority of floodplain forests, alluvial meadows and the steppe elevations locally called “hrddy” found in
the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve constitute man-made, close-to-nature ecosystems characterized by a high
species diversity as well as highly valuable production and important non-productive functions. Both ecosystems
are highly dynamic. Changes in their water relations implemented in the past have had a negative impact on
their essential functioning. Management of these ecosystems is often in confiict with efforts towards the
protection of different groups of organisms whose environmental requirements may differ significantly. Different
management technologies combined with interventions implemented upon request of nature conservation
bodies bring about environmental changes. These in turn may trigger changes in the occurrence of some
species or entire groups of organisms. Both ecosystems are also subject to global environmental changes
(climate change, invasive species, foreign substances in the environment).

Mendel University in collaboration with Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve therefore prepared a project which
was launched in 2021 and whose aim is to monitor selected groups of organisms in the broadest spectrum
possible, as well as some environmental factors at play in the given area. Results of the monitoring should
provide one of the key documents necessary for the drawing up of the Forest Management Plan, as well as
scientific background for formulating the principles of adaptive management of floodplain forests and alluvial
meadows.

The project is unique, as a Forest Management Plan based on the principles of adaptive management and
drawing on such extensive biodiversity data has never been prepared in the Czech Republic. The project will
focus on popularization of its outputs, also in the form of citizen science.

The project holder is the Department of Forest Botany, Dendrology and Geobiocoenology of the Faculty
of Forestry and Wood Technology at Mendel University. The members of the work team include representatives
of Lower Morava BR, Faculties of Horticulture and AgriSciences of Mendel University, University Palacky in
Olomouc, Ghent University in Belgium, Moravian Museum, Regional Health Authority - Bfeclav department,
Masaryk University in Brno, Institute of Vertebrate Biology of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Institute of Geonics
of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Global Change Research Institute (CzechGlobe), Czech Hydrometeorological
Institute and Agency for Conservation and Landscape Protection. The project itself will run until 2023 but is
designed in a way which allows it periodic repetition and thus better applicability in practice.

The project is funded by the Grant Agency of Forests of the Czech Republic.

Collaboration with Eberswalde University for Sustainable Develof
Researchers from Eberswalde University for Sustainable Development in Germany contacted representatives
of Lower Morava BR with a request to establish cooperation. The university offers Master 's Study Programme
“Biosphere Reserve Management” which trains future biosphere reserve coordinators. The collaboration included
sharing experience of running a BR with students as well as consultations regarding the operation of biosphere
reserves and MAB Programme. The next step was a field trip to Lower Morava BR to get practical experience
with daily operation of a Public Benefit Corporation. Upon complying with different anti-pandemic measures,
a group of 15 students visited Lower Morava BR at the turn of July and August. The trip was a conclusion of
the module “Ecological Effectiveness of Biosphere Reserves”. The international group encompassed students
from Germany, Latvia, Russia, Chile, South Ossetia, France and Ghana. The students were given the opportunity
to study implemented project in site and engage in discussions with stakeholders who directly participate in
the operation of Lower Morava BR. During the field trip the students were introduced to the ways how different
stakeholders are involved in the coordination of Lower Morava BR activities and were presented with outputs of
projects implemented in this way, e.g. remediation of old environmental burdens, biocentre in LuZice, restoration
of the valuable Garden of Gethsemane in Mikulov, LVCL management or Mendel University research projects.
We also discussed the currently prepared projects, particularly that of Nature House in Hodonin or Forest Park
“BaZantnice”. The group managed to pay a brief visit to the Wienerwald Biosphere Park. Thanks to the generosity
of our stakeholders, the trip proved to be beneficial but also pleasant and low-cost for the students, who had to
cover most of the costs themselves.
