Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava vznikla v ¢ervenci roku 2003 rozsifenim byvalé Biosférické
rezervace Palava (vyhlaSena v roce 1986) o Lednicko-valticky areal (LVA) a luzni lesy na soutoku
Moravy a Dyje. Krajinnou dominantou biosférické rezervace jsou vapencova bradla Palavy, se stranémi
pokrytymi suchomilnymi travniky, listnatymi lesy, ale také vinicemi a poli. Severni, jizni a vychodni ¢asti

Yet, it is clear that “normal life” as we knew it before the pandemic will be
completely different for many...
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However, issues related to the growing human population have not gone away. They are more likely
to deepen, and it will be up to all countries around the world to pool their resources into dealing with
sustainable use of our planet. Famine and infectious diseases are no longer the most pressing problems
at present. Thanks to progress in many scientific disciplines, we continue to learn about the principles
of evolution of humankind in the past as well as problems which the human society is facing at present,
we have studied all nature‘s components both on land and in the oceans, we are unravelling mysteries
of the outer space. The human age is increasing, education is becoming more accessible thanks to the
development of information technology. Globalization is a term whose meaning is both negative and
positive. We have amassed information about the global climate change, the amount of pollutants in
the air, soil, water both on land and in the oceans. Travelling to the most remote places is no longer the
privilege of the rich but has become accessible for all who are yearning to learn about natural wonders,
cultures, and cultural heritage worldwide. More and more people are realizing how much in common
we all have due to our interconnectedness with the environment. The biosphere is a space common
for all living organisms of the Earth. It is becoming increasingly obvious that the human population
is damaging and destroying it in many ways. However, the price for rising living standards across the
continents may turn out to be destructive for all living things on the planet. The time is coming for us
to create a global vision of “sustainable life on Earth”. The philosophy of “economic growth” is nearing
a breaking point which would mark the ensuing “unsustainability” of the existing way of using natural
resources, among them air, water and soil.

The biosphere motto “Think globally, act locally!” is not an interesting but empty slogan. It expresses
the responsibility for the state of the environment on planet Earth for every each of us anywhere in
the world, be it a popular politician, businessman, teacher, or a parent. In an ideal world, even small
children are raised and educated not only to admire the beauty of nature but also to be aware of its
values and importance for people, they learn to respect the work of other people and accept as given
such little things as the fact that forests or rivers are no places to litter with waste.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve has traditionally been actively involved in educating the young
generation as well as promoting and supporting the philosophy of the Man and the Biosphere
Programme both in our country and abroad. We have been participating in restoration and rehabilitation
projects, collaborating with scientists and local stakeholders towards promoting ideas of collaboration,
interdisciplinary discussion, respect for authorities and good practice in the management of the
environment, including sustainable use natural resources, in the context of our responsibility. All of this
is presented in detail in our Annual Report.

Our activities in 2020 may have been affected by Covid-19 restrictive measures but they have not
been stopped! We have been through a year whose success would not have been possible without
the comprehensive support of our founders, members of all governing bodies of our corporation and
the moral support of all our supporters. We have been receiving positive
response from the general public, confirming that our activities are
meaningful and necessary as they help form civic society where it is
a rule and not an exception that authorities are respected by citizens,
where scientific findings are quickly adopted by those who use natural
resources and where everybody who does their work well within the
complex division of labour of a developed and educated society will be
highly regarded. | have no doubts that we will fare well together in 2021
as well.

Man and the Biosphere (MAB)
Programme and Biosphere Reserves

The UNESCO Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme was founded by the United Nations
Organization in the 1970s. Its aim has been to improve relationships between people and their
environments using sensible and sustainable management of natural resources through the application
of scientific findings and practical experience. The MAB Programme goals are implemented in specially
selected areas called biosphere reserves within the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere Reserves.
Although the term “reserve” should be understood in its broader original meaning of “retaining for

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future use”, in many languages, including Czech, it inaccurately accentuates the conservationist aspect
of BR activities, which despite their indisputable importance represent just one of BR‘s many functions.
Biosphere reserves (BRs) are nominated by national governments and designated by the MAB
International Co-ordinating Council. Each BR also always encompasses sites within the national system
of protected areas and possibly also other, internationally recognized sites (World Heritage Sites,
Ramsar wetlands, Natura 2000 sites, etc.).

Biosphere reserves create and test innovative approaches to sustainable economic development
while safeguarding the conservation and sensible use of natural and cultural ecosystems. In practice
this involves looking for ways to conserve natural and cultural values in a flexible, dynamic, and
sustainable manner through everyday sustainable human activities. That is why biosphere reserves
are sometimes referred to as “living laboratories” or “learning laboratories for sustainability”.

In most countries it is usually highly specialized and mostly state institutions which safeguard nature
and historical monument conservation as their only goal. Unlike them, biosphere reserves have a much
broader and more balanced scope of act:vmes They respect and support human landscape activities
which enh. the posii t of the land. They are more open to the
participation of stakeholders and operate more at the level of “sustainable development agencies”
rather than purely conservationist organizations or state administration bodies.

All BRs are obliged to fulfil three equally lmportant functions:

1. Conservation of natural and y
2. Support of sustainabl ic develof t
3. Support of research, itoring and envi I ed

The territory of each BR is divided into three zones:

The core zone is designed purely for nature conservation, monitoring and non-destructive research.
The buffer zone surrounds or connects the core zones and is utilized for activities in accord with
sustainable ecological procedures. The remaining area of a BR consists of the transition zone or the
zone of cooperation, where all stakeholders work jointly towards sustainable management of resources
of the entire area.

In BRs these zones do not represent a graded system of nature conservation but a functional division
whose objective is to enable the given BR to fulfil its three basic functions.

It is imperative that every BR should promote particif which enables equal
participation of all stakeholders, including local governments and inhabitants, state administration,
representatives of local businesses and conservation groups as well as natural and social scientists in
landscape coordination. Lower Morava BR is the only BR in the Czech Republic to directly and equally
involve various stakeholders in the management and decision-making processes on the platform
of a Public Benefit Corporation.

In 2020 the MAB Programme under its World Network of Biosphere Reserves encompassed a total
of 701 BRs in 124 countries, six of them on the territory of the Czech Republic (Sumava, Krkonose,
Krivoklatsko, Tfebori Basin, Bilé Karpaty and the Lower Morava BR).

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was designated in July 2003 as an extension of the former Palava
Biosphere Reserve (designated in 1986) to encompass the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape (LVCL)
and the floodplain forests at the confluence of the Morava and Dyje Rivers.

Its dominant feature are the limestone cliffs of the Palava Hills covered with grasslands, broadleaved
forests as well as vineyards and fields. The northern, southern, and eastern parts of the BR are subject
to intensive agricultural use. The central part of the BR consists of a composed landscape artificially
created in the 19th century which is listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. The south-eastern part
of the reserve houses the largest complex of floodplain forests and alluvial meadows (some 8,000 ha)
in the Czech Republic. The Lower Morava BR encompasses numerous sites of both national and
international importance, among them Natura 2000 sites, specially protected areas spearheaded by
the Palava Protected Landscape Area, Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, World Heritage Site, Ramsar
Sites and two nature parks (Dyje Floodplain and the MikulCice Floodplain Nature Parks).

The Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, Public Benefit Corporation, was established in 2004 with the
participation of stakeholders and was entrusted with the provision of activities administered by the
Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve. In the context of the Czech Republic it is the only biosphere reserve
coordinated by a non-governmental organization within whose governing bodies are representatives
of local businesses, state administration bodies, municipalities, professional associations, non-
governmental organizations and universities active in the BR territory. This type of BR coordination was
internationally recognized and in 2014 was declared a model site for the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves. Still, its management model remains unique within the country. The remaining Czech BRs
are still administered by some state nature conservation body, be it a Protected Landscape Area
or a National Park.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve, PBC, provides the followmg public benefit services:

* organizational, institutional, factual and personnel provision of activities administered by the Lower
Morava Biosphere Reserve (hereinafter BR) as part of the UNESCO World Network of Biosphere
Reserves,

participation in activities relevant to the Lower Morava BR, including the coordination of these
activities with state administration bodies, municipal authorities, stakeholders, educational and
scientific institutions, businesses, general public and other bodies,

participation in mediating and procuring advisory, financial and coordinating services which relate
to the Lower Morava BR and its development, in accordance with the UNESCO regulations on the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves,

safeguarding the commissioning, development and regular update of an open information
database on the Lower Morava BR and on the scientific, economic and development activities

Uéast na tvorbé Technickych smérnic pro biosférické rezervace

Zastupci biosférickych rezervaci dlouhodobé poZadovali od Programu MAB dokument, ktery by se
zabyval technickymi aspekty fungovani biosférickych rezervaci a jejich celosvétové sité. Proto na
svém 27. zasedani rozhodla Mezinarodni koordinacni rada MAB (MAB-ICC) o vypracovani Tech-
nickych smérnic pro biosférické rezervace (dale jen Smérnic) a povéfila sekretariat MAB jejich
pfipravou.

Rada MAB rozhodla zfidit pracovni skupiny pro vytvareni Smérnic a Clenské staty byly vyzvany, aby
nominovaly odborniky ve Ctyfech prioritnich oblastech (1. Zonace biosférické rezervace; 2. Sprava
biosférickych rezervaci; 3. Politika, management plany a obchodni plany a 4. Sprava a monito-
rovani dat). Zastupce feditele Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava byl predstaviteli Sekretariatu
Programu MAB v Pafizi osloven s nabidkou na pozici konzultanta a koordinatora téchto pracovnich
skupin a zpracovatele navrhu Technickych smérnic pro biosférické rezervace.

V prbéhu celého procesu Sekretariat MAB poskytoval technickou i logistickou podporu pro usnad-
néni komunikace a sdileni informaci. Proces pfipravy zahrnoval pribéznou kontrolu dokumentd
a online schuzky. Prvni navrhy podle jednotlivych témat byly dokonceny v kvétnu 2020 a poté slou-
¢eny do jednoho dokumentu. Nasledné jej prezkoumal i Mezinarodni poradni vybor pro biosférické
rezervace. Pfedsednictvo Programu MAB po zahrnuti vstupt a komentafu schvalilo kone¢ny navrh
v zaii 2020. Tento dokument byl nasledné prijat na 32. zasedani MAB ICC.

Smérnice umozni vhodnéji a v€asnéji reagovat na rlizné praktické vyzvy a technické otazky, které
se vyskytly pfi realizaci Sevillské strategie a ¢lankd Statutarniho ramce Svétové sité biosférickych
rezervaci. Smérnice také podporuji provadéni souc¢asné strategie Programu MAB (2015-2025),
Limského akéniho planu (2016-2025) a budoucich strategii a akénich pland.

Jsou otevienym webovym dokumentem, ktery shromazd'uje prispévky a zkuSenosti v ramci ko-
munity MAB. Vzhledem k tomu, Ze nemuZe odpovédét na vSechny mozné otazky a potieby, bude
pravidelné aktualizovan, stejné jako webové stranky, kde Ize podrobnéji sdilet odkazy na diskuto-
vané témata.

V pfipravé dokumentu byly vyuZity zkuSenosti z Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava. Zejména v sek-
ci vénované managementu byl jako pfipadova studie pouzit jeji participacni model spravy Gzemi,
ktery byl jiz v roce 2014 oznacen jako modelovy pro Svétovou sit biosférickych rezervaci.
Spoluprace pfi pfipravé vyhlaseni dvou biosférickych rezervaci v Gruzii

V roce 2017 navstivila Biosférickou rezervaci Dolni Morava v ramci své studijni cesty po biosféric-

Development” introduced Czech students to the issue of safeguarding biodiversity conservation
through the sustainable use of natural resources and the contribution of biosphere reserves and model
forests towards sustainable management.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve also participated in the preparation of a project called “Monitoring of
Biodiversity and Ecological Changes Within Floodplain Forests and Alluvial Meadows at the Confluence
of the Dyje and Morava Rivers”, whose holder is Mendel University, and which should contribute to the
determination of the current state of floodplain ecosystems as a basis for their adaptive management.

Our collaboration with the university also involved our participation in the research project “Support to
the Integrated Program for the Conservation and Sustainable Development of the Socotra Archipelago”.
This international project which involves both Mendel University in Brno and Lower Morava Biosphere
Reserve has changed its holder, whereby the German partner was replaced with the Royal Society
for the Conservation of Nature from Jordan. Following the change future steps were discussed,
implementation of further outputs was agreed, and field trips of work teams were planned.

Collaboration with Ambis College of Regional Development in Brno

Earlier this year, we agreed with Ambis lecturers to involve students in field research in Lower Morava
BR. The students were to participate in field training in the vicinity of Mikulov, LVCL and in PodIuzi.
The main focus was the development potential of the town Lanzhot, understanding the institute of a
World Heritage Site and gaining better perception of global climate change as seen by rural inhabitants.
Upon request of its lecturers, we prepared a presentation on the importance of biosphere reserves
in the sustainable management particularly of cultural landscapes for students majoring in Rural
Development and Landscape Planning.

Specialized field excursion for final year of Forestry A y Trutnov
In September, a traditional field excursion to the territory of Palava PLA was organized, focusing on the
role of landscape professions and the mission of MAB Programme as promoted by Lower Morava BR.

Meetings with stakeholders within BR and outside it

Participation in a seminar “Small Projects Fund” (Breclav)

The Small Projects Fund supports small non-investment projects of cross-border collaboration along the
Czech and Austrian border. The Regional Development Agency of South Moravia organized a seminar
whose aim was to acquaint the participants with the conditions of the Fund and to introduce individual
stages of a project, ranging from application for funding to finalizing a project. Close attention was
paid particularly to the preparation of applications for funding. Based on the information obtained, our
colleagues from Wienerwald Biosphere Reserve in Austria were contacted and requested to collaborate
on an educational project focusing on owl protection. The offer was accepted but due to the pandemic
situation the project‘s implementation was postponed to 2021.

Lower Morava BR activities in PEFC Czech Republic

The Programme for the Endorsement of Forest Certification Schemes (PEFC) is one of the existing
international certification schemes endorsing sustainable forest management. Czech Republic is one
of the 11 founding members which established the PEFC Council in 1999. The PEFC Council is an
independent, non-profit, international organization registered in Geneva which provides a framework
for creating and mutual recognition of independent national certification schemes.

Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve has been
a member of PEFC Czech Republic since
2012. This organization is in charge of the
Czech scheme of forest certification and
unites representatives of the forestry, wood
processing industry, educational and research
institutions, trade unions, environmental
organizations, state administration and other
stakeholder groups.

In mid-July, an audit of management in
2019 was performed with the participation
of ing. Slanina, PEFC CR CEO, and ing.
Myslivec, Chairman of the PEFC CR Board.
In September, the PEFC CR assembly was
organized in Zvanovice. The assembly focused on the issues of certified wood market application and
checks of wood imported from tropic and East European countries. As part of the agenda, the Model
Forest Czech Republic project was presented along with the film spot promoting it. Discussions focused
on better ways of presenting forest management, forester work and the wood processing industry in the
context of climate change and stepped-up activities of various environmental groups.

International activities

Partici in the prep ion of Te for Biosphere Reserves

For a long time, representatives of biosphere reserves had been calling for a document which would
deal with the technical aspects of biosphere reserve operation as well as the World Network of BR.
In response to this call, at its 27th session the International Coordinating Council of the Man and the
Biosphere Programme decided to develop Technical Guidelines for Biosphere Reserves (hereinafter
“Guidelines”) and entrusted the MAB Secretariat with their preparation.

To this end, the MAB Council established working groups and member states were asked to nominate
experts in four priority subgroups (1. Zonation of biosphere reserve, 2. Governance of biosphere
reserves, 3. Policy, management and business plans, 4. Data management and monitoring). The Deputy
Director of Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was contacted by representatives of the MAB Secretariat
in Paris and was offered the post of a consultant and coordinator of the workgroups who would compile
the draft text, harmonize and finalize the Technical Guidelines for Biosphere Reserves content.

Throughout the process the MAB Secretariat provided technical and logistics support to facilitate
communication and sharing of information. The preparatory process involved continuous review of
documents and online meetings. First drafts of individual subgroups were finished in May 2020 and
then compiled into a single document. This document was then reviewed by the International Advisory
Committee for Biosphere Reserves. Upon including inputs and comments, the MAB Bureau approved
the final draft in September 2020. This document was then approved at the 32nd session of the
International Coordinating Council of the Man and the Biosphere Programme.

The Guidelines will enable biosphere reserves to better and more flexibly address the different practical

V ramci spoluprace se zastupce Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava také zicastnil Mezinarodniho
online workshopu, ktery se konal 3. prosince 2020. Setkani se zGcastnili zastupci Ministerstva
pro mistni rozvoj a infrastruktury Gruzie, Ministerstva ochrany Zivotniho prostfedi a zemédélstvi,
zastupitelé cilovych obci a rlznych dalSich zG¢astnénych stran na mistni Grovni, jakoZ i delegati
Némeckeé korporace pro mezinarodni spolupraci (GIZ), Spolkové ministerstvo Zivotniho prostredi,
ochrany prirody a jaderné bezpecnosti a Nadace Succow. Pro G¢astniky byla pfipravena prezentace
s nazvem ,Faze predkladani nominacéniho formulare biosférickych rezervaci do programu MAB
UNESCO - od podani k nominaci*.

Tato akce, pofadana Sekretaridtem MAB v Pafizi, byla zaméfena na lidi, ktefi vyuzivaji BR ke svoji
obzivé - mistni podniky. Podniky hraji klicovou roli v ekonomickém UGspéchu biosférickych rezervaci.
Jsou vSak také zasadni pro splnéni spolecnych cil zachovani a obnovy ekosystému a mistnich
znalosti a pro zlepSeni globalni komunikacni strategie Programu MAB. Biosférické rezervace po
celém svété, véetné Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava, sdilely pfiklady zapojeni mistnich pod-
nikatel do svych aktivit. Covidova krize pfinesla zménu v tom, Ze podniky pfemysleji jinak o tom,
jak funguji, a to predstavuje pfileZitost pro biosférické rezervace, jak pomoci utvaret udrzitelnéjsi
budoucnost.

Cilem webinafe bylo diskutovat o tom, jak upoutat pozornost mistnich podnikatell v soucasné
naroc¢né dobé a jak inspirovat podniky k prijeti filozofie BR a jeji zapracovani do komunikace se
zakazniky.

Predpokladany vyvoj ¢innosti v roce 2021

Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava se v roce 2021 zaméfi na pokracovani spoluprace s Mende-
lovou univerzitou a dal§imi vzdélavacimi institucemi. Bude pracovat na projektech revitalizace
vybranych rybniku, zejména revitalizaci Zameckého rybnika v Lednici. Zaméfi se na pfipomenuti
25. vyroci zapisu Lednicko-valtického aredlu na Seznam Svétového dédictvi UNESCO. Déle se
bude zabyvat aktivitami v ramci spolecnosti Modelovy les CR, zaméfené na zapojeni do Mezi-
narodni sité modelovych lest. DalSim cilem bude spoluprace s obcemi, podnikatelskymi sub-
jekty a statnimi organy pfi hledani prijatelné formy ochrany pfirody na Soutoku. Bude se nadale
zapojovat do projekti zaméfenych na vychovu a vzdélavani a pfipravovat vydani odbornych,
vzdélavacich a osvétovych materiald, podporujicich udrzitelné hospodareni. V roce 2021 by se
méla v Rakousku uskutecnit konference EUROMAB, na které se bude Biosféricka rezervace Dolni
Morava tradi¢né prezentovat.

and technical challenges encountered in the implementation of the Seville Strategy and the articles
of the Statutory Framework of the World Network of Biosphere Reserves. Furthermore, the Guidelines
facilitate the implementation of the current MAB Programme Strategy (2015-2025), Lima Action Plan
(2016-2025) as well as any future strategies and action plans.

The Guidelines are an open access, web-based document which compiles contributions and
experiences from the MAB community. As it cannot respond to all possible questions and needs, it will
be periodically updated along with its support webpage where topics can be shared and discussed in
detail.

Experience from Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve was used in the course of the document's
preparation. This refers particularly to the section on management, where its participative management
model, which had been highlighted as a model management style within the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves in 2014, was used as a case study.

Collaboration in prepared designation of two Biosphere Reserves in Georgia

In 2017, Lower Morava BR was visited by a Georgian-German delegation consisting of representatives
of Georgian state administration bodies and municipalities as well as workers of the Michael Succow
Foundation for the Protection of Nature from Germany and the Regional Environmental Centre for the
Caucasus on their study trip visiting biosphere reserves in Central Europe. Their aim was to obtain
information on the practical functioning of BRs in relation to the prepared application for designation
of the first BR in Georgia. In their final evaluation, r
the participants expressed their belief that the
management model of Lower Morava BR is more
relevant to the conditions in which new biosphere
reserves arise in Georgia and thus more
realistic than the model applied in Germany,
where BRs enjoy maximum support of the state
administration, including massive financial and
personnel support.

The then initiated process of collaboration
reached its final stage in 2020, when preparations
for the designation of two biosphere reserves
- Three Alazani Rivers and Dedoplistskaro
BR, were finalized. Representatives of our BR
were asked to share their experience and provide consultations in the process of preparing a high-
quality basis for the newly designated biosphere reserves. Throughout the year we engaged in on-line
consultations and assessment of preparatory studies or assessing proposed topics for consultations
with stakeholders in specific areas. A work visit by our Georgian colleagues was to take place in 2020
but had to be postponed till spring 2021 due to the pandemic measures.

As part of the collaboration, a representative of our BR participated in an international online workshop
which was held on December 3, 2020. It was attended by representatives of the Ministry of Regional
Development and Infrastructure of Georgia, Ministry of the Environment and Ministry of Agriculture, local
governments and other local stakeholders, as well as delegates of the German Society for International
Cooperation (GIZ), German Ministry of the Environment, Nature Conservation and Nuclear Safety and
the Succow Foundation. A presentation on “Stages of submitting the biosphere reserve nomination
form for UNESCO MAB Programme - from submitting to nomination“ was prepared for the participants.

At the end of the year, Georgian bodies prepared a proposal of zonation and management structure
which should draw on principles applied in Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve. It is expected that the
final draft of the application will be submitted by the Georgian UNESCO Committee in April 2021.

Workshop “Karst 2020: Conservation of Fragile Karst Resources”

The CaveMAB network (https://cavemab.com/) is an informal thematic network within the MAB
Programme. This network, which includes Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve as well, was established
in 2018 with the objective to bring together over 100 biosphere reserves managing cave or karst
resources worldwide. It has a multidisciplinary focus and plans to address social, educational, cultural
or scientific challenges in the conservation of biodiversity of karst resources in BR environment.

The aim of the event was to report on the network’s activities since 2018, draft a declaration on the
goals and structure of the network and to discuss possible joint events within CaveMAB at the occasion
of celebrating 50 years since the establishment of MAB Programme and the International Year of Caves
and Karst in 2021 (https://iyck2021.org/). The event was organized by Mammoth Cave Biosphere
Reserve from USA in collaboration with the Slovenian Biosphere Reserve Kras.

MAB Prog| bi Ei local busi "

The event, organized by the MAB Secretariat in Paris, focused on local businesses as those who use BR
for their livelihoods. Local businesses play a key role in the economic success of a biosphere reserve.
They are also crucial for fulfilling the common goals to conserve and restore ecosystems and local
knowledge as well as for improving the global communication strategy of the MAB Programme. Biosphere
reserves worldwide, including Lower Morava BR, shared examples of engaging local businesses in their
activities. The Covid-19 crisis has changed the way businesses understand their functioning, which is
an opportunity for biosphere reserves to involve them in shaping a more sustainable future.

The webinar aimed to provide a forum for discussions on how to attract the attention of local businesses
at the present difficult times and how to inspire businesses to adopt the philosophy of biosphere
reserves and incorporate it in their communication with customers.

Expected course of our activities in 2021

In 2021, Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve will focus on ongoing collaboration with Mendel University
and other educational institutions. It will continue its restoration projects of selected fishponds,
particularly the Zamecky Fishpond restoration in Lednice. It will commemorate the 25th anniversary
of the inscription of Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape on the World Heritage List. It will continue to
engage in activities of Model Forest Czech Republic aimed at participation within the International
Model Forest Network. Another goal is fostering cooperation with municipalities, local businesses,
and state administration bodies towards an acceptable form of nature conservation at Soutok. It will
continue to participate in educational and awareness-rising projects and prepare the publication of
scientific and educational materials promoting sustainable management. In 2021, a EUROMAB
conference is to be held in Austria, where Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve will deliver a presentation
of its activities, as has been a tradition for many years.

DalSi aktivity BR Dolni Morava byly zaméFeny na dokonceni aktualizace Management pléanu
Lednicko-valtického areélu, koordinace ¢innosti Modelového lesa Ceska republika, pfiprava pro-

jektl revitalizace rybnika Rendezvous u Valtic a FrantiSkova rybnika. Vyznamna byla také ¢innost

v ramci Modelového lesa Ceska republika, véetné organizace mezinarodniho workshopu nebo s
Ucast na diskusi k pfipravé na vyhlaseni maloplo$nych zvlasté chranénych Gzemi v luZnich lesich
na Soutoku. Z mezinarodnich aktivit je dulezité zminit G¢ast na tvorbé Technickych smérnic pro bio-
sférické rezervace, pfipravu projektu ,Region setkavani“ nebo konzultace pfi pfipravé na vyhlaseni
dvou biosférickych rezervaci v Gruzii.

Projekt ,Revitalizace Zameckého rybnika“ 1
Po nékolika nelspésnych pokusech v predeslych letech se konecné v roce 2020 podafilo

Biosférické rezervaci Dolni Morava UspéSné pfipravit projekt na revitalizaci Zameckého ¥
rybnika v Lednici k realizaci. Rybnik nechali v letech 1805 - 1811 vybudovat Lichten- F o
Stejnové v parku zamku Lednice. Tento vice nez tficetinektarovy rybnik s 16 ostrivky

0 rtzné velikosti a Cetnymi romantickymi stavbami, ktery pfedstavuje vyznamny biotop I
a krajinny prvek, nebyl v poslednich zhruba 100 letech odbahnén ¢i vyraznéji udrzovan

a hrozilo jeho postupné zaneseni.

Priprava projektu byla znacné komplikovana, protoZe na tomto relativné malém misté se
potkéva mnoho rtiznych zajmd, jak ze strany ochrany pfirody (narodni pfirodni rezervace),

tak ochrany pamatek (soucast LVA, paméatky na Seznamu svétového dédictvi UNESCO),
pfipadné navstévnické verejnosti, protoZe se jedna o turisticky velmi exponovanou lokalitu.
Proto Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava od samého zaCatku Uzce spolupracovala s Narod-

nim paméatkovym Gstavem (NPU), Agenturou ochrany pfirody a krajiny (AOPK), obci Lednice a
firmami MND a.s., a zejména Alcaplast, a.s., ktera poskytla vétsinu prostiedku potfebnych na
kofinancovani tohoto financné narocného projektu ve vysi cca 10 miliond korun. Poradenské
sluzby poskytly také spole¢nosti
Envicons, s.r.o. a VIA Consult, a.s.

V roce 2019 byla zpracovana a podéana zadost o dotaci
ve vySi témér 100 miliond korun z Operacniho progra-
mu Zivotni prosttedi, ktera byla v roce 2020 kladné vyfi-
zena, a projekt ziskal financovani prostfednictvim Stat-
niho fondu Zivotniho prostredi. V pribéhu roku byla také
provedena vefejna soutéz na zhotovitele, v ramci které
byla vybrana spolecnost Hydro & Kov s.r.o. z Trebong,
ktera ma s timto typem projektt dlouholeté zkuSenosti.
V projektu budou vyuzity téméF vSechny technologie,
které jsou pro revitalizaci rybnikd dostupné. Generaini
Udrzba bude zahrnovat odbahnéni jak suchou tak mok-
rou cestou, opevnéni bfehti kamennym zéhozem i uni-
katnim systémem ,utopenych barek*, za néz se bude
ukladat vytézeny nanos. Cast lokality zaroven zlstane bez zésahu - neodbahnéna. To vSe s podminkou zachovat
rezim pro pohyb navstévniku parku a neohrozit hnizdni moznosti vodnich druh ptaki ve vegetacnim obdobi.

Timto projektem, jehoZ realizace byla po témér Ctyfech letech piiprav zahajena v zavéru roku 2020, bude dosa-
Zeno obnoveni lokality, ktera je Narodni kulturni paméatkou, sou¢asti Pamétky svétového dédictvi UNESCO, Narod-
ni pfirodni rezervaci, Ptaci oblasti soustavy Natura 2000 a mokiadem mezinarodniho vyznamu podle Ramsarské
Umluvy (The Ramsar Convention on Wetlands). Prace budou ukonéeny do konce roku 2023.

Projekt ,Ze Zivota kalousu*

Jiz tretim rokem se Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava zapojila jako partner do medialniho projektu ,Ze Zivota
kalousU*, jehoz feSitelem je zakladni organizace Ceského svazu ochranct pfirody v Breclavi. Namétem projektu,
ktery kolegové z partnerské organizace realizuji, je snaha pomoci kamer umisténych do hnizdni budky pro dravce
a sovy zprostiedkovat zdjemcim sledovani hnizdéni kalous( usatych (Asio otus). Ackoliv se tyto sovy u nas po-
mérné bézZné vyskytuji, neexistuje v Evropé zadny podobny projekt zaméfeny na on-line vysilani z jejich hnizdéni.
Terénni prace ochrancl pfirody ve spojeni s moderni technologii tak nabizi zajimavé prileZitosti, jak vefejnosti
zprostiedkovat jinak skryté déje ve svété prirody.

Skupinu divakl atraktivniho vysilani tvofili nejen zajemci o ornitologii, ale pfedevsim laicka vefejnost a zakladni
Skoly. Navstévnici webovych stranek www.budkyonline.cz si odkaz na vysilani mezi sebou sami sdileli a poma-
hali tak rozsifovat cilovou skupinu projektu.

Podle kamerovych zaznamu projevovali o budku v prvnich tydnech zajem kromé kalousU uSatych také pustici
obecni (Strix aluco), pro které ale byla budka pravdépodobné pfili§ svétla a oteviena, protoZe davaji prednost
spise stromovym dutindm. Vétsi konkurenci pro kalouse predstavovaly postolky (Falco tinnunculus), které si bud-
ku chtély zabrat pro sebe a pfes den v ni ¢asto pobyvaly. Kalousi se pfi obhajovani budky nevyhnuli ani prudkym
fyzickym stetlim s postolkami, coZ bylo velmi zajimavé béhem prenosu sledovat a zaznamenat.

Pfiprava projektu ,Region setkavani“

Uprostfed koronavirové krize vypsala Némecka spolkova nadace pro Zivotni prostfedi (Deutsche Bundesstiftung
Umwelt - BDU) ve spolupraci s UNESCO zvlastni vyzvu pro podavani projektovych Zadosti s nazvem ,Vychova
Kk udrzitelnému rozvoji 2030“ (Education for sustainable development 2030) se zaméfenim na feSeni konfliktd
mezi sedmnécti cili udrzitelného rozvoje Agendy 2030. Tym z némecké Univerzity v Hohenheimu oslovil zastup-
ce Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava s nabidkou spoluprace na éesko-rakouském projektu s nézvem Region
setkavani. DalSimi oslovenymi partnery jsou Zakladni Skola Lednice, Volksschule Schrattenberg, Zahradnické
fakulta Mendelovy Univerzity, Obec Lednice a Sprava statniho zamku Lednice.

V ramci projektu by mélo na $kolach v Lednici a Schrattenbergu probihat vzdélani k udrZitelnému rozvoji
a podpora vyuky jazyka souseda.

Statni zamek Lednice a obec Lednice v ramci projektu fungu-
ji jako spravci zajmového Gzemi a zprostfedkovatelé informaci
a projektovych vystupt odborné verejnosti a obyvateltm.

Pfiprava projektu rybnika Rend. al. etapy Franti$kova rybnika

Projekt je zaméFen na revitalizaci rybnika nachazejiciho se nedaleko Valtic, v centru Lednicko-valtického areélu
a mokfadnich biotopt na vodote¢i smérem k FrantiSkovu rybniku, na pozemcich ve spravé Lest CR, s.p.. Jedna
se o lokalitu, na které se opét setkavaji rtizné zajmy. Je to narodni pfirodni pamatka, pfirodni rezervace Frantiskiv
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o dotaci z Operacniho projektu Zivotni prostiedi. Pokud
tento projekt obdrZi souhlas s financovanim, méla by revitaliza-
ce byt zahdjena v roce 2021.

Vykon funkce site managera Lednicko-valtického areélu, pamatky UNESCO

Cinnost site-managera/koordinatora Gzemi vyplyva ze zavazku Ceské republiky zajistit ochra-

nu, fizeni a udrzitelny rozvoj pfi zachovani univerzalnich hodnot komponované krajiny Lednic-

ko-valtického areélu. ProtoZze management kulturni krajiny je komplexni problematikou, ktera je

zejména v oblasti Lednicko-valtického arealu velmi specifickd, je zajisténi mezioborové koordinace,
komunikace a kontinuaini informovanosti véech ziicastnénych subjektl v Gzemi velmi narocné.

Na zakladé povéreni Meziresortni pracovni skupinou pro Lednicko-valticky areal poskytuje Biosféricka rezervace
Dolni Morava uz od roku 2007 sluzby zajistujici koordinaci aktivit v tomto tGzemi, a pini funkci platformy pro me-
zioborovou vyménu odbornych informaci. To Ize napliiovat diky uplatnéni participacniho managementu v ramci
Biosférické rezervace Dolni Morava a také pfimou Gcasti v Meziresortni pracovni skupiné.

Zacatkem brezna se v Lednici uskutecnilo zasedani Meziresortni pracovni skupiny, jeZ se neslo predevsim
v duchu pokusu o transformaci této skupiny do tzv. Rady pamatky svétového dédictvi pro Lednicko-valticky are-
al. Tuto zménu prosazuje Ministerstvo Zivotniho prostfedi, Narodni
pamatkovy Ustav a zCasti i Jihomoravsky kraj.

V roce 2020 také jeSté neplanované probihala aktualiza-
ce Management planu Lednicko-valtického aredlu pro ob-

a Jihnomoravského kraje pfihlasili po uplynuti fadného terminu se svymi pfipominkami v dobé, kdy aktualizace
byla jiz oponovana Meziresortni pracovni skupinou a bez vyhrad pfijata Ministerstvem kultury.

Tento dokument by mél byt projednan a schvalen na nejblizs§im zasedani MOPS, které vSak
kvuli pandemické situaci v roce 2020 neprobéhlo.

Modelovy les Ceska republika
Mezinarodni sit modelovych lest (International Model Forest Network) je asociace sdruzujici partnery z celého
svéta, ktefi pracuji na spole¢ném cili udrzitelného hospodareni v lesich a krajiné. Sit vznikla pro podporu udrzi-
telného hospodareni s pfirodnimi zdroji na participaénim zakladé. V soucasnosti je v siti 60 modelovych les,
nachazejici se v 35 zemich, o celkové rozloze 73 milionu hektaru. Jsou to mista pro vyménu informaci, znalosti,
zkuSenosti, inovativnich postup(i a pro podporu mezinarodni spoluprace.
Modelovy les Ceska republika ziskal piné ¢lenstvi v Mezinarodni siti modelovych lest v roce 2017 a s nim také
Spolecnost Modelovy les Ceska republika, koordinujici jeho aktivity. Je platformou, ktera kombinuje aspekty
krajiny, partnerstvi a udrzitelnosti. Uzemi modelovych lest predstavuji vSechny krajinné hodnoty s diirazem na
vyvazenost ekonomickych, ekologickych a socialné-kulturnich zajmu. Duraz je kladen na rovnocenné partnerstvi
mezi vemi (castniky, at uZ se jedna o spolupréci na mistni, narodni ¢i mezinarodni drovni. VSechna mista
v Modelovém lese Ceska republika jsou spravovana dle principu udrzitelného hospodafeni. V roce 2020 tvofilo
Modelovy les Ceska republika pét oblasti: Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava, Lesnicky park Masaryklv les
Kitiny, Lesnicky park Bezdéz, Lesnicky park Podkomorské lesy a Lesnicky park Krivoklatsko.
SloZita situace zplisobena omezenimi, vyhlasenymi v souvislosti s pandemii koronaviru, se nastésti negativné
neprojevila na administrativnim a koordinacnim zajisténi fungovani Spole¢nosti Modelovy les Ceska republika,
které zajistuje Biosféricka rezervace Dolni Morava. Ostatni aktivity viak byly znatné omezeny. Piesto se podafilo
dohodnout dlouhodobou spolupréci s Vysokou Skolou regionalniho rozvoje - Ambis, kde by se méli studenti, stu-
dujicich pfedméty Rozvoj venkova a Krajinné planovani, zapojit do aktivit na Gzemi Modelového lesa Ceska re-
publika. Prvky Modelovych lest byly zapracovany do pfipravy projektu ,Region setkavani“. Koncept Modelovych
lest se také podafilo zapracovat do Technickych smérnic pro biosférické rezervace, které obsahuji prakticka
doporuceni pro biosférické rezervace na celém svété. V kapitole vénované partnerskym sitim, kompatibilnim
s Programem Clovék a biosféra (MAB), se podafilo jako pozitivni pfipadovou studii zahrnout i Mezinarodni sit
Modelovych lesu. Tato sit tak byla doporucena biosférickym rezervacim jako vhodny partner ke spolupraci.

Clenové pracovniho tymu jsou kromé pracovniki Biosfé-
rické rezervace Dolni Morava také zastupci Zahradnické a Agronomické fakulty Mendelovy
univerzity, Univerzity Palackého Olomouc, Ghent University (Belgie), Moravského zemského
muzea, Krajské hygienické spravy - pracovisté Breclav, Masarykovy univerzity v Brné, Ustavu
biologie obratlovci Akademie véd CR, Ustavu Geoniky Akademie véd CR, Ustavu vyzkumu glo-
balni zmény (CzechGlobe), Ceského hydrometeorologického Ustavu a Agentury ochrany pfirody

a krajiny.

Zadost o grant byla Gispé&né podana na Grantovou agenturu Lest CR. V zavéru roku 2020 obdrzel
Zadatel rozhodnuti o financovani projektu v pozadované vysi. Samotny projekt bude zahajen v Gvodu
roku 2021 a bude trvat do roku 2023.
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IMPORTANT ACTIVITIES

All activities in 2020 were affected by restrictions related to the Covid-19 pandemic. Whenever possible, some
activities were implemented on virtual platforms, others, however, had to be postponed until later. Our greatest
successes included an approved application for funding, preparation of the Zamecky Fishpond Restoration in
Lednice project and inclusion in the project on “Monitoring of Biodiversity and Environmental Changes within
Floodplain Forests and Alluvial Meadows at the Confluence of the Dyje and Morava”.

Other activities of Lower Morava BR focused on updating of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape
Management Plan, coordinating activities of the Model Forest Czech Republic, preparation of restoration
projects for Rendezvous and FrantiSkav Fishponds. Our activities within the Model Forest Czech Republic were
also important, including organization of an international workshop or participation in discussions related to the
planned designation of small-scale specially protected areas in the floodplain forests of Soutok. Our noteworthy
international activities include participation in preparation of technical guidelines for biosphere reserves,
preparation of the project “Region of Encounters” or consultations provided in the process of designation of
two biosphere reserves in Georgia.
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Following several unsuccessful attempts in the previous years, Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve finally
managed to successfully prepare a project for the restoration of the Zamecky Fishpond in Lednice in 2020.
In 1805-1811 the Liechtenstein family had the fishpond built in Lednice. It covers over 30
hectares, and its 16 islands have numerous romantic follies built on them. This valuable habitat
and landscape element had not been dredged or well maintained in the last 100 years, which
may have resulted in its gradual silting.

Preparation of the project was highly complicated due to its multiple layers of stakeholder
interests, be it nature conservation (National Nature Reserve), heritage conservation (as part
of the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape, World Heritage Site) or tourism. With this in mind,
Lower Morava BR closely cooperated with the National Heritage Institute (NHI), Agency for
Conservation and Landscape Protection (ACLP), Municipality Lednice and companies MND
and, most importantly, with Alcaplast, a.s. which provided most funding (approximately CZK
10 million) required for co-funding of this expensive project. Companies Envicons Ltd. And VIA
Consult, a.s. provided consulting services.

In 2019 we processed the necessary documentation and applied for funding amounting to
almost CZK 100 million from the Operational Programme Environment. The application was
successful and funding from the State Environmental Fund was granted. During the year a
public tender was published and the company Hydro & Kov Ltd. from Trebon, which has long-
term experience with this type of projects, was selected as a contractor. Virtually all technology available for
fishpond restoration will be implemented during the restoration. The general maintenance encompasses
both dry and wet dredging, fortification of banks with stones as well as a unique system of “sunken barges”,
behind which the dredged silt will be deposited. Part of the site will remain un-dredged. All these works will be
implemented on condition that visitors will be allowed to move around the park and water-fow! nesting during
the vegetation period will not be jeopardized.

This project was launched at the end of 2020 following almost four years of preparations and will enable the
restoration of a National Cultural Heritage site which is concurrently part of a World Heritage Site, National
Nature Reserve, Natura 2000 Special Protection Area and Ramsar Wetland. Restoration work will be concluded
by the end of 2023.

Project “Long-eared Owls and Their Lives”

In third year running, Lower Morava BR participated as a partner in a media project “Long-eared owls and their
lives” implemented by the Breclav chapter of the Czech Union of Nature Conservationists (CUNC). This project
run by our colleagues from a partner organization aims to enable people to monitor the nesting of long-eared
owls (Asio otus) using on-line cameras placed in one of the owls* nesting boxes. Although long-eared owls are
relatively common in our country, there is no similar project in the European context which would allow on-line
coverage of their nesting. Field work of nature conservationists combined with modern technology therefore
offers the general public a unique opportunity to unravel some normally hidden secrets of the natural world.
The group of viewers of this attractive broadcasting encompassed amateur ornithologists as well as the general
public and primary school pupils. Visitors of the www.budkyonline.cz site shared the link with their friends,
broadening the target audience of the project.

The cameras revealed that in the initial weeks the nesting box was also tested by tawny owls (Strix aluco), who
normally favour tree hollows and for whom the box was probably too light and open. However, the long-eared
owls faced a more dangerous competition in the form of kestrels (Falco tinnunculus) which probably intended
to claim the box as theirs and often stayed in it during the day. While defending their ground, the owls had
to engage in fierce fights with the kestrels, which was very interesting to watch online. The long-eared owls
eventually managed to defend their territory, partly also thanks to the fact that they start nesting earlier than
kestrels.

The project was concluded by ringing of the hatched chicks, a public event hosted by Mgr. Oplustil of CUNC
which was attended by over 20 people. Mr. Oplustil cast light on the behaviour and life of this interesting bird
species. This relatively unorthodox project is becoming increasingly popular, as more and more people view the
online broadcasting.

Preparation of the project “Region of Encounters”
Amid the Covid-19 crisis, the Deutsche Bundesstiftung Umwelt (BDU) in collaboration with UNESCO published
a special call for project applications called “Education for sustainable development 2030”, focusing on

addressing the challenges of the 17 Sustainable Development Goals of Agenda 2030. A team from Hohenheim
University in Germany approached Lower Morava BR and offered participation in a Czech-Austrian project
called “Region of Encounters”. The other partners of the project include Primary School in Lednice, Volksschule
Schrattenberg, the Faculty of Horticulture of Mendel University, Municipality Lednice and Lednice Chateau
Administration.

Under the project, the schools in Lednice and Schrattenberg should provide education for sustainable
development and facilitate learning the language of their neighbouring countries. The task of our BR should
be to organize lecturers in collaboration with Hohenheim University and to outline topics, particularly focusing
on the cultural and historical values of the region, objectionable “museification” of World Heritage Sites and
renewable energy sources. Our second task will be to create a “Laboratory for sustainability” in Lednice and
to organize a workshop at the Faculty of Horticulture in Lednice discussing the topic. The Lednice Chateau
and Municipality Lednice will operate as managers of the interest area and moderators of information and
project outputs for both the expert public and local
inhabitants.

The project is planned as transdisciplinary and is
divided into three independent work “packages”,
whereby all partners will be involved in all three
stages. The first one called “Co-Design” hopes to
facilitate discussion whose outcome should provide
a definition of long-term sustainable development
goals for the Lednice-Valtice Cultural Landscape
with an overlap to the Austrian Schrattenberg,
their possible conflicts and clashes with reality.
These goals will be further developed at the second
stage called “Co-Production” which includes
two experiments: education for sustainable
development and participative planning of the
“Laboratory for sustainability” in Lednice. The third
stage called “Co-Evaluation” evaluates experience
from school education under the project in the
region, aims towards expert publications and assessing the project’s contribution for the region, formulating
knowledge about society transformation towards sustainability, etc.

At the end of May we applied for funding and if the application is granted, the project should be launched in
2021.

Preparation of the project of Rend F
restoration

The project focuses on restoration of a fishpond situated in the vicinity of Valtice, in the centre of the Lednice-
Valtice Cultural Landscape, in wetland habitats on a stream running to Fantisktv Fishpond, on land managed
by Forests of the Czech Republic. This site is also a focal point of clashing interests. It is a National Nature
Monument, Nature Reserve, Natura 2000 site, part of a World Heritage Site and is managed by Forests of the
Czech Republic. That is why our BR has been working closely with the Zidlochovice Forest Enterprise, Brno
chapter of the Agency for Conservation and Landscape Protection and National Heritage Institute since the
very beginning. Following a biological survey of the existing situation we prepared project documentation, which
in accordance with historical maps focuses on preserving only the original small island in the rear part of the
fishpond overgrown with Turkey oak and pedunculate oak trees. An application for funding from the Operational
Programme Environment was drawn up and submitted. If the funding is granted, restoration should be launched
in 2021.

Performing the Site Managerial duties in the Lednit Cultural L pe, World Heritage Site

The Site Manager‘s/ coordinator’s (SM LVCL) activities are defined by the obligation of the Czech Republic to
ensure protection, management and sustainable development of the site upon preserving the outstanding value
of the LVCL landscape. Because cultural landscape management is a complex issue, which is highly specific
particularly on the territory of LVCL, ensuring interdisciplinary coordination, communication, and continuous
awareness of all the stakeholders in the area represents a
particularly demanding task.

Based on the mandate awarded by the Interdisciplinary
Workgroup for LVCL, our PBC has performed services
safeguarding the coordination of activities within LVCL and
has worked as a platform for interdisciplinary exchange
of expert information since 2007. This is done through the
application of participatory management within Lower
Morava Biosphere Reserve and our direct participation in the
Interdisciplinary Workgroup for LVCL.

In early March, a meeting of the Interdisciplinary Workgroup
for LVCL took place in Lednice, focusing primarily on efforts
to transform the Workgroup into a World Heritage Site
Council for LVCLS. This change has been promoted by the
Ministry of the Environment, National Heritage Institute
and partly by the South Moravian Regional Authority. The
Voluntary Association of LVCL Municipalities together with Lower Morava BR as the Site Manager were against
the transformation, arguing that the existing system offers an ideal interconnection between the responsible
departments of state administration and local initiatives, and that its role has not run its course yet. Among the
meeting‘s outcomes was an agreement to continue negotiations which aim to secure long-term funding of the
Site Managerial position. This should solve most of the existing problems, particularly through strengthening
the role of the Interdisciplinary Workgroup as a steering group and through stronger participation of the South
Moravian Regional Authority.

An unscheduled LVCL Management Plan update for the period 2020 - 2024 took place in 2020, due to the fact
that representatives of the National Heritage Institute, Agency for Conservation and Landscape Protection and
the South Moravian Regional Authority submitted their comments at a moment when the update had already
been reviewed by the Interdisciplinary Workgroup and accepted without reservations by the Ministry of Culture.
Additional relevant comments were included in the update and the new version of the Management Plan was
forwarded to all members of the Interdisciplinary Workgroup one more time. This document was to be discussed
and approved at the next meeting of the Workgroup, which sadly could not take place in 2020 due to the pandemic.

Model Forest Czech Republic

The International Model Forest Network is an association of partners from all around the world who are working
towards a common goal - the sustainable management of forests and landscapes. The Network was created
to support the sustainable management of natural resources through a participatory approach. At present the
Network encompasses 60 Model Forests in 35 countries, covering a total of 73 million hectares. The Network
is a place which fosters international exchange of ideas, knowledge, experience and innovative solutions and
supports international cooperation.

Model Forest Czech Republic was awarded full membership in the International Model Forest Network in 2017
along with Model Forest Czech Republic Association which coordinates its activities. It is a platform which
combines aspects of landscapes, partnerships, and sustainability. Model Forest sites represent all landscape
values upon stressing the balance of economic, environmental, social, and cultural interests. Equal partnerships
among all stakeholders are crucial, whether the collaboration takes place at a local, national or international
level. All sites within the Model Forest Czech Republic are managed in accordance with principles of sustainable
management. In 2020 the Model Forest Czech Republic encompassed five sites: Lower Morava Biosphere
Reserve, Masaryk Forest Kitiny Forest Park, Bezdéz Forest Park, Podkomorské lesy Forest Park and Krivoklatsko
Forest Park.

Fortunately, the difficult situation arising from restrictions imposed in relation to the Covid-19 pandemic did not
have an adverse impact on the administration and coordination of operations of Model Forest Czech Republic
Association provided by Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve. However, other activities were limited considerably.
Despite the difficulties, we managed to reach an agreement on long-term collaboration with Ambis College
of Regional Development in Brno, whereby students majoring in Rural Development and Landscape Planning
should participate in activities within Model Forest Czech Republic sites. Elements of Model Forests were
incorporated into the “Region of Encounters” project. The Model Forest concept was also incorporated into the
Technical Guidelines for Biosphere Reserves which provide practical recommendations for biosphere reserves
worldwide. The chapter focusing on partner networks compatible with MAB includes the International Model
Forest Network as a positive case study. The Network was consequently recommended to biosphere reserves
as a suitable partner for cooperation.

The most important event of the year was an international workshop “Model Forests and their Significance in
the Changing Climate” which due to Covid restriction took place in a limited form. Despite these obstacles, we
presented the value which model forests offer to sustainable forest and landscape management, as well as
the scientific and expert perspective they offer in the context of climate change. At the end of the year, a short
educational hiking trail focusing on sustainable forest management
was opened in the floodplain landscape in the vicinity of the town

Imternational Lanzhot. Another important output came in the form of a short film

Negotiations on the designation of small-scale specially protected areas (SSSPA) in the floodplain forests at
Soutok with the objective to safeguard protection of Soutok Special Area of Conservation (part of Natura 2000
network) reached another stage. Although the two key stakeholders, Ministry of the Environment and Ministry of
Agriculture, seemed to be on the verge of reaching an agreement several times in the past, it has not happened
yet. Moreover, other stakeholders and individuals entered the discussions in the course of the year, doing so
primarily through media statements, whose content radicalized the process rather than contributing to the
smoothness and factual nature of the discussions.

Despite the fact that in the course of all meetings Lower Morava BR representatives have repeatedly emphasized
the original concept of Natura 2000, which is to positively motivate owners and managers of sites in question
to ensure the conservation of selected habitats and species, preferably through contractual protection, in the
media they were repeatedly and wrongly accused of being against nature conservation.

In the given situation it is difficult, particularly for municipalities in question, to fully comprehend the so-called
“enhanced conservation of Soutok”. Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve is therefore striving to raise and improve
objective awareness about the topic and to communicate the information both at the local and national levels.

Majority of floodplain forests and continental alluvial meadows in the Lower Morava Biosphere Reserve
constitute man-made, close-to-nature ecosystems characterized by a high species diversity as well as highly
valuable wood production and important non-productive functions. Different management styles, including
non-intervention management, within these ecosystems bring about environmental changes which in turn may
trigger changes in the occurrence of certain species or entire species groups of organisms.
Changes in water relations, particularly river channelling implemented in the past, have also had a significant
impact on the ecosystems in the given area. Management .
of these ecosystems is often in conflict with the protection
of different groups of organisms whose environmental
requirements may differ significantly. Both ecosystems are
also subject to global environmental changes (climate change,
invasive species, etc.).
Mendel University in collaboration with Lower Morava
Biosphere Reserve therefore prepared a project proposal
aiming to monitor selected groups of organisms in the broadest
spectrum possible, as well as some environmental factors at
play in the given area. Results of the monitoring should provide
one of the basic documents necessary for the drawing up of
the Forest Management Plan, as well as scientific background
for formulating the principles of adaptive management of
floodplain forests and alluvial meadows.
The approach adopted draws on the resilience of ecosystems and the need for controlled landscape
management in man-conditioned habitats. The monitoring system should be designed in a manner which
allows its repetition in ten-year intervals in the years preceding the drawing up of Forest Management Plans.
Repetition is required for monitoring the response at various levels allowing us to monitor responses to specific
interventions. Through learning about ecosystem responses we may introduce effective measures benefiting
the biodiversity of the interest area.
The project’s originality was indisputable, as a Forest Management Plan based on the principles of adaptive
management and drawing on such extensive biodiversity data has never been prepared in the Czech Republic.
The project will focus on popularization of its outputs in the form of citizen science and through engaging Lower
Morava Biosphere Reserve as a non-governmental organization enjoying a massive support in the region.
Another NGO involved in the project will be the Breclav chapter of the Czech Union of Nature Conservationists.
This organization has been contributing to raising public awareness of floodplain ecosystems, their origin and
history as well as their present requirements.
The project holder is the Department of Forest Botany, Dendrology and Geobiocoenology of the Faculty of
Forestry and Wood Technology at Mendel University. The members of the work team include representatives
of Lower Morava BR, Faculties of Horticulture and AgriSciences of Mendel University, University Palacky in
Olomouc, Ghent University in Belgium, Moravian Museum, Regional Health Authority - Breclav department,
Masaryk University in Brno, Institute of Vertebrate Biology of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Institute of Geonics
of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Global Change Research Institute (CzechGlobe), Czech Hydrometeorological
Institute and Agency for Conservation and Landscape Protection.
Grant application was submitted with the Grant Agency of Forests of the Czech Republic. At the end of 2020 the
applicant received approval of funding. The project itself will be launched in early 2021 and will run until 2023.
